ISO Board Acts On Several Items
The Santa Anna School Board 

met on Tuesday evening of last 
week to discuss several agenda 
items and take action on some.

After approving payments of ac­
counts, a public hearing was held 
concerning the Academic Excellence 
Indicator System (AEIS). This 
gives the board a chance to see how 
the local school compares with 
schools across Region 15 and 
across the state. A report will be 
published in subsequent issues of 
the Santa Anna News.

The board considered purchase of 
unitized cafeteria tables. A motion 
was made to purchase the tables but 
died for lack of a second.

On the agenda was discussing and 
possible action on the use of school 
facilities by others. This was tabled 
for the time being.

School Superintendent Jim 
McPhersen gave a report on mow­
ing equipment.

Two items brought to the atten­
tion of the board by school patrons 
were on the agenda. One suggestion 
was to change the date of school 
board meetings so as not to contlict

with City Council meetings, both 
being held on the second Tuesday of 
each month. After much considera­
tion, the board decided to make no 
changes of their meeting dates. The 
second matter was that of door to 
door solicitation by students. It was 
determined that , most of the prob­
lems arise from fundraisers being 
scheduled too close to each other. 
The board agreed to look into the 
problem further before taking any 
action.

No action was taken on consider­
ation for membership in an equity 
center; and no action was taken on 
consideration of participating in a 
TASA (Texas Association .of 
School Administrators) public rela­
tions campaign concerning the up­
coming elections,

The board set appraisal periods 
and designated teacher appraisal su­
pervisors. Frank Gray will be su­
pervisor for secondary teachers and 
Dean Bass for elementary teachers. 
Mr. Blair, principal at CAP High 
School, will be available if a third 
is needed and the Santa Anna super­

visors will be available to help at 
CAP if needed.

Approval of site based decision 
making was given by the board and 
will he sent to TEA (Texas 
Education Association) for approval 
by Sept. 1. Mr. McPhersen ex­
plained that the premise of the site 
based decision making is to give 
the operation of the school back to 
the local staff, principals and school 
district patrons. In other words, to 
decentralize the administration of 
school districts. This, of course, is 
of much more concern in larger 
school districts where local people 
don't have as much say in the oper­
ation of their school as we in small 
towns. McPhersen says we will not 
be able to tell too much difference 
here in Santa Anna where school 
patrons have always had good input.

The board considered a health 
plan and workman's comp plan for 
school personnefand accepted a bid 
from H ibbs-Hallm ark and 
Company. The school contribute 
$50.00 per month per employee

Acquainted With Eight Period Block Schedule

Teachers as well as students at 
SAHS are having to get used to a 
new schedule this year. They are 
attending classes on an eight period 
block schedule. Classes are 
scheduled for 1-1/2 hours rather 
than the 50 minute classes to which 
the students and teachers at SAHS 
are accustomed.

According to high school 
principal Frank Gray, who devised

the schedule, the classes are set for 
eight periods of 1-1/2 hours each. 
The first through fourth classes are
held Monday, Wednesday and Friday 
of one week and the fifth through 
eighth classes are held Tuesday and 
Thursday. The following week the 
classes are rotated so that the fifth 
through eighth classes are held 
Monday, Wednesday and Friday; and 
the first through fourth, Tuesday 
and Thursday. Essentially, the 
students are attending a given class 
every other day of the school week, 
rather than each day, but are able to 
accomplish more because more 
activities can be incorporated into a 
class that lasts 1-1/2 hours.

Mr. Gray says the new schedule 
allows for an honors program along 
with the academic program and the 
regular high school program. At the

present time students in (he honors 
program have classes available in
Advanced World Problems; Trig and 
Calculus; and honors English on all 
four levels. It is expected that more 
honors classes will be included next 
year.

Those students who’s grades rank 
90 percentile, qualifying in 5 of 6 
of their classes can be admitted to 
the honors classes where there is 
considerable more work involved, 
thereby challenging the student to 
achieve even more.

