Summertime 
Brings Pinkeye

Hot, dry summer weather 
can be a big pain in the face 
for cattle. The reason is 
“pinkeye.” -

"Pinkeye, is' an infectious 
eye disease of cattle of all 
ages and breeds,” says Dr. 
James Armstrong, veterinari­
an with' the Texas Agricul­
tural . Extension S e r v i c e .  
“However, younger animals 
under two years of age ap­
pear to be more susceptible 
than older ones.”

The eye inflamation oc­
curs most often in summer 
and fall and is generally more 
prevalent in white-faced ani­
mals. Dry, dusty , conditions, 
bright sunlight, feeding in 
tall -grass; and the presence 
of flies all tend to aggravate 
the condition.

“The disease is caused pri­
marily by a bacteria,’! accord-. 

’ ing to the Texas A&M Uni­
versity specialist. “The eye­
lids becomes inflamed and a 
white or gray spot appears 
near the center o f  the eye. 
This spot swells and later 
opens to form an ulcer.” 

According to Armstrong, af­
fected animals are sensitive

to light, arid.generally stand, 
in shade. They lose v weight 
quickly^ suffer^production de-, 
creases,and may injure them­
selves because' of tempdrary 
blindness. ; ' ' '

■ Although the: disease gen­
erally runs its course m two 

j to four weeks without much 
| damage,; secondary bacteria 
l often* invades and can-cause 
permanent blindness. There­
fore, treatment' is important 
as soon as a case of pinkeye 
is suspected. . ■ ,

“ Isolate the affected ani­
mals as soon as possible and 
protect from wind, dust and 
sunlight, advises the veteri­
narian. Bathe the eye with a 
lukewarm, mild borax solu­
tion and dust with an anti­
biotic powder at least twice 
a day. This prevents a sec­
ondary infection and allows 
the eye to recover without 
complications. Although no 
specific drug is available to 
treat pinkeye, injections of 
Vitamin A and a cortisone 
product have helped in some 
cases.”

Armstrong advises, cattle­
men to isolate for at least 60 
days all new animals brought 
into the herd. Cattle that 
have, recovered from the dis­
ease'-may still be capable of 
spreading it for some months.

She has heard 
their stories and read their 
letters, and she has written, 
no,t the conventional novel of 
the West, but a living story 
o f the courage and fortitude 
of the men, and particularly 
the women, who settled the 
great empire which is the 
Texas Panhandle today.

Life Preservers 
Will Save Lives

AUSTIN—Accidents, by na­
ture, happen when you are 
not suspecting them:

So it’s not surprising to 
learn from the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department that 
at least half of the recreation­
al drowning, victims in the 
U.S. last year had no inten­
tion of going into the water. 
As a result, they did not have 
a life preserver available.

More than 2,800 of these 
“surprise” victims either slip­
ped, tripped or fell into the 
water or were aboard when 
their boat sank.

The moral, says the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment, is to take the simple 
precaution of wearing a life 
preserver around, water, es­
pecially if you can’t swim.

The life preserver is more 
than just a good idea if you 
are aboard a boat—it’s the 
law. Every boat, including 
canoes, rafts, sailboats and 
kayaks, must have one Coast 
Guard approved lifesaving 
device for everyone on board, 

i In motorboats 26 feet long 
and under children 12 years 
old and younger must wear 
a vest-type life preserver 
when the boat is underway.

MAJOR CAUSE 
OF ACCIDENTS

Carelessness, that familiar 
but too often overlooked ac­
cident - maker, iŝ  turning 
homes in Texas and through­
out the country into high 
hazard areas, says the Insur­
ance Information Institute.:

Pointing out that the po­
tential for home mishaps lies 
behind every door, the Insti­
tute cites National Safety 
Council statistics to prove.it:

Last year, home' accidents 
in the- United States killed 
some 26,500 persons—includ­
ing 1 ,145 in Texas—and caus­
ed disabling injuries to 4 mil­
lion others. Another 16 mil­
lion suffered minor hurts and 
bruises. ,
: In short, says the Institute, 
more Americans are- hurt in 
.accidents in the, home than 
in any other place—including 
the automobile. And the cost 
is staggering: $1.8 billion in 
lost w ages and medical and 
insurance a d m i n i s t rative 
costs alone; much more in 
property damage.

Calling carelessness a maj­
or contributor to most.) resi­
dential accidents, the ' Insti­
tute offered these sugges­
tions:

The housewife—her atten­
tion cf.te.n divided as many 
ways as she has children — 
should be extra careful while 
preparing meals: prime time 
for burns and scalding of her­
self and the little ones.

Mr. Do-It-Himself should 
| make, sure that he does it 
with the proper equipment 
and tools. Don't, use a chair 
when you need a ladder. Stay 
ov.my- from makeshift tools; 
they make a . lot of bruises. 
And use extra care when us­

ing- -power tools—particularly 
with the electricity.-involved.

Tots and .youngsters: are. 
especially susceptible to home 
accidents and Mom and Dad 
should .check them frequent­
ly in their cribs pr playrooms.

Keep stairs and doorways 
clear of objects and toys. A 
loose roller skate is an invi­
tation to a trip to the. hos­
pital.-

The Institute also has a 
word of advice for the ahvays- 
in-a-hurry types who breed 
carelessness with: every move. 
Slow down—it can save you 
embarrassment if  not injury.

Like the Ohio car dealer 
who left the house in such 
a rush he had to be extract­
ed from the screen door by 
the police. Or the Georgia 
lady who! was bitten by her 
frightened dog as she raced 
to answer the telephone.

It can also save your Image

In 1955, .through, the ’ef­
forts -of the late Mrs. John 
•R. Banister, a small building 
owned by the pity was mov- 
ed to a site-, north of the City 
Hall to hoit.se the library and 
provide, a dubroom, kitchen, 
and bath . . . and more funds 
meant more books.

During the presidency of 
Mrs. Cullen Perry, all volumes 
were repaired and a wide 
reading program for children 
was promoted. Mrs. Elgean 
Harris is currently president 
of the Board and her tenure.
