Mobile X-Ray 
Now Used Less 
To Detect TR

Remember the TB “bus” on 
the corner with lines of peo­
ple waiting to be X-rayed? 
The scene is disappearing.

For years, the mobile X- 
ray unit was a standard way 
of finding out who had TB, 
But the times—and the prob­
lems of TB—are changing.

The numbers of people with 
active TB and those with tub­
erculosis infections have de­
clined over the last decades. 
Taking drugs can prevent in­
fections from developing into 
active disease. And even 
when active disease does de­
velop. drugs can make the 
patient non-contagious with­
in a short time.

However, there are still peo­
ple who have active TB and 
do not know it. And when 
they have , live TB germs' in 
their sputum, they can spread 
the disease just by coughing 
and sneezing.

But back to the disappear­
ing van. The fact is tha t mo­
bile X-ray units surveying 
general populations find too 
few cases. Over 95 per cent 
of people with new or reacti­
vated TB are found by other 
means than mass X-ray 
screening in the community- 
at-large. Even , in the inner, 
city and ghettos, where the 
incidence of TB is higher. 
Today most active TB is .dis-. 
covered because the person 
has symptoms and seeks1 
medical advice. j

Some cohimon symptoms of 
TB are coughing a lot, feeling ! 
tired all the time, spitting ’ 
blood, and losing weight. And 
one or all of the symptoms 
can mean TB.
