The oratorical contest will 
be judged oh the basis of (1) 
knowledge of subject - 40 per 
cent; (21 speaking ab ility - 
30 per cent; (3) poise - 10 per 
cent: (4) personality - 10 
per cent, and (5) appearance- 
10 per cent. ^

try blank from their school or 
the offices of Coleman Coun­
ty Electric Cooperative. The 
deadline for submitting en­
tries will be March 1, 1972.

THERE COMES A TIME in the life of any nation 
when decisions concerning its future determine whether 
it shall live-or die.

In the United States we are facingsom e decisions, 
some ’ domestic and some international in scope, that 
are going to determine our fate. . . ’ y

Once considered a ‘military'power, which \Vas the 
greatest deterrent to our enemies wanting to tangle 
with us, the United States "has shown a gradual dis­
sipation of military might during the last decade. At 
the same time, Russia has continued .to build up her 
military strength at a point where it dominates the 
world.

According to “Jaynes Weapons Systems," a British 
armament reporting service that has for 50 years, been 
recognized as the most acoui'ste in the world, the USSR 
is now outstripping the West in the production of 
sophisticated weapons. Also the Soviet navy is now 
considered the “super navy’ of a super power. Right 
now they could destroy virtually- all US land-based 
■ICBM’s in a surprise first attack and at the same time 
their missile submarines could destroy most US manned 
bombers before they could become airborne.

This fact, is obvious to many House and Senate 
members, but a group-of liberals who are playing into 
the hands of the Communist countries still are trying 
to keep military expenditures clown. They are . still 
pushing a compromise in the arftis race, but it is evident 
that Soviets will agree to nothing -that would not 

.leave them in superior position. - - " -.

years to produce a bomber to-replace the aging .B-52's 
and five years to come up with a missile program, that 
would match the Reds.

So-me, 89 
schools have been conducted 
across the State with students 
representing 556 Texas towns 
and cities, thus providing 
many of those /communities 
with their, first highly tr'ained 
emergency, care personnel.
- The methods and curriculum 
used in the Emergency Care 
Attendant school are applied, 
but magnified, in the Emer­
gency Medical Technician 
School, a "totally different 
training program of a more 
intense nature. The first such 
course was held in Austin in 
1970, -with six courses conduct­
ed in Houston since that time, 
three in Fort Worth, one in 
Amarillo and one" in Dallas. 
Some 408 persons have enroll­
ed in these schools with 330 
graduating.

Student Hearing Tests Vital
The number of school dis­

tricts offering hearing tests 
for school children has in­
creased significantly in recent 
years, but such programs are 
not yet universal. For this rea­
son, parents of each school- 
age child should insure the 
child receives a hearing test 
at least once per year, accord­
ing to the Beltone Crusade for 
Hearing Conservation.

The crusade, sponsored by 
Chicago-based Beltone Elec­
tronics Corporation, world 
leader in bearing aids and 
electronic hearing test instru­
ments, is designed to make 
persons aware of the vital 
need to protect their hearing 
ability.

Crusade officials stress that 
frequently the hard-of-hear- 
ing child is not aware of his 
handicap. Parents and teach­
ers also often fail to recognize 
the child’s problem: Because 
such youngsters are being 
forced to compete in the class­
room under a serious handi­
cap, they often are inatten­
tive, surly, preoccupied, dis- ' 
obedient or withdrawn from 
classroom and family activi­
ties. In some instances they 
are considered just plain 
dumb.

When teachers or parents 
are unaware of a child’s hear­
ing impairment, they are apt 
to try to solve the child’s 
scholastic or beliavorial prob­
lems through measures that 
are both time consuming and 
useless. In many instances 
such measures can actually 
be harmful to the youngster.

This is why, crusade offi­
cials explained, they encour­
age each parent of a school- 
age child to insure the young­
ster has_ a hearing screening 
test during the current aca­
demic year-either by a medi­
cal ear specialist, at a hearing 
clinic, or by a hearing aid 
dealer.

Judge) of the 35th /Judicial 
District Court of (Texas has 
announced that he " will seek 
re-election for another term 
that begins'January 1, 1973. % 
..... Judge" Dibrci) bad the fol­
lowing statement to make to 
the citizens residing within 
Brown- Coleman and McCul­
loch Counties:

"The crucial lest for a free 
people is their ability to' live 
under a system of laws that 
is fair to the individual citizen;

I am constantly 
reminded of the admonition of 
an early American Jurist who 
said, ‘If judges would make 
their decisions just, they 
should behold neither plaintiff, 
defendant nor pleader, but 
only -the cause itself’. ..

“In addition to the regular 
duties of presiding over civil 
and felony criminal cases, I 
have the responsibility of pre­
siding over the Juvenile Court 
of Brown County. Also the 
Legislature has seen fit to ex­
pand the jurisdiction of the 
District Judges by placing con­
demnation cases' and contested 
probate matters in the District 
Courts. /

“However, the-task of pre­
siding has been made easier 
by the splendid practice of 
the attorneys before the court, 
and the-cooperation of respon­
sible citizens who are- called 
for jury duty , from time to 
time. In 1968, I reported to 
ycu that in the trial of over 
3,000 cases I had been reversed 
only four times. With the addi­
tional trials and cases load 
since 1968, I can report that 
I have not been reversed since 
that time.

“This cooperation of the at­
torneys and citizens has en­
abled me to keep the court 
calendars in the 35th District 
current and to give any case 
a jury tfial within a maximum 
time of three months. It has 
enabled me not only to fulfill 
my duties .as Judge of the 35th 
District. Court, but in. addition, 
to assist other District Courts 
in the State>.

“Initially, the citizens of 
Brown, Coleman and’ McCul­
loch' Counties gaye me the pri- 
v '! ;' c of presiding over , their 
3,rith, District .Court based on 
my general background and 
my'promise to become a dedi­
cated judicial servant.
