Birth Defects 
Hold Key to 
Adult Diseases

How many people picture a 
grown man or woman when 
we talk about birth defects?

Very few. A deformed in­
fant or crippled child is the 
usual image.

Yet many birth defects, un­
suspected in childhood and 
youth, surface later in life as 
heart failure, stroke, diabetes, 
and emphysema. March of 
Dimes-supported research in­
to causes and treatment of 
birth defects includes what 
may be some of the most prom­
ising attacks on adult diseases.

For example, about one in 
500 Americans—440,000 peo­
ple—has an inherited tend­
ency to very high blood cho­
lesterol. The long scientific 
name, familial hypercholes­
terolemia, can be abbreviated 
simply to FH. This abnormal­
ity, strongly associated with 
clogging of blood vessels sup­
plying the heart and brain, 
often leads to death from heart 
attack or stroke.

March of Dimes grantee, 
Dr. Joseph Goldstein, assist­
ant professor of internal med­
icine at the University of 
Texas Southwestern Medical 
School, Dallas, is working on 
ways to suppress cholesterol 
production by cells of the 
liver and other organs. He has 
learned that FH results from 
inherited lack of “receptors’ 
on the surface of these cells.

Dr. Goldstein is experi­
m enting with com pounds 
chemically similar to choles­

terol which bypass the defec­
tive receptor mechanism and 
suppress cholesterol produc­
tion in human cells grown in 
the test tube.

Project Set Saturday
Saturday, January 31, has been 

designated "Defeat Diabetes 
Day" in Texas. A fund raising 
drive is planned fo r the day, with 
donations to be solicited in the 
downtown area during the day.

Local members of the Concho 
Valley Diabetes Association w ill 
be inSanta Anna at Phillips Drug - 
and H & H Food M art taking 
donations from those interested 
in helping with research and 
education of diabetes. Coleman 
County is included in the Concho 
Valley organization.
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This column of questions and answers on federal tax 
matters is provided by the local office of the U.S. Internal 
Revenue Service and is published as a public service to 
taxpayers. The column answers questions most frequently 
asked by taxpayers.

Q. I will not earn enough this 
year to be required to file a tax re­
turn, and I have had no taxes with­
hold. I am told that I should file a 
return anyway because I may be 
eligible for a rebate from the gov­
ernment. Is this true?

A. Yes. This year, some taxpay­
ers with earned income (wages 
and salaries minus any sick pay 
exclusions, plus tips and self-em­
ployment earnings) below $8,000 
may be eligible for a tax credit 
from the government. If your cred­
it is more than the tax you owe, or 
if y.ou owe no tax, the tax credit will 
be sent to you. For this reason, it 
may be advantageous to file a re­
turn this year.

To be eligible for the earned in­
come credit, you must maintain for

an entire year a household which 
includes at least one dependent 
child under 19 years old (ora stu­
dent), and have a taxable year 
that represents twelve lull months.

The credit is 10 percent ot 
earned income it you make $4,000 
or less. That's maximum credit of 
$400. If you earn over $4,000, this 
maximum credit is reduced by 10 
percent of the amount over 
$4,000.

For example, if you earned 
$4,500, you must subtract $50, 
that’s 10 percent- of the extra 
$500, from the $400 maximum 
earned income credit. When your 
income reaches $8,000, you no 
longer receive any credit.

Q. I own a small repair shop 
with two employees. When should I 
give them their W -2 Forms?

A. You should distribute your 
employees’ Forms W-2, Wage and 
Tax Statements, as soon as pos­
sible after December 31, and not 
later than January 31. You must 
furnish the statement to each 
employee from whom you have 
withheld income tax or would have 
withheld tax if the employee had 
claimed no more than one with­
holding allowance.

If the employee leaves during 
theyoai and is not expected lo re­
turn,, you must furnish a W-2, or 
the equivalent, no later than 30 
days after the last wage payment.

Q. We were married in early De­
cember, 1975. Are we allowed to 
file a joint income tax return even 
though we have been married for 
only a short part of the year?

A. Yes. If you are married on the 
last day of the year, the IRS con­
siders you married for the entire 
year. But remember, if you do file a 
joint return, you cannot be claimed 
as a dependent on another tax­
payer's return.

Government will continue 
to be a major force in our lives 
but it is becoming apparent 
many people believe there are 
opportunities to cutback and 
restructure.

I believe we in Texas have 
been well, served by state 
government, but there are 
countless areas where savings 
might be realized without 
taking the initiative from 
programs.

I do not advocate a retreat 
from government action, but 
before the Legislature convenes 
in January of 1977,1 think the 
Legislative Budget Board, the 
Joint Advisory Commission 
on Government Operations, 
the comptroller, the commis­
sions, agencies and interim 
committees can produce in­
numerable ways we can save 
dollars and shake up the 
government to produce better 
and faster.

