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Election To Settle Controversy

The Coleman County Commis­
sioners met on Monday and the main 
item of business was the continuing 
ambulance service saga. When all 
was said and done, the Commis­
sioners Court had set a called elec­
tion to take the issue to the people. 
The non-binding referendum elec­
tion is set for August 1.

The cCommissioners will act ac­
cording to the results of the referun- 
dum which will ask if an ambulance 
subsidy should be paid, County 
Judge Pete Skelton said.

The court had listened to emo­
tionally charged pleas for the sub­
sidy at the public meeting attended 
by 170 people.

Ed Freeman, who opened the Col­
eman County Emergency Medical 
Services in February, has said he 
can’t operate without a $5,000 mon­
thly subsidy. Freeman has asked for 
the subsidy at several commis­
sioner’s meetings.

The commissioner’s, however, 
have been reluctant to pay it 
because Jimmy Eisenhower of San­
ta Anna says he is operating an am­
bulance service without a subsidy 
and because Freemman’s subsidy

will supposedly require a 10 percent 
tax hike.

Freeman has said he would close 
the Coleman County EMS Wednes­
day if the commissionres refused to 
pay a subsidy. After the meeting, 
however, he said he will operate un­
til the subsidy issue is resloved.

“ I owe it to the citizens to stay,”  
he said. “ Two more months won't 
huit m e that much m ore.”  Freeman 
did’t say how much money he had 
lost.

During the meeting, several coun­
ty residents pleaded for the subsidy 
Freeman had resquested.

“ How much is an ambulance 
worth?”  asked Earl Smith, a col-

eman resident. “ You tell me how 
much is a life worth.”

The sp ecta tors  ch eered  his 
remarks.

Bob Turner, a Voss resident, said 
the ambulance company should be 
treated like the sheriff’s office - as a 
necessity regardless of the cost.

“ I don’t worry about taxes for the 
sheriff’s department,”  he said to 
loud applause.

Freeman tod the spectators that 
he is losing money because he 
dosen’t refuse service to people who

can not pay and because the cost of 
operating ambulances is increasing 
dramatically.

When Freeman said he charges 
$75 per run, several spectators

began to argue among themselves.
“ That’s pretty high,”  one woman 

said.
“ Would you rather die?”  another 

woman snapped.
Thus the saga continues. The 

August 1 referundum will let the 
Commissioner’s Court know what 
the people of Coleman County want 
in regards to the issue.

The Bible begins with this grand and sweeping statement, “ In the beginn­

ing God created the heavens and earth”  (Genesis 1:1). This is a critical ele­
ment of faith ! And the Bible believers insist that Genesis 1:1 is truth and not 
poetic myth! This means, that from the perspective of Bible believers, 
Genesis 1:1 involves science. It must! Because here w e have the basic fact 
regarding the origins of the universe. It was created by God! It did not 
evolve! And mounting scientific evidence supports the Bible believer.

But many of those committed to evolution argue that Genesis 1:1 is a mat­
ter of faith while evolution is science. Is this really the case? The noted 
astronomer Carl Sagan has done a great deal to popularize the theory of 
evolution.

Hills: West 
Lawman

(This id the third in & series of ar­
ticles taken from a hook written by 
Billy Mills about his father Frank 
Mills, a one time Coleman County 
Sheriff. Billy Mills has been sheriff 
at Ozona for over thirty Years.)

Although the following case did 
not develop in Coleman County, 
Sheriff Mills was called in to help 
solve it. This case known as the 
"Hanging Skelton”  Case developed 
in Eastland County MAy 1, 1933 
when H.L. McBee disappeared from 
his home. About a year and a half 
later his skeiton was found hanging 
in a tree near Rising Star. After 
carefull investigations and later ad­
missions, it was found that Ray­
mond Henry, Mrs. McBee’s suitor 
and later husband, had killed McBee 
by stabbing him with an ice pick. 
Henry,. Mrs. McBee, and five others 
then buried McBee May 1, 1933. 
About three weeks later they 
disinterred the body and hanged it in 
a tree in hopes that it would be found 
scon and the act of suicide would be 
presumed.

However, as a result of the ex­
cellent work of lawman Mills, it was 
proved that murder and not suicide 
had taken place. Mills had gone to 
the scene of the hanging. Here the 
sheriff had measured carefully the 
wire by which the body hanged. R e  
found that a slip knot, which was 
essential in a hanging could not have

been made with that length o f wire. 
He then concluded that suicide was 
out of the question. By using a piece 
of quilt which was found near by 
Sheriff Mills built up a case piece by 
piece which eventually sent Henry to 
prison for fifty years. Anothe ac­
complice committed subside.

Because of his work on the McBee 
case, Sheriff Mills again received a 
lot of praise. Special investigators 
Joe Thompson and Jphn T. Cope of 
the Texas Public Safety Commission 
were very high in the praise for the 
Coleman County Sheriff. These men 
said they sought the aid of Mills in 
this and another murder case about 
the same time because he was the 
“ best sheriff in Texas.”  Sheriff Mills 
also received further praise from 
the criminal district attorney Grady 
Owen and the special attorney for 
the prosecution Allen D. Dabney. 
They wrote Mills:

“ Please permit us to extend our 
thanks and grateful appreciation for 
your excellent work in connection 
with the solution of the H.L. McBee 
m u rd er  c a se  in w h ich  you r 
assistance was recently requested.

