Energy Assistance Available
‘_For Low-lncome Families

AUSTIN—Some low-income
Texans may be eligible for help in
paying cooling bills this summer
through the Home Energy Assis-
tance Program, according to Texas
Department of Human Services
Commissioner Ron Lindsey.

Lindsey said the one-time pay-
ment is available to many low-in-
come households. Applications for
encrgy assistance have been mailed
to households that receive food
stamps, Aid to Families with De-
pendent Children or Supplemental
Income. If those houscholds have at
least one member who will be 60
or older in 1990 or a member with
a medical condition that is aggra-

vated by heat, they may quality 1or
th assistance, Other low-income in-
dividuals may request and applica- -
tion by calling 1-800-252-8060
before July 31.

Eligibility is limited by gross in-
come and resources. Aid is available
for a one-person household having
less than $598.49 gross income per
month. The gross income limits are
$802.49 for households of two
persons, $1,006.49 for three,

five, and $1,618.49 for six.

FAITH: WHAT IS IT AND HOW DOES IT COME?

First of all, let us examinc the question, "What is faith."” Faith is more,
much more than a physical, cmotional, or psychological fecling, Faith is
not intuition, supposition nor superstition. It is not an opinion nor a
guess. Actually, we do not have to depend on a human definition: because
we have an inspired one in Hebrews 11:1 "Now faith is the substance of
things hoped for, the cvidence of things not seen.” In Romans 8:24-25 the
divinely inspired Paul explains, "For we are saved by hope; but hope that
is seen is not hope; for what a man sceth, why doth he yet hope for? But
if we hope for that which we sce not, then we do with patience wait for
i."

Every truc Christian, based upon the evidence revealed in the holy scrip-
tures, believes in heaven and the joys and blessings of eternal life with
God. None of us have ever actually seen heaven or experienced eternal life.
However, we have sufficient evidence in the Bible to thoroughly convince
us there is a heaven awaiting the faithful, and remembering Paul's
council, because of our hope, "We with patience wait for it."

Now let's move to the second part of our question. "How docs one get
faith?" By what means does it come? We have an inspired answer for this.
"So'faith cometh by hearing and hearing by the word of God." (Romans
10:17). Faith does not come as a miraculous gift of God-today. Faith is
the human part of salvation. It would be as unscriptural and useless to
pray today as it would be to pray for repentance or confession or baptism.
These are the acts of obedience required of us.

Faith is not a blind leap in the dark. God has always given man more
than enough information and evidence to fully justify in Him and his
promises. For instance, we are told that, "By faith Abel offered unto God
a more excelient sacrifice than Cain, by which he obtained witness that lie
was nghteous God testifying of his gifts; and by it he bemg dead yet
speaketh.” Now since "Faith cometh by.....the word of God.” God must’
have, in fact did, instruct him concerning his sacrifices. Otherwise, he
could not have offered them by faith (Hebrews 11:4). .

Noah was a man of faith...."By faith Noah, being wamned of God of
things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of
his house; by the which he condemned the world; and became heir of the .
righteousness which is by Faith" (Hebrews). God warned Noah of the
flood and instructed him to build the ark. Noah believed God and did what
God had told him to do. He is said to have done this by faith (see Geneses
6, 7, 8). Noah's faith came to him by his hearing the word of God,

Take the case of Abraham, "By faith Abraham, when he was called to
g0 out into a place which he should after receive as an inheritance,
obeyed: and he went out, not knowing whither he went” (Hebrews 11:8).
In this context, (Verses 9-19) we have a very brief enlightening history of
the faithful life of this great Godly man. Briefly stated, for more than one
hundred years Abraham heard, believed and obeyed God's instructions.
This he did by faith, The same is true of all those faithful ones mentioned
in this eleventh chapter of Hebrews, along with a great host of others who
are mentioned in other scriptures, Faith, as taught in the Bible, is "The

substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen, and it

comes by hearing God's word.”

1
voted for the Bill of Rights and
against the constitutional amend-
ment, and would like to take this
opportunity to discuss my vote.
The reason this votc was so
tough is because it makes me very
angry when I see anyone, especially

- an American, exhibiting disrespect

for our great nation. No adjectives
arc adequate to capture the tempera-
ture-raising, blood pounding rage 1
fecl when I think of the flag being
burned. .

Regardless of my emotions to-
ward those who would defile the
flag, I believe that the U.S. Consti-
tution protects those few in-
dividuals who in their dcmented
way must express their contempt
for the government that gives them’
those rights. Conservative Justice
Anthony Kennedy stated it best
when he wrote, "It is poignant but
fundamental that the flag protects
those who hold it in contempt.”

I know that some people do not
‘agree with the position I have taken
on this issue, and that some will

" call my position un-American or

un-patriotic. I disagree, but I respect
their right to that opinion, and to
disagree with their elected represen-
tative. That is the gight which is
uniquely American because of the
Bill of Rights.

I deeply respect and am indebted
to the thousands of men and women
who have sacrificed their lived de-
fending America's gleaming shores
from oppression, intolerance and
ignorance. Did they die protecting
the flag? If they did, was it a picce
of cloth or for what that cloth sym-
bolized to them? Did they not dies

" to ensure that their children and

their children's children would live

*in a free land protected by the Bill

of Rights?

. This is not an attempt to apolo-
gize or to make an excuse for my
vote against amending the constitu-
tion for the flag. I believe that the
position [have taken is. the correct
one, and I believe it is the position

“the majority of my constituents
" have taken after reflecting on what

the flag and, even more
importantly, the Bill of Rights
means to us all.
