We noticed the time and decided
that if we hurried we could possibly
catch the ferry to Northern Ircland
that afternoon. We reluctantly left
as we felt that we could stop back
by after we returned from Ireland
and maybe find someone home at
that time. The ride to the ferry was
fast and somewhat uncventful. As
we got within sight of the ferry, we
had to stop for gasoline, since the
fuel tank has shown empty for the
last several miles. We didn't want
to run out of gas going onto the

" ferry or driving off. That would not

be 'good form’ as the British would -

say. We had to park the car, run
back the ticket booth, then back to
the car (going through customs
cach time) to get our tickets. The
price of the ticket was $150. We
. just wanted aride, we didn't want to
. buy it. We barely had time to drive

", around Ballymena. We used the
" ship to shore radio to call and make
home. We went back to the lounge
"and drank more tea and relaxed,
knowtng that we had a placc to stay

in Ballymena
The main reason the we wanted
1o’ go to Ballymena was that we
" have been able to trace the Boyds
ancestors to Ballymena. We hoped
that during our stay that we would
be able to find the link between the

Boyds of Ballymena and the Boyds
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of Kilmarnock.

After the boat landed we leisurely
drove off with a full tank of gas and
the reservations, We followed the
directions to Ballymena, about 40

miles inland. We had no trouble -

The shop peo-
ple were very helpful and told
Margaret and Martha to continue
down the road until they passed a
skull. * Taken somewhat aback,
Martha asked "Like a skull and
crossbones?” And then Martha
made the skull and crossbones sign.
The shop keeper said "Yes, right
behind the Pirate’s Skull.” After
being told that we can't miss it,
Margaret and Martha went back to

the car and told David we were to

pass a pirate's skull and crossbones.
As we proceeded down the road, we
passed a couple of school zones.
With Margaret and Martha still
muttering about pirate's skull,
David's brain being somewhat
numbed by the vacation, said that
looked like a Private School.

The clerk immediately begin
to apologize as she thought we
were looking for records' from
around the late 1800's. We found
out from her that recotds that old
could only be found in church
records and these would most likely
be in the records in Belfast. Belfast
was not on our agenda since a
young woman had been killed by
the soldiers less than a week ago.
We deoided right then that we would
possibly try to correspond with the

Home Canning Season ‘Underway

with its abundance of fresh fruits
and vegetables, those wanting to do
home canning will want to be sure
their equipment is ready and work-
ing property Proper equipment for
home canning is a necessity. One
of the major reasons for spoilage of
home canned foods is faulty or im-
proper equlpment

Standard canning jars, lids and
rings are a basic need. If you wish-
to reuse canning jars you have at
home, check the tops carefully for
nicks, cracks or dents.  Those with’
a defect ‘will not do for canning;
they prevent an airtight seal.

- Standard canning jars imprinted

with the manufacturer's name are
necessary. - They are tempered to

withstand the hlgh heat treatment

necessary for canning. Mayonnaise,

peanut butter and other commercial

jars are not made to withstand ex-
treme heat and may break or not

seal properly.

Previously used metal lid rmgs‘

may be reused if they are not rusty
or dented. New self-seal lid rights
are necessary. Old lids cannot be
reused because the remaining seal-
ing compound will not be adequate
to make a seal,

The type of canner needed wnll

" depend on the type of food canned.

For -foods high in natural acids,
fruits, most tomatoes, pickles and
relishes, jams and preserves, a boil-
ing-water bath canner is needed.

‘Commercial water-bath canners-

(boiling water bath canners) are
available, but one can be impro-
vised with a few pieces of equip-
ment. Any large kettle with
straight sides, a tight-fitting lid and

. arack to keep jars off the bottom of
. the kettle can be used. The kettle

should be deep enough to hold the
jars on the rack upright and still al-
low one to two inches of boiling
water over the top of the jars.

A pressure canner is needed for
most vegetables, meats, fish and

. poultry. These. foods are fow in g
-natural acids and’ mqulre a higher {
heat treatrent than is possible with .
‘boiling water. Pressure’ must be |
added to reach these temperatures .

AUSTIN--Whether the main dish is
hamburgers, barbecue or fried
chicken, your July 4 picnic or
cookout won't scem complete unless
you include plenty of all-American
(and totally Texas) potato salad,

Texas ranks 19th in potato pro-
duction in the United States. Potatoes
are grown in South and Central Texas,
as well as northward to the Panhandle.
The southern crop is grown mostly

for processing, but fresh summer .

potatoes from the Hngh Plains will be
available just in time for those
summer picnics. ~ Availability will be
at a peak in July and August.

"The Fourth of July is a great time
to make the most of fresh, delicious
Texas foods,” said Agriculture
"Potato
with such Texas-grown
additions as celery, peppers and
onions, as . well as the potatoes
themselves, is a good example of how
an all-American favorites can be a
Totally Texas treat.”

Potatoes are not rclated to sweet
potatocs or yams, but are members of
the nightshade family, which includes
tomatoes, red peppers, tobacco and
eggplant.  The scientific name,
Solanum, is related to the Latin word

solamen, which means soothing.
Who hasn't been soothed by a rich,
delicious mouthful of potatoes? .

Nutritionally, spuds pack good
value for the calories. Since the U.S.
Department of Agriculture’s Food
Pyramid guidelines recommend a diet
with. plenty of complex
carbohydrates, potatoes can play an
important part, supplementing cere-
als and grain. An average size raw
potato contains about 115 calorics
about 16 grams of carbohydrate, 3.2
grams of protein, 80 milligrams of
phosphorus, 1 mg. of iron and 30 mg.
of vitamin C (about the same as one-
half an orange). Although traditional
potato salad is usually high in
calories because of the use of
mayonnaise or oil-rich dressing, it's
also a good source of protein: 1 cup
of potato salad made with chopped
egg provides about twice as much
protein as a cup of cooked cereal.

When' you tote your potato salad to
the park, the beach or just the back
yard, remember that warm weather can
breed harmful bacteria in food.

"Keep your salad chilled at all
times, in a cooler or packed in ice,"
Perry said. "If it's allowed to get
warm, throw it out. Don't risk ruining

your holiday fun,"
