Texas. Boat Owners 
Have to July-to.-■ 
Correct Numbers :

Austin — “Texas boat owners 
may need a  woman’s opinion in 
choosing the colors for the re­
gistration numbers on . the 
hulls,” Bob ■ Townsley, Director 
of the Texas Highway Depart­
ment’s Motor Vehicle Division 
said today.

“Boat number colors and boat 
hulls aren’t  contrasting enough 
to be readable — that’s the 
problem.

“Too many boats are not 
numbered in accordance with 
the law ■— which requires a 
legible, visible, contrasting num­
ber for good identification. The 
solid-color • area of the boat 
number should contrast strongly 
with the hull of the boat. A good' 
many of the boats we’ve looked 
at have white numbers on a 
white hull — and the thin col­
ored border around the number 
doesn’t make it show up.

Three things the Texas boat 
owner should do after getting 
his registration number from 
the Texas Highway Department:

1. The solid-color area ‘‘of the 
regulation,three-inch, block let­
ters must contrast with the hull 
of the boat,

1  The numbers should be 
located on each side of. the for­
ward 'half of> the hull; as near 
to the stem as possible.

3. ’Between each part of the 
number tliere" should be aThyr 
phen or a space. Example: TX- 
1234-AA or TX 1234 AA. •
. Townsley. said the boat-num­
bering problem was nationwide, 
and that manufacturers who 
make boat numbers are helping 
out by increasing the size of the 
solid-color area of the- boat 
inumber to a full three inches.

Coast' Guard and local en­
forcement-authorities will give 
owners of boats whose numbers 
do not’ meet the federal number­
ing specifications mntil July 1, 
1961 to make necessary changes.

The Water Safety Act passed 
by the Fifty-sixth Legislature, 
gave the Texas Highway Depart­
ment the responsibility of ad­
ministrating the- Act, owners 
who power t-helr boats with a 
motor in .excess of ten horse­
power are required to obtain. a 
license,; Numbers are issued by 
the Motor Vehicle Division of 
the Department.

Texas was ina‘ 
aided in 1980 by the 7-Stcp 
ton Program,. Initiated lb years 
ugo by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, ■ the program 
brings together on the county 
ran! state basis committees re­
presenting every segment of the 
cotton industry and all have 
worked together for needed im­
provements.

Fred Elliot and Glenn Black, 
extension cotton specialists, in 
their 1900 annual report point 
out sonic of the year’s outstand­
ing results. They say the state's 
cotton producers saved op 
estimated $88.2 millon in labor 
costs by harvesting more than 
50 percent of their crop with 
machines. Another $28.4 million 
wiik saved through the use of 
mechanical and chemical grass 
and weed control methods.

Desuite unfavorable weather 
conditions at different times 
during the' year, producers came 
up with the third highest aver­
age lint yield per harvested 
acre on record, 329 pounds. Since 
1946, the yield figure has climb­
ed from 134 pounds per acre.

The specialists added that 
county agents in 207 Texas 
counties gave assistance to pro­
ducers on a multitude of prob­
lems. Among the major ones 
were the use of cotton burs for 
soil Improvement and to reduce 
fire hazards. Burs were spread 
on 10,485 farms in 140 counties. 
A few years ago most of the burs 
were burned as waste. Each ton 
of burs has an estimated fertili­
zer value of $7.50 and their ap­
plication has increased yields by 
25 oercent.

The use of defoliants and de­
siccants for preparing cotton 
for mechanical harvesting con 
tinued to expand. One or the 
other was used on 49,041 farms 
in 166 counties. A comparatively 
new device ,the moisture meter, 
was used in 29 counties to im­
prove quality. The 103 meters in 
use helped fanners and ginners 
do a better job of machine har­
vesting and^'llrming through 
more candid attention to the 
moisture content of the cotton 
in the field and at the gin.
• Tiie extension entomologists 
working as members of the 7- 
Step Cotton Team reported that 
county agents conducted 2,251. 
cotton insect control result de­
monstrations and that 65,908 
growers followed recommenda­
tions and treated 3,708,318 acres.

To carry the information re­
quired to keep the 7-Step Pro­

ps®  moving forwanLa team
of extension specialists com­
posed of t$e cotton specialists,
an entomologist, cotton gin 
specialist and at times other 
staff specialists, conducted 152 
training meetings in the coun­
ties. Growers attending these 
meetings numbered 11,372 and 
county agents held another 1,788 
meetings in the community and 
county basis and reached 43,740 
growers and others.

