. Russia’s sabre rattling via the 
atomic bomb has achieved.: a 
“victory” far out of proportion 

i-to w hat. is- actually known, by 
'scientists about the dangers: of 
nuclear blast and the resultant 
fallout., . v.

These explosions were part of 
a propaganda war designed to 
bring' a large part, of the world 
to its knees, paralyzed with fear 
over the size of Russia’s nuclear 
arsenal and its possible use 
against non-Communist nations.

That its propaganda campaign 
was successful-was demonstrated 
by the near-panic which gripped 
the United -Nations after Nikita 
Khrushchev had blasted his 30- 
50 megaton bomb in late .Octo­
ber: The UN Political Committee 
voted 75 for and 10 against ..(the 
Soviet bloc plus Cuba) to send 
a “solemn appeal” to Khrush­
chev to call off his testing.

Actually, this move played

The state Board of Insurance 

urged all insurance companies to 
extend by 00 days the 90-day 
period allowed ,yunder Texas 
standard policies for filing 
proofs of loss on Hurricane 
Carla.

While it was not an order, it 
is fairly certain the industry will 
obey the Board’s suggestion vol­
untarily.

Legislative1 investigation . was 
completed on the. claim-paying 
practices arising out of Carla.

PARI I
Having boarded' an S’,astern 

Airlines plane at New Delhi .for 
the Holy Land, at 1:30 a. m., T. 
had no more than, fastened my 
seat belt until I was .fast asleep, 
as were all the other passengers 
on the plane. Wo were awnke.ncd 
bc-lore dawn by the stewardesses 

•to serve us a delicious breakfast, 
which consisted of orange juice, 
a hot cereal, hot rolls, an egg 
omelette, broiled liver, a baked 
apple, strawberry preserves, and 
coffee or tea.
,. We had just flown over the 
Mediterranean Sea and were 
now flying over the Desert of 
Sinai, but a frothy turbulence of 
massive clouds obstructed our 
view as we strained our eyes for 
that first glimpse of the Holy 
Land.

Suddenly the sun transformed 
the rolling clouds Into- such .ex­
quisite shades of pink and gold; 
it left us breathless; then just 
as suddenly, the clouds parted, 
as if the hand of God had rolled 
back the curtain to show us 
Mount Sinai. There it stood 
shining with an unearthly bril­
liance, that reminded us of the 
dazzling brightness that shone 
from the face of God, as He 
talked with Moses on the same 
sacred Mount, and uttered the 
stupendous proclamation of the 
Ten Commandents.

While I was reflecting on what 
a blessed - prlviledge this had 

• been to see this spot where God 
had come down and talked to 
many a panorama such as I had

never seen before, burst upon my 
sight. I was looking upon the 
'Holy Land!

What a strange sight this land 
of Abraham, David and our 
Savior was to the eyes of a West 
Texan! It stretched there before 
our eyes in various shapes o f 
reddish brown hills gleaming 
with cities scattered over their 
fops and sides. In the bright 
morning sun, as we viewed them 
from our plane, the buildings 
appeared to be snow-white and 
the1 effect gave 'them a celestial 
aura that looked unearthly. I 
felt as if I were turning the pag­
es of a story book.

Soon our plane was banking in 
preprution for landing at Beircut, 
Lebanon. The Lebanese custom 
officials were the most courteous 
and the least exacting of any 
country I had entered and I was 
soon through, and a porter had 
picked up my baggage, when we 
met my interpreter- and guide 
from the Treasure Tours Travel 
Agency — a tall Arab with black 
curly hair and light* brown- skin. 
He took charge of my luggage 
and we were soon on our way to 
the beautiful Bristol Hotel in 
Beircut where I had reservations. 
I was given a spacious suite of 
rooms, spotlessly clean, with a 
white phone and a service plaque 
on a table by my bed. The mar­
ble bathroom also had a white 
phone and service plaque with 
the pictures of the maid, the 
breakfast porter and baggage 
porter, so that all nationalities 
(especially Americans who speak 
few languages) could under­
stand how to call the correct 
service individual.

We had been on the plane ten 
hours, half of them by night,

and yet I- was so eager to -see 
.this hallowed land, that I left 
almost immediately on o sight 
seeing tour of Beircut and the 
surrounding country. The City o f 
Beircut Is in a most picturesque 
place at the very edge of the 
beautiful Mediterranean Sea, but 
the fabulous members of extra-,- 
nudy ancient- exhibits of sculp­
ture in their great museums in­
trigued me more than anything 
else. The city parks are numer­
ous and unusually well kept. My- 
guide* with g great deal "of pride; 
showed me over the large Amer­
ican University with its exten­
sive grounds* beautifully landt- 
sca.pcd, and the many handsome 
buildings.
.. That afternoon I  had. a drive 
through the ’ country . .with a 
guide who pointed out the main 
features of interest in this land 
noted in Bible times for its fine 
cedars some, of which were used 
in Solomon’s Temple. One of the 
snow-covered mountains along 
our. way is the source of the 
Jordon River, I was anxious to 
ride a. camel in this country 
where they are so common, so 
we transferred to camels for the 
remainder of the trip. Evidently 
the camel I was riding realized 
that Lwas. a novice, so he decid­
ed that I should travel at a very 
slow pace and have plenty of. 
time to see , the country. By the 
time we arrived at Balbeck, I 
was more than glad to transfer 
to a car for the ride back to 
Beircut. . .

