Why You Should Care t ,

If you are young, healthy, and
active, consider yourself blessed.
You probably get very few
prescriptions filled, or even visit
your doctor's office for anythmg
more than a checkup.

But you are in the minority.

Many people-your parents, your
grandparents, your neighbors-have
chronic illnesses that require one or
more medications. These people

-form the majority of Americans,

and yet their health is being
jeopardized every day by the profit-
driven practices of health insurance
companies.

strayed from taking his medicine

the right way?

Hypertension drug therapy

properly and regularly monitored by

the local pharmacist costs perhaps

- $600 a year. Stroke rehabilitation

can easily add up to $15,000 a year.

Pharmacist care provided by a
neighborhood
pharmacist saves money and
improves the health of consumers."
It averts expensive doctor visits,
hospitalizations, and trips to the

emergency room. It can even save '

lives.
Study after study conﬁrms this,

- A recent University of Nebraska

study found that in only a two-
month period, ‘five Nebraska
pharmacies. saved the health care
system $752,391 in averted
hospitalizations, doctor visits, and
other medical ‘services-that's.
'$75,000 in savings a month per
pharmacy.

A recent University of Arkansas .

study found that for every dollar
spent to pay a community
pharmacist for a therapeutic
intervention, $6.13 was saved-more

than a six-fold savings to the health.
