The Western Allles tried to per
suade Russia to agree to a peace
treaty covering all Germany., No
good. The longer the Reds held
Eastern Germany the more time
they--had to traln German Com-
munist stooges.

Some day, maybe, they <ould
take over all Germany and make
it & servant, work shop and asatel-
Hie of Russia. The West decided
not to walt forever, It let the West
Germans form thelr own govern-
ment..

The Rusalans screamed, for an
antl- Communist West Germany,
organized under ils own govern-
ment, would be a potent block
against East German Communists
taking over ®oth zones of Ger-

many,

But for Russia worse was fo
come. The Western Allies decided,
in agreeing to ereate a European
army under one commander, to ot
West German troops be ‘part of
that new and unified single army
In case of war with Russia.

First things first—the Russians
want to smash the Atlantie Al
lance; second, a rearmed Ger-
many, If the German Communists
got control, would tie up with Rus-
sla. That would be the end of West-
ern  Europedn democracy since
Western Europe’s army would be
helpless against{ combined Ger-
man-R forces.

Further, this proposal of a unk
filed and rearmed Germany ecer-
tainly has propaganda benefits for
Russia among many, # not all,
Germans.

And once Russis maneuvered the
West [nto treaty talks, the Russians
could stall Indefinitely, knowing
that the uncertainty about the fu-
ture would gum up the Western
defénse plans, The West sald, "“No,
thanks,"” but not In such a way
as to anger the Germans,

Taft has planned his campaign
without, so it seems to me, taking inte
account elther the mass medla or the
mansiveness of the voling population. His