Mr. Gay says that if there is 
another school in Region 15 that is 
operating on this type of schedule, 
he isn’t familiar with it. In fact, 
personnel from Region 15 have 
inquired about the program as other 
schools are interested in perhaps 
following suit.

CED Prpposes 
26-cent Tax 
Increase

In spite of the fact that Santa 
Anna ISD has been able to hold the 
line on the local school tax, your 
school tax package will see an 
increase of 260 due to state demands 
on the Coleman CED (County 
Education District). . ..

A $7 million drop in appraised 
i. value of minerals in Coleman 
County is one of the reasons for a 
proposed 26-cent tax increase in the 
Coleman County Education 
District.

The Coleman CED is comprised 
of Coleman, Santa Anna, Panther 
Creek and Novice school districts.

According to Skip Casey, 
Coleman School Superintendent, 
the number of dollars that Coleman 
CED is required by the state to raise 
is about $1,600,000.00. This 
gives the board no option except to 
set a tax rate that will raise the 
necessary amount of money. The 
tax rate this year is computed to 
$1.04, therefore making a 26-cent 
Increase for the CED tax rate which 
will cause a significant increase if 
districts are not able to reduce their 
local tax rates by close to 26 cents.

Bill Jones, chief tax appraiser 
said, "Coleman County lost ap­
proximately $7 million of appraised 
value from last year. The majority 
of the loss came because of low 
natural gas prices and a drop in 
mineral values."

According to information from 
the CED, taxes on the average 
home in the Coleman County 
(valued at $21,108) would increase 
by $31.43 because of the higher 
CED tax rate.

Since the National Safety 
Council estimates that each traffic 
death represents an economic loss

of $410’000, TRASER is credited 
with saving Texas $278,390,000 
each year. The software works by 
law enforcement agencies feed into 
the central computer statistics on 
all DWI arrests. The system then

details days, times and streets where 
officers are likely to find drunk 
drivers.

Special mobile units are assigned 
to patrol at specific times and 
places. If they spot a car being 
driven erratically, they stop it and 
test the driver for intoxication. 
They have found that' almost one- 
third of all DWI arrests occur in the 
areas and during the times that 
TRASER has Indicated.

The effort has been so successful 
that it won a national biennial 
award from the Federal Highway 
Department for outstanding high­
way safety improvement. Because 
of its results in saving lives in 

■Texas, TRASER has been adopted 
in 40 other states.

Devising such computer pro­
grams, however, is only one exam­
ple of the cooperation between the 
Texas Department of Transportation 
and the state's colleges and universi­
ties. The "Kid Safe" program de­
veloped at The University of Texas 
Health Science Center at San 
Antonio is another.

U.T Health Science Center-San 
Antonio, recognized for its efforts 
to educate parents on the proper use 
of infant and child care car seats, 
now will devise materials to teach 
children under age nine to be aware 
of dangers to pedestrians. The 
Texas Department of Transportation 
is providing a $12,500 grant for 
first-year funding.

The "Kid Safe" staff at the San 
Antonio medical complex already is 
preparing printed lessons that will 
identify and discuss many dangers

to children pedestnans such as dart­
ing into traffic from parked cars or 
school buses. These will be dis­
tributed throughout the state.

AUSTIN — As expected, polls 
at the close of last week’s GOP na­
tional convention in Houston indi­
cated rising support for President 
Bush and slippage for Arkansas 
Gov. Bill Clinton to below 50 per- 
cent.

In Austin, a three-judge federal 
panel was expected to decide this 
week whether to stop Texas Sec­
retary of State John Hannah from 
voiding primary elections to install 
a Democrat-favored Senate redis­
tricting plan.

Attorneys for the Texas Republi­
can Party argued that Hannah's or­
ders to disregard the primary elec­
tions and to allow top party com­
mittee members to choose candi­
dates is blatantly unconstitutional.

Lawyers for Attorney General 
Dan Morales, a Democrat, said 
Hannah doesn’t have authority to 
order new primaries.

Democrats Request Primary
Morales’ stand-in, Renea Hicks, 

asked the federal judges to order 
new state Senate primary elections 
to validate the plan imposed by 
Hannah.