We must undertake now to 
pick and choose those tilings 
that are most important for 
our future. We must under­
stand the limits and value of 
money. Close observation and 
better monitoring of spending 
is a requirement at every level.

Almost everyone opposes

greater government spending, 
but we should remember that 
governmental action is essen­
tial because it is the expression 
of our collective will. It is the 
way our society expresses its 
commitment to all the pro­
grams to which we subscribe. 
This action costs money and to 
pursue our collective dream 
these funds must be available.

What we have to determine 
i s , whether a program is a 
luxury or whether we actually 
need everything we’re now 
offering. Could we be just as 
fulfilled with less or at least 
with some scaled-down 
versions?

Many believe it ’s just a 
brassy promise that state 
spending will be contained and 
that government growth will 
not only be stopped but 
trimmed. I feel it can be. 
accomplished.

Our ongoing research pro­
jects will give us the informa­
tion on where and how to use 
the paring knife. Duplications 
of services, overstaffing and 
greater productivity from em­
ployes are some areas to be 
scrutinized.

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Recom m ended Reading:

"W e Alm ost Lost Detroit"
When one learns about a 

book with a title as sensational 
as “We Almost Lost Detroit,” 
he may tend to dismiss it as 
either a work of fiction—or a 
hatchet job by some fast-buck 
publisher.

“We Almost Lost Detroit,” by 
John G. Fuller, is NON-FIC-- 
TION. The Foreword is by Carl 
Hocevar. of the Union of Con­
cerned Scientists, Cambridge, 
Massachusetts. It has just been 
published by READER'S DI­
GEST PRESS. So much for its 
credentials. What’s the book 
about?

Well, it’s a thoroughly-doc­
umented account of what hap­
pened on an afternoon nine 
years ago when an atomic 
melt-down occurred inside the 
reactor at the Enrico Fermi 
Nuclear Power plant of Detroit 
Edison Company. In a blood- 
chilling account we learn that 
for weeks nobody knew wheth­
er the plant was going to re­
lease enough radioactive ma­
terial to destroy , thousands of 
square miles of surrounding 
land, including Detroit and 
much of the heavily industri­
alized area of southeastern  
Michigan and Northwestern 
Ohio.

More astonishingly, Detroit 
Edison, in spite of spending 
tens of millions of dollars, of its 
customers’ and in v e sto r s’ 
money developing the Fermi 
plant and cleaning up the 
mess, then tried to get the 
plknt going again in 1970, only 
fo encounter another, series of 
terrifyingly dangerous m al­
functions. With dogged deter­
mination, by 1971, Detroit Edi­
son was wHl-underway with 
■construction of Fermi Plant 
No. 2, next door to the ill-fated 
No. 1. Both plants have subse­
quently been abandoned, the 
dead Fermi reactors having 
spawned on the shores of Lake 
Erie a $130 million ghost — a, 
ghost that cannot be laid to 
rest, because nobody yet knows 
what to do with 30,000 gallons 
of radioactive sodium still 
stored on the site.

Neither plant ever succeeded 
in generating a m eaningful 
amount of electricity!

While the Detroit case is a 
sufficient horror story of itself, 
what is more frightening is the 
very detailed pattern of “news ' 
laundering” that has been tak­
ing place for two decades to • 
keep the facts about the dan­
gers of nuclear reactors from 
the American people. This con­
spiracy of silence, reminiscent 
of some other recent cover-ups 
in Washington, is demonstrat­
ed by Mr. Fuller as having in­
volved not only the “nuclear 
industry community,” (manu­
facturers of nuclear equipment 
components and the electric 
utility  industry), but, more 
shockingly, the federal regula­
tory agencies that were sup­
posed to-be looking after the 
public interest. Time after  
time, the; federal agencies — 
The Atomic Energy Commis-. 
sion and its successors — have

either suppressed or totally dis­
torted' the results of studies 
conducted by its own scientists. 
Most particularly, a report by 
the staff of the Brookhaven 
National Laboratory, pointing 
out the risks of continued nu­
clear plant development, was 
simply filed in a government 
office. When word of these 
studies leaked out and some 
alert Congressmen began ask­
ing questions, a public relations 
version was released, a version 
which omitted completely the 
main point of the report — 
namely that a single plant ac­
cident could cause death and 
injury over "an area the size 
of the State of Pennsylvania!” 

There are some little known, 
but vitally important facts,- 
which emerge as background 
in Mr. Fuller’s book. For ex­
ample, in spite of all its claims 
that nuclear plants are anti- 
septically safe, the utility in­
dustry is unable to provide 
anything like adequate liability 
insurance coverage for death, 
injury or property damage. 
When the private insurance 
industry after exhaustive in­
vestigation, declined to under­
write the liability insurance for 
nuclear plant accidents, the 
U.S. Government, under great 
political pressure, enacted the 
Price-Anderson Insurance Act 
of 1957. This Act remains the 
primary insurance instrument 
against nuclear plant acci­
dents, with private insurance 
companies participating only 
on an insignificant token basis,
In this connection, the Price-- 
Anderson Act limits total lia­
bility coverage to $560 million 
per accident, whereas the U.S. 
Government's own Brookhaven 
National Laboratory Report. 
projects potential liability ex­
posure at $24 billion per indi­
vidual accident.