You have given unstintedly of your 
time and efforts in this connection, 
and the highly satisfactory results

Recipients
Keep l ib e ls  
While Working

Many blind and disabled sup­
plemental security income (SSI) 
recipients may not be aware that 
they can work without losing all 
their SSI checks or M edicaid 
coverage. Also, recipients whose 
SSI checks were stopped because 
their earnings made their income 
too high to get checks may be able to 
receive checks again if they find 
they no longer can work.

Special temporary provisions of 
the Social Security Act-Section 1619- 
were designed to encourage blind 
and disabled SSI recipients to try to 
work. These provisions are now per­
manent parte of the law.

Recognizing that a disabled reci­
pient’s return to work may not 
follow a steady progression, the law 
allows the recipient to sue SSI as a 
stepping stone to employment. 
While testing his or her ability to 
work, the recipient may continue to 
receive some money from SSI. The 
amount received depends on the 
amount of earnings-as earnings in­
crease, the SSI payment decreases 
or stops. A recipient who finds his or 
her work attempt is unsuccessful, 
however, m ay have paym ents 
started again-often without filing a 
new SSI application.

even when their checks stop because 
their earnings make their income 
too high to get checks. To keep 
Medicaid coverage, a recipient must

continue to be blind or disabled, 
meet all other non-earnings SSI 
eligibility requirements, depend on 
M edicaid coverage to continue 
working, and be unable to purchase 
similar medical care.

Because making these “ work in­
centive”  provisions available to 
recip ients is of little value unless 
they are aware of them, Social 
Security will notify recipients about 
the incentives. Information will be 
included with all notices to new reci­
pients. Disabled and blind reci­
pients will be given a reminder 
notice when they earn at least $299 a 
month.

The SSI work incentive provisions 
mean that many disabled and blind 
recipients can try to work without 
fear of losing all their benefits 
before they have proved they can 
succeed. And by making it easier 
for disabled recipients to work when 
it is possible for them to work, they 
can realize their full potential in our 
society.

There 
is always the possibility that you may 
find serious problems when you 
return if you fail to take certain 
precautions before you leave on your 
trip.

Accidents  And Elderly
Accidents seldom  “ just happen,”  

and many can be prevented. Ac­
cidental injuries becom e m ore fre­
quent and serious in later life. Thus, 
attention to safety is especially im ­
portant forr older persons.

Several factors make people in 
this age group prone to accidents. 
Poor eyesight and hearing can 
decrease awarenes of hazards. A r­
thritis, neuro;lo;gical diseases, and 
impaired coordination and balance 
can make older people unsteady.

When accidents occur, older per­
sons are especially vulnerable to 
severe injury and tend to heal slow­
ly. Particularly in women, the 
bones often becom e thin and brittle 
with age, causing seem ingly minor 
falls to result to broken bones.

Many accidents can be prevented 
by maintaining mental and physical 
health and conditioning, and by

Falls are the meat common cause 
of fatal injury to the aged. Proper 
lighting can help prevent them. 
Here's what you can do:

+ Illuminate all stairways and 
provide light switches at both the 
bottom and the top.

+Provide night lights or bedside 
remote-control light switches.

+ B e sure both sided of stairways 
have sturdy handrails.

+Tack down carpeting on stairs 
and use nonskid treads.

4-Remove throw rugs that tend to 
slide.

+ Arrange furniture and other ob­
jects so that they are not obstacles.

4-Use grab bars on bathroom 
walls and nenskid mats or strips in 
the bathtub.

+ K e e p  o u td o o r  s te p s  an d
walkways in good repair.

Personal health practices ore also 
important in preventing falls.
Because older persons tend to 
become faint or dizzy when standing
too pqickly, experts recommend ris­
ing slowly ta n  sitting or lying posl- 
ttons. Both illness and the side ef­
fects of drugs increase the risk of

Burra are especially disabling to

the aged, who recover from such in­
juries more slowly. Some good prac­
tices to follow are:

-fN ever smoke in bed or when 
drowsy.

+W hen cooking, don ’t w ear 
looselyh fitting flammable clothing. 
Bathrobes, nightgowns and pajamas 
can catch fire.

4-Plan which emergency exits to 
use to case of fire.

M a n y  o l d e r  p e o p l e  t r a p  
themselves behind multiple door 
locks which are hard to open during 
an emergency. Install one good lock 
that can be opened quickly from the 
inside, rather than m an;y inexpen­
sive locks.

Motor vehicle accidents are the 
most common cause of accidental 
death among the 65-74 age group, 
and the second most com m on cause 
among older persons in general. 
Your ability to drive may be im­
paired by such age-related changes 
as increased sensitivity to glare, 
poorer adaptation to dark, diminish­
ed coordination, and slower reac­
tion time. You can compensate for 
these changes by driving fewer 
miles; driving less often and more 
slowly; and driving less at night, 
during rush hours, and in the winter.

Old people constitute about 11 per­
cent of the population and suffer 23 
percent of all accidental deaths, The 
National Safety Council reports that 
each year about 24,(MM) persons over 
age 65 die from accidental injuries 
and at least 886,890 others sustain in­
juries severe enough to disable them 
for at least one day. Thus, attention 
to safety-especially in later life-can 
prevent much untimely death and 
disability.

Wellness is not just for the young. 
Instead, it can be ageless for those 
who take the necessary steps to pro­
tect themselves against preventable
accidents.