To implement the meetings 
and tours, Elliott and Black said 
the local agents also prepared 
more than 1,800 timely news 
stories on cotton, appeared on 
1,910 radio and 39 television pro­
grams.

production items. Last year 
alone, producers invested over 
$26 million in new picking and 
stripping machines. They used 
32,042 stripper harvesters in 152 
counties and 4,505 spindle pick­
ers in 110 counties. They oper­
ated 48,360 rotary hoe equipped 
tractors in 172 counties; spot- 
qiled 194,427 acres of Johnson- 
grass in 158 counties; spot 
sprayed Johnsongrass with 
water carried chemicals on 69,- 
649 acres In 136 counties and in 
75 counties lateral oiling was 
used on 71,184 acres to cut the 
hoe bill by as much as $25 an 
acre.

The specialists give full credit 
to the county 7-Step Cotton 
Committees and the county 
agents of Texas for the out­
standing records made in 1960 
but emphasize that the coopera­
tive efforts of all segments of 
the cotton industry will continue 
to be needed to keep the pro­
gram moving forward.

10-Day Holiday 
Period Cost .
Lives of 85

Governor Price Daniel said 
that-., fewer lives were lost in 
Texas highway traffic crashes 
during the 1960 Christmas-New 
Year’s 10-day holiday period 
than in any similar period in 11 
years.

Referring to official statistics 
compiled during “Operation 
Deathwatch I960” by the De­
partment of Public Safety, the 
Governor offered praise and 
compliments to “hundreds of 
thousands of Texas drivers who 
proved that they could travel 
safely and legally during a long 
holiday and thousands of. Texas 
State, .city and county law enr 
forcemcnt officers who practi­
cally surrendered th e , holiday 
for themselves and their own 
families in order to protect the 
traveling public.

"Also, thousands of citizen 
traffic supporters supported a 
Statewide program that actually 
lowered the number of crashes, 
saved lives and reduced injuries 
on our streets and highways.

The Governor said the latest 
count of holiday highway fatal­
ities showed 85 deaths reported 
to the DPS, but that other 
names may be added because 
several persons-injured critically 
during the holiday ‘are still in 
hospitals; over the State. The

Medical Coats Per' 
Person of Older 
Farm Families Up

-'©oMege'-Station-- — 'M e d ic ta  1 
costs per person are over 1.5 
times more for older than for 
younger farm families,. accord­
ing to the W. S. Department of 
Agriculture. ■

A nationwide survey conduct­
ed by ITKDA and the Bureau of 
the Census indicated medical 
costs for farm families In which 
the farm operators were 65 years 
or older averaged $92 a year par 
person, while those of all others 
averaged $59.

Among farm families In which 
the farm operator was 65 or 
older,. 12.5 percent of the family 
net income was spent for medi­
cal items. The proportion for 
all younger families was about 9 
percent. Only 37 percent of the 
older families compared with 55 
percent of younger families, had 
-any kind of medical insurance.

Increases in the cost of medi­
cal expenditures for farm fami 
lies between 1935 and 1955 were 
more than four times as great 
as increases In all farm-family 
consumption expenses. Medical 
costs rose 178 percent, but all 
consumption costs rose 41 per­
cent.

These are among findings ,in 
the nationwide survey, reported 
and analyzed in “The Older 
Farm Family and Medical 
Costs,” Agriculture Information 
Bulletin No. 235, issued by US 
DA. The report was prepared, for 
use in  conjunction with the 
White House Conference on 
Aging held in early January, and 
is based on recent nationwide 
information available on the 
medical expenditures, of farm 
families.

Deer Harvest 
Heavy in 1960 ' - 
Season Closed

Austin —- Preliminary reports 
indicated the I960 deer hunting, 
season, which closed Dec. 31. was 
the.-most successful in the his­
tory of the Game and Fish Com­
mission, according to H. D. Dod 
gen, executive secretary.

Figures compiled by the wild­
life management division show 
a definite increase in the kill on 
public hunts on the manage­
ment areas. The Commission 
issued 2,439 permits for hunting 
on these areas. There were 1,841 
hunters reporting and they 
killed 572 deer for an average of 
31.07 percent hunter success. 
This included 261 antlered and 
311 anterless deer.