Balbeck consists of colossal 
ruins of stone temples built dur­
ing the reign of Nero by the 
Romans in honor of Jupiter,
Mars, Bacchus and. Venus. The1:where there are evidences of the

honey” hns been laid bare by 
years of erosion, which Js an 
ominous warning J.o tills lovely 
land of ours. Lebanon’s chief 
income today Is from summer 
vacationists who own beautiful 
brick and stone mansions, many 
of which' we saw as we passed 
along the highway through the 
mountains. The shops in the 
little, towns we passed .through 
had the - most exquisitely * em­
broidered linens for sale. All of 
these done by hand and priced 
very cheap, by our standards.,

The following m u r u i n g, f 
boarded i a plane lor Jerusalem, 
which is a; very short flight froth 
Beircut. As we passed over towns 
Of Biblical interest as Tyre and 
Sidon, the motors vyere silenced 
and we would float there for a 
few moments as the Captain 
would explain what place we 
were over.

Our first glimpse of the Holy 
City flashed upon our sight in 
all its profound entirety-* as we 
flew above a high* point, of the 
surrounding:-, mountains. This 
great city of man’s . highest as­
pirations and greatest tragedies! 
Of man’s highest, glory and low­
est degradation! L was so eager 
to see all the places connected 
with the life of our Savior, !  re­
gretted having to take* the time 
to be driven to the Ambassador 
Hotel where I had reservations,, 
but, I had to wait only a few 
minutes after registering and 
disposing, of my. .luggage until 
a guide appeared to take me on 
a sight-seeing tour of the city.

Although I was interested in 
the places made sacred by their, 
association with Jesus, every*
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columns and walls that are still 
standing and are so tremendous 
in size is impossible for people 
of our time to conceive of the 
large number, of men enslaved by 
a heartless ruler to do such back­
breaking work as it must have 
required to place those tremen­
dous stones into position. There 
always- comes a day of retribu­
tion for those who worship idols, 
whether they be money, pleasure, 
or stone images, and so it hap­
pened to Balbeck. An earthquake 
devastated its beauty and made 
it forever useless as a place for 
its devotees to pay homage to 
the stone gods, which were left 
marred and broken.

Lebanon produces some grain, 
olives, and grapes, but that fair 
land which once was described

;*ual, vitamins, minerals or other 
| nutrients from which they are 
i compounded. In other words—
- vitamin *Bl *-is**the saine whether 
. it is chemically produced or
broken down from an organic 

: food source,
1. The American food- supply is 
i the. best- in the world. Adequate 
ruse of common foods such as 
ivegetables, fruits; ' milk, *, eggs, 
'meats, fish and whole grain or 
: inriched bread and cereals; will 
supply all nutritional needs of 

; the majority of persons. Yet mil- 
* lions of Americans are wasting 
money on various special-foods 
and-vitamin-mixtures.

High pressure selling frightens 
people into false belief that their 
diets Jack necessary vitamins 
and minerals. Phony ‘‘nutrition 
experts” . frequently quote reli­
able scientific authorities in a 
misleading way. 1

Many products called ‘‘health 
foods” or dietary supplements 
are falsely promoted as* foun­
tains of youth and general cure- 
alls for every kind of disease.

If fdr some reason an indivi­
dual feels he may require a vit­
amin supplement, a physician 
should be consulted to determine 
what deficiency, if any, the per­
son has. Then the doctor can 
prescribe the correct vitamin or 
mineral. (A weekly feature from 
Public Health Education,, Texas 
State Department of Health.)

After Frost,
Watch For 
Prussic Acid ■ '-

College Station Frost can be 
expected in most areas of the 
state any time now, and when it 
comes could mean trouble for 
livestock producers. Johnson- 
grass and- sorghum sometimes 
develop a high prussic acid con­
tent after a frost, and if grazed 
by livestock, can cause a lot of 
trouble, warns Dr. C. M. Patter­
son, „ extension'veterinarian.

Certain chemical changes oc­
cur in the frost-wilted plants, 
and are responsible for the de­
velopment of the prussic acid, 
Patterson explains. The poison 
acts, quickly- and_can: kill an.ani- 
mal-.within- a -very short time 
after the damaged plant is eaten. 
Whether a poisoned animal can 
be saved depends upon how 
quickly a veterinarian can get 
to it. Patterson says.