“Are you inviting us to order 
you to have another primary?” , 
asked one federal judge; the state’s 
attorney said it would be preferable 
to using a “tainted" redistricting 
map.

Still unanswered is how much a 
new statewide primary election will 
cost Texas taxpayers.

Because of his election ruling,

On the negative side, Clinton’s 
loss could hurt the dimming politi­
cal futures of these two. Mauro has 
been plagued by bad press about 
agency mismanagement, and Cis­
neros’ rising star was dimmed by 
media reports of adultery and on- 
and-off divorce rumblings.

Perot: Still A Player
Lest any nominees forget, Ross 

Perot is still on the ballot in 46 
states, and last week his staff said 
he has political TV ads in the can 
and volunteers ready nationwide 
for his llth-hour return to the 
presidential arena.

Perot apparently is considering 
endorsing Bush or Clinton, or re­
entering the race — as spoiler, 
kingmaker, whatever — if neither 
addresses his issues.

One Insurance Commissioner
In a surprising move, the three- 

member State Board of Insurance 
recommended the Tbxas Legisla­
ture abolish their positions and em­
power a single commissioner to run 
the agency.

But state Sen. John Montford, 
D-Lubbock, said he didn’t want 
to create “an insurance czar,” 
prompting board member Allene 
Evans to remark: “I guess there’s 
not too many public officials that 
encourage government to look at 
eliminating their jobs.” Score a 
point for Evans, whose state salary 
is $72,828.

■ Camille Miller, Lt. Gov. Bob 

Bullock’s research and policy di­
rector, is the new acting execu­
tive director of the Texas Protective 
and Regulatory Services Agency. 
Miller is a candidate for tire per­
manent position.

■ Ken Bentsen, Harris County 
Democratic Party chairman, com­
mented on Rick Perry's speech to 
GOP delegates: “Two years ago, I 
saw him at a Rolling Stones con­
cert. That didn’t make him Mick 
Jagger.”

■ Gov. Ann Richards’ chief of 
staff, Mary Beth Rogers, has left to 
teach at UT’s LBJ School of Public 
Affairs.

Hannah’s plan has been sent to 
the U.S. Department of Justice for 
approval, as required by the Federal 
Voting Rights Act.

Rising GOP Stars
Political conventions always shoot 

off rising stars, and a new stable of 
Ibxas Republicans are on the up es­
calator.

One is Texas Treasurer Kay Bai­
ley Hutchison, who as temporary 
convention chairwoman addressed 
the nation and ribbed Gov. Ann 
Richards about her hair.

Another speaker was Agriculture 
CoiumissioBcr Rick Perry, who cast 
the Tbxas delegation’s votes for 
Bush.

Perry said Texas agriculture and 
livestock industry is changing, not 
declining, and predicted $2 billion 
in exports to Mexico under the 
proposed free-trade agreement.

And, a serious look is directed at 
Dallas entrepreneur T. Boone Pick­
ens for governor, who isn’t through 
flexing his impressive fund-raising 
muscles for Bush and party.

Clinton’s Tbxas Cabinet
As speculation rose over which 

cabinet members Bush might re­
place, it spread to guessing which 
Ibxans, if any might be tapped for 
a President Clinton cabinet.

Surest bets: Land Commissioner 
Garry Mauro, Clinton’s Ibxas cam­
paign manager, and former San 
Antonio Mayor Henry Cisneros, 
who recently resigned from the 
Dallas Federal Reserve Bank board 
and is now stumping for Clinton.

Mauro, as overseer of one of the 
nation’s largest portfolios of public 
lands, has the training for U.S. 
Secretary of the Interior, according 
to his staffers.

In terms of political reward, few 
would stand higher with Clinton 
than Mauro, a lawyer, who person­
ally could want a higher post, say 
U.S. Attorney General.

As for Cisneros, his metropoli­
tan savvy and Hispanic ties suggest 
U.S. Secretary of Commerce; He 
would be helpful if the free-trade 
pact with Mexico is inked.