As recently as mid-Decem- - 
ber, with very little publicity, 
and with only cursory hear­
ings, Congress passed -a bill 
^tending the Price-Anderson 
Act ■ until 1987. As-word about 
the1 deficiencies of this legisla­
tion gets around, increasing 
numbers of Americans are 
learning to their dismay that 
our government is providihg 

. indemnity insurance for" nu­
clear equipment manufacturers 
and electric utility companies,

■ while leaving individuals, bus­
inesses and property owners 
virtually unprotected.

Liability that is limited to 
something - like one-fortieth 
of. the requisite coverage should 

, obviously bfc increased to-pro­
vide more realistic coverage. 
Moreover, isn’t it proper for 
nuclear generating equipment 
manufacturers and electric 
utility, companies to pay rea­
sonable premiums for this in­
surance coverage? Under the 
recently renewed Act, industry 
p a y s  "administrative fees” 
only. These amount to about 
30% of what fair premium 
payments would be. The tax­
payers pick, yip the rest of the 
tab. There are other short­
comings in . the Price-Ander-

son Act. Congress s h o u l d - .  
not be providing the nuclear 
equipment industries and the 
electric utility industry with a 
disincentive to develop safe 
and sound equipment and sys­
tems.

Another revelation in Mr. . 
Fuller’s book: Very few people 
realize private Homeowner’s 
Insurance policies, Automobile 
Insurance policies, etc., carry a 
“nuclear exclusion clause.”

In the Conclusion section of 
“We Almost Lost Detroit,” the 
author sums up:
0 The Atomic Energy Commis­

sion (now split into the Nu­
clear Regulatory Commis­
sion and Energy Research 
and Development Commis­
sion) .damage estimates re­
garding a major nuclear ac­
cident are ‘conceptually cat­
astrophic.’

•  No one can buy insurance of 
any bind to cover such a cat- 
astrophe. No coverage at all

. /  is available for individuals, 
homes or automobiles.

•  No solution has been found 
to handle the accumulation 
of poisonous radioactive 
wastes,

•  Nearly half of the more than 
fifty reactors in the U.S. had 
to be checked twice within a 
six-month period, 1974-75, to 
see if there were cracks in 
their cooling pipes.

•  No realistic protection is 
available against terrorists’ 
seizure of nuclear plants or 
fuel, or against fuel trans­
port accident.

•  R a d io a c t iv e  s tront ium  
spread from a nuclear plant 
accident is much worse than 
from an atom bomb—because 
the spread is outward, rather 
than upwards.

•  Because of the billions of 
dollars allocated for nuclear 
fission power development,
no realistic allocations have 
been available for developing 
alternate sources of energy.

•  Unfortunately, nuclear pow­
er plants are normally locat­
ed near heavy concentra­
tions of population—to make 
them anywhere near feasible 
economically. Otherwise, 
power transm ission costs

, would be prohibitive.
•  Under th e  spur of the  

“Atomic Industrial Forum,” 
(an industry trade associa­
tion) , a $3 million “Rasmus­
sen Study” was prepared, to

try to offset the highly criti­
cal findings of the Brook­
haven National Laboratory 
Report. Ralph Nader has de­
scribed the Rasmussen Re­
port, as “fiction.” An inde­
pendent group of scientists 
headed by Professor Ras­
mussen’s MIT colleague, Dr. 
Henry Kendall, prepared a 
review of Rasmussen’s re­
port. Kendall’s analysis, 
based on Rasmussen’s- own 
methodology, indicated that 
a major nuclear power plant 
accident could kill or injure 
more than 120,000 people. In 
addition the validity of the 
m ethodo logy  i t s e l f  was 
sharply questioned. Taking 
the three reactors of Indian 
Point just outside of New 
York City for an example, 
the review concluded that no 
effective evacuation could be 
made in the event of an ac­
cident where 16 million peo­
ple live within a 40-mile area.
The book described is fright­

ening. The question that arises 
is: “How do we solve our en­
ergy needs if present day nu­
clear technology is undepend­
able?” The answer, provided in 
an article by Dr. Shelton No- 
vick, of Washington Univer­
sity, in the distinguished mag­
azine, “Science,” the official  
publication Sf American Asso­
ciation for the Advancement 
of Science, is another question: 
“Why rush the U.S. into the ■ 
terrible inherent hazards of 
nuclear power, when we have 
sufficient oil, gas and coal to 
take care of all our energy 
needs for a century or so—am­
ple time for the research re­
quired for all the safe energy 
we’ll ever need?” KBS