The antlerless deer leill in 
regulatory counties for the year 
was the highest of any previous 
year, reaching a total of 16,948 
killed for a 32.23 percent hunter 
.success on the permits issued 
This. hunting was over an area 
of 4,374,777 acres of land with 
3,565 landowners participating 
in the program 
. Field biologists estimated that 

the harvest would have been 
heavier except for rain soaked 
pastures during much of the 
season, which held down hunt­
ing. -'

Heaviest recorded kill was in 
Llano County, where 10.753 deer 
were killed. Off that number, 
4,708 anterless deer were taken. 
Last year, Llano County checked 
9,2/0 deer through the station 
there.

Harvest of antleriess deer in 
heavy numbers was recommend 
eel for the past season, in an 
effort to bring the deer popula­
tion on many areas into balance

ACC Offers One
Solution to
College' Problems ' ■

A b i l e n e  (Spl.l — United 
Stater, institutions of higher 
learning face the staggering 
task of doubling facilities and 
faculty forces in -the next ten 
years, but, Abilene Christian 
College Doan Waiter H. Adams 
believes that summer school will 
partially solve the problem.

“Better use of present and 
added facilities hi the summer 
i s , the solution,.” says Dean 
Adams, former president of the 
Association, of, Texas .Colleges, 
and the Association of Texas 
Graduate Schools.

He contends ‘that ’institutions

“It would 
drastically reduce the shortages 
In faculties, classrooms, dormi­
tories, laboratories and eating 
facilities.”

Governor Sees •
Chance, to Reduce 
Traffic Crashes t;

Governor Price Daniel1 -said 
Saturday hq could foresee theebflity of a “major broak- 

u?h” in reducing traffic 
crashes, injuries and deaths on 
Texas Highways in  the foresee­

able future, “if we can . obtain 
legislative approval oi the mea­
sures .experience now Indicates 
are essential.” , - 1 

The Governor said he had re­
ceived “major encouragement” 
on the traffic safety .situation 
from the preliminary estimate 
of the Department of Public 
Safety. The first estimate on 
i960 traffic deaths indicated a 
reduction of 1(35 over the 1959 
toll.

The DPS estimate indicated 
2,288 traffic deaths for I960, as 
compared with ,2,4133 for 1958, a 
reduction oi 165, or about seven 
percent. A few more names are 
expected to be added to the 
official death list for 1960 by the 
date of the final -report, March 
18, because of injuries resulting 
in death after January 1, re- 
checking of earlier reports to 
determine, actual, cause ,and re­
vision of all figures prior to the 
fina.1, report. .

Preliminary figures indicate 
the smallest highway death toll 
in Texas since 1949," the Gover­
nor said, and-the fourth con­
secutive year in . which the toll 
has been held below the all-time 
record of 2,611 fatalities in 1956, 
the .year before he became Gov­
ernor. The respective
figures show 2,539 deaths in 19- 
57, 2,342 in-1958, 2,453. in 1959 and 
2,288 (estimated) in 1960.

When we compare these an­
nual totals with that of 2,611 in 
1956,” the Governor said, “we 
find that there were 72 fewer 
traffic deaths in 1957; 269 fewer 
in 1958; 158 less in 1959 and 323

Onion Blight ■ -CJ4
towers Quality - >-■“/ — , 
And-Yield ' -.

Onion “blight” disease Is; gen­
erally found hi all commercial 
onion producing stops, .ith is  
usually observed in South. Texas, 
by January or early Febrtfiry.flt 
is snore severe when rainfall Is 
above average or wiieu humidity 
is high. In some areas, damage 
by disease is' mistakenly at*- 
tributed to bad wcatherv.-.“  “  

The “blight” is usually a com­
bination of fungus diseases oc- 
curing at about " the' siafrie 'tirfte. 
Purple blotch, botrytis. tip 
blight, downy mildew or several; 
other foliage diseases may be in­
volved. -

Purple blotch causes white, 
sunken spots with purple cen­
ters. The spots eventually girdle 
the leaves causing a leaf die- 
back. With botrytis tip blight, 
the tips of the leaves are killed. 
Downy mildew causes dwarfing 
of the plant and eaves become 
a distorted pale green. In wet 
weather, downy mildew : fungus

____  produces a violet mildew growth
annual over the affected leaf parts.

It is not uncommon for yields 
to be cut by a third to a half by 
foliage'diseases. Too, lack of dis­
ease control in the field may 
lead to more storage rots. Many 
of these onion diseases may also 
damage garlic. .