Hunters Subject 
To Check For 
New Licenses

Austin.— With the opening of 
the major hunting seasons of the 
year, game, wardens now are be­
ginning a careful check of licen­
ses, according to J. B. Phillips, 
coordinator of law' enforcement 
of the Game and Fish Commis­
sion. :

A resident hunting license 
costing $3.15 is required of every 
citizen of Texas who hunts out­
side the county of his residence, 
or who wants deer and turkey 
in the county of his residence. 
Exceptions, are those citizens 
who are,.under 17 years of age, 
or 65 or over, and citizens hunt­
ing on land on which they are 
residing. Exemption licenses are 
required for each of these excep­
tions, when hunting deer or tur­
key.

Non-resident general hunting 
licenses cost $25 each. However, 
non-residents-may buy a 5-day 
migratory bird license for $5, 
and a migratory waterfowl lic­
ense for $10,: issued on a recip­
rocal basis.. A non-resident also 
may buy a $3.15- license for use 
on shootings resorts only. .

Landowners who lease hunt­
ing rights also are required to 
pay a $5 license. They also are 
required to register and keep a 
list o f persons who hunt: on their, 
lands for a fee, .
- . In addition, a Federal: regu­
lation requires that- all hunters 
of migratory waterfowl buy a $3 
“duck, stamp,” which can be ob­
tained from your post office.

Flags - Available 
For Veterans: 0 f
Mex. Border. Service

American flags now may be 
obtained without charge for de­
ceased veterans of Mexican Bor­
der Service as a result of a law 
passed by the 87th Congress, the 
Veterans Administration has an­
nounced.

-The flag may be given to the 
next of kin or close friend of the 
deceased after the funeral, P. J. 
Mims, Manager of the VA Re­
gional Office in Waco said.

Principal beneficiaries of the 
new law are an estimated 25,000 
members of the federalized Nat­
ional Guard who were mobilized 
following the: Presidential calls 
of May 9, and June 18,: 1916, 
Mims explained.

Unlike veterans of the Span- 
ish-American War, World War I, 
World War II and the Korean 
Conflict, as well as- certain 
peacetime veterans, no provision 
had existed up until now to 
furnish flags to those who had 
served on the Mexican border..

During the fiscal year., which 
ended June 20. the VA issued 
143,260 buriai flags. During-the 
10-year period from 1951 to 1961, 
requests for flags have increased 
from 81,000 annually at a rate 
of between 4,000 and 5,000 a year. 
Approximately 300 such flags 
are issued annually for veterans 
in the Central Texas area served 
by the Waco Regional Office.

Flags, may be obtained from 
VA offices and approximately 
15,400 post offices in the United 
States. Through arrangements 
with the State Department, ap­
proximately 300, embassies, lega­
tions or consular offices im for­
eign countries also Issue flags to 
U. ,:S. veterans.

Efforts To Reduce 
Traffic Accidents 
Stepped Up Recently

Austin — Col. Homer Garrison 
Jr., director, of the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety, an­
nounced recently, a stepped-up 
traffic law enforcement program 
is being launched in an all-out 
effort to stem the tide of traf- 
Jic deaths during the remainder 
of the year.

“We find ourselves confront­
ed with the alarming fact that 
statistics indicate some 425 pre- 
sons . will be killed in traffic 
crashes in Texas in the short 
period of two months, November 
and December," Garrison said.

“Indications at this time are 
that the total number of motor- 
cides for the year 1961 will be 20 
to 25 greater than the total for 
1960, for an increase of about 
one per cent.

“But we feel confident that 
with: an accelerated enforcement 
program and, most Important,, 
the active support and coopera­
tion of the driving public — the 
statistics can be made to lie. And 
-djttt is exactly what, we propose 
to do.

“We feel that the traffic tra­
gedy cannot; be over-emphasized. 
When : it is .considered that dur-. 
ing ' last year alone,- there were 
2,254 violent deaths on the 
streets and highways of our. 
state' caused by colliding motor 
vehicles, it can readily be seen 
that concerted action on the 
part of everyone concerned is 
in order.”

Use DPS Director said the new

factors will- comprise the pro­
gram : . . . .

1. Field personnel throughout 
the: state are being instructed 
to redouble their efforts to re­
move reckless and dangerous 
drivers' from the highways.

2. Six new patrol - sergeants 
-authorized by the last session of 
the Legislature have completed 
their training and are being giv­
en their respective assignments. 
This will result in closer super­
vision and coordination of the 
work of the patrol.:

3. -Field personnel -throughout 
Hie state are being ordered to 
step up their programs of stop­
ping motorists to' check their 
driver licenses.

*4. The use of radar -will be 
greatly • increased throughout 

i the state by the addition of 
numerous- new units which will 
augment the radar equipment 
already- in use: ■

The new radar units, one of 
which has been used very suc­
cessfully in several areas, are 
much more efficient- than the 
older type in that they are 
mounted on the patrol ear and 
require only one- operator. This 
also enables the operator to 
change positions frequently sim­
ply by driving down the highway

to another location when it be­
comes apparent that his opera- 
tion is becoming ineffective-, 

j- And., since only a single opera- 
, tor is needed, tins means a num- 
jber of officers' will be released 
for other patrol efiorts. thereby