A combination of practices is 
the best preventative. Grow

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“From another viewpoint,” 
the Governor continued, “we 
find that the annual average 
number of traffic deaths in­
creased. by 1.42 percent per year 
from -1950 through 1956. If we 
project that figure for each year 
from .1957 hrough 1960, we find 
that' we could reasonably have 
expected 2,648 deaths in’' 1957, 
another 2,686 in 1958, some 2,724 
in 1959 arid 2,763 in 1960. That 
would have meant 10,821 traffic 
deaths from 1957 through 1960, 
based on the , 1950-56 .annual 
average increase. , ,

“ During, those four years, 
however, we actually recorded 
9,622 .traffic deaths, a saving of 
some 1,199 lives over what might 
have been expected in the light 
.of,...-steadily,; .increasing driver 
licenses .issued', vehicles register­
ed and total miles- driven.

“The reduction in the death 
toll has been established by an 
unrelenting public education 
campaign coordinated by the 
Governor’s- -Office, during the 
past four" years, working with' 
the Department .of Public'.Safety. 
and law enforcement agencies 
a t  all levels of government, oth­
er State agencies, citizen traffic 
safety groups and civic organi­
zations, and adi -levels of Texas: 
economic life,” the Governor 
said.
“ But we have been operating 

under-the: unusual handicap of 
old laws whose usefulness has 
not only deteriorated under the 
pressure of problems they were 
not designed to meet, but which 
have been used by traffic viola­
tors to escape both trial’ and 
punishment.

“ These are the principal rea­
sons why' we will present the 
need for better traffic laws and 
improved law enforcement faci­
lities • to the new Legislature,” 
the Governor concluded, "with 
the hope that we will be sup­
ported by the people all over the 
State who wrint further reduc­
tions in traffic deaths. The 
Legislature has the best opport­
unity in years to . help reduce 
“ he toll from death -by -aotomo^ -

Education is the keynote of 
safe food handling practices in 
local areas.

Local health departments 
conduct foodhandling courses 
aimed at instructing foodhand- 
lers in safe methods of food 
service ranging from the 
right way to wash glasses to the 
proper- temperature for storing 
lettuce. . :

For areas not served by a local 
heath department or maintain­
ing its own food service course, 
the S tate ' Health Department’s 
Public Health. Education Di­
vision maintains a team of 
highly trained foodhandling in­
structors who travel about the 
State conducting foodhandling 
courses ■ in cities of varying 
population.

These three-day .. courses- are 
directed toward every phase of 
food service," but concentrate on 
safe and sanitary handling of 
various kinds of food which need 
special care and attention."

The major rule is: hot things, 
hot; and cold things, cold. •

The urgency for proper sterili­
zation of utensils is also stressed 
and the various bacteria re- 
sponsibile for the majority of 
food poisoning are described and 
identified.

Understanding arid appreci­
ating the danger existing in 
food contaminated with bacteria 
organisms enables the . food 
handler to conscientiously guard 
against them- for the better 
health of his customers. (A 
weekly’ .feature, .from. Public 
Health Education Division, Tex­
as State. Department of Health.)

Game Department 
Reorganization 
Set for Sept 1

A u s t i n  — A complete '.re­
organization plan, mciwdihg a 
tentative budget, bus . been 
adopted by the Game and Fish 
Com mission, following its re­
gular meeting in Austin,’Jan. 0. 
The plan is the first phase of a 
report of the Texas Research 
League, which was requested 
bust year by the Commission.,

Although the plan is expected 
t0 go into effect Slept. 1, the 
final decision on its adoption 
cannot be made until after 
legislative action, according to 
Howard Dodgen, executive sec­
retary of the Commission,

The plan proposes th a t the 
State be divided into five 
regions, with each region to be 
complete within itself. However, 
general policies and administra­
tion would continue to come 
from the Austin office.

Fish hatchery operations 
would be curtailed; the State 
would buy automobiles for game 
wardens, and a  new system of 
selling hunting and fishing 
licenses direct to license dep­
uties at a 4 percent discount, 
are among the highlights of the 
recommendation.

Another project would be. the 
tunneling of $200,000 game de­
partment money for the first 
biennium to provide recreation­
al , faculties* in State-owned 
parks on the coast and on in­
land lakes.

The plan will call : for the 
transfer of many of the present 
employees of .the Commission, 

j giving them more responsibility, 
'w ith the addition of some new 
personnel,
-The ^change has beep made 

necessary because of an in­
creased population with in­
creased demands on the’ facili­
ties of the department, accord­
ing to the Research League re­
port. •
