He has been 
sick since, last November and 
could not sit at the table with 
hts friends but it -jvas arranged 
so :tliat he could look through 
the windov/ at the feast. One of 
his life long Mends, H. M. Kill- 
ion, sat at his bedside during the

“Uncle Alfred -was a soldier 
under Robert .E. Lee and partic­
ipated in the . battles of the 
Wilderness, Getteysburg, Antic- 
tam, siege of Richmond and the 
battle. of Chancellorsville.

There was: one 
llanch about twelve miles from 
the picket station. It was .own­
ed by Eich Coffee. Mr® Coffee 
kept a large focre of men hired 
for protection from Indians and 
Bandits; as he was not near 
say settlement and there was 
nothing in the country but wild 
cattle buffalo, Mustang horses, 
wolves, and a few panther and

The news came to our camp 
and we started after them. Tlie 
trail led west tov/ards the plains. 
About fifteen mile.s from camp

dians hor.ses ■which we followed 
as last as possible. It was a 

• difficult trail to follow because 
the country through which it 
led was filled with wild mustang 
hor.ses, which crossed the trail of 
the Indians constauMy. This 
delayed'US for' some time as the 
scope of country over which the 
horses reamed was a one.
The weather being tlry and the 
jfi-niind hard made the trulls 
Imrd to separate.

Then we struck gi*eat herds of 
boffalo; we co«M see thousands 
of them at one time; that also 
feofcbered u.s for. at beat the trail 
was hard to'keep'over the wide 
‘praMes whlfiti were covered 
With thick mestiiite grasa. We

Mr. .Brown did not belong to our 
company, b'}.il had volunteered 
to go 'W'ith us Oft that scout, 
'Tirere "was also a Mr, Golston 
with us who was also a volun­
teer.
- Well it was dark and cold, 
and all of us were worn out 
and fifteen miles from our pack 
mules; we had had no food nor 
water all day, so we started 
back to where we had left our 
supplies, and it was late when 
we beached them. The - next 
morning we gathered up all the 
horses and things left by the 
.Indians, and started back to 
camp, a long and hard journey 
of : about a toundred  ̂and fifty 
miles. The fight was on the 
eleventh day of November 1870, 
on the 13th it began snowing, 
snowed all day and all night. We 
waked up to the morning all 
covered with snow and nearly 
frozen. As we were on the 
prarie with no wood we saddled 
no and started for camp, but 
tlie snow was so deep we could-' 
n’t travel, so wc bad to camp 
for two days. Tiio snow hud 
drifted five or .six feet deep in 
ravines und galchoa. Wo made 
c.'imp on the .souih s.ide of a 
hill whore there v/as some sensb 
cedar timber. "We made a shel­

Tlie second 'day 
out we met .a train of govern­
ment ■wagons, with a company 
of United.State.? Soldiers bring­
ing us rations so we were all 
right again. - Our, camp was, 
located where .the.'.Port Mason''
■road crossed Home Greek.

I  was discharged In 1871, and 
'.vemi; to P.alo P.to£o County, Tex­
as; .'settled oa some, vacant land 
and .started a hog ranch. I  put 
some new gvoviud into cultiva­
tion, . as' I  had -to, keep hands 
hireh. lor p>-ntr;ctioH from the 
Indians. "We. always took .our 
gu/K5 to work with n,s as we 
never .knew \.7.hen we would be 
attacked. One of my men was 
shot by some traveling man- who' 
had .spent the night with me.
Tnoy mistook him for an Indian.
I  saw that kind of business 
wouldn’t do so I quit and went 
back to the settlements.

. In 1874, Captain Perry of 
their' Blanco County Texas raised a 

company ’of Rangers for Front­
ier service and I joined iu with 
them. We .'■were stationed to 
Menard County. Texas, with 
headquarters at Menardviile. We 
stayed there some time b#it had. 
no fighting to do. One day six 
outlaws came, into Menardville 
and shot up the town.; The 
sheriff, came to our camp and 
a.sked for help to subdue t|iem.
Captain Per!*y detailed six of 
us to go and we had no trouble 
In capturing them as we found 
them, all asleep. , We were next: 
moved out on the San-Saba 
river near the Raganan: iiiount- 
ain: We kept a picket on top
of- the mountain and our horses 
in the valley, so that the .In­
dian.? could, be seen if  they 
attempted, to steal the horises.
One day the picket di.scoyered 
'a trail through the shinook 
bhish and followed it ‘til he 
came to a cave. .He heard 
something growling inside the, 
cave, .so he came to camp arid 
got preinission to shoot a bear.
Most, of the' boys followed, him 
i!D the mountain to have :ome 
inn, Tire .shinook brush 'was 
very, thick on the .side of the 
mountain, and about a.s hi.eh; as 
a man’s head but there was a 
clear, .spot in front, of the cave.

We boy.s had all gathered here 
ready to shoot the bear when 
he was run out. One of' the 
boy.s threw a rock into the cave 
and we could hear .sonxething 
growling and popping its teeth; 
another rock was thrown into 
the‘ cave and in a thought out 
ni.shed a javelin or muskhog and 
darted through the .crowd. It 
was so quickly done and with 
hts teeth popping all the time 
that we all fell over in the bnjsh 
and gave him room. We.could­
n't run for .'the thickness di the 
brush. Our scare was soon 
over however since lio one was 
hurt, and we threw another rock 
into the cave. ’ Out came .an­
other javelin and he was killed; 
another stone was thrown and 
out came the third one, ■which 
■we: quickly - dispatched, and so 
ended the sport.'

I  stayed with Captain Perry’s 
company only a few , months 
when I was detailed to ivo ■»!&
Major John B. Jones as part of 
liis c.scort; seven men were tak­
en from each of the six Ranger 
Companies on the Texas front­
ier for escort duty. We travel­
ed all the time from one com­
pany to: another; the companies 
being about a hiinrlKid miles 
apart.

On the third day of July -1874, 
there wa.s a batilc on the Laso 
V alley Ranch in Menard County, 
betv/een Major Jones and about 
l.v.'euty~cigUt men, raid about 
a hmidrsd and fifty .indsans! .We 
lost two men 'iuHod and t'wo 
woimdcd; Ihirteeii horses liUted 
and wounded.
' In November of this same: 
yop.r ivo liad another .fight with 
the Indian.? in Menard County;, 
iu wdiieh we killed six Indians 
and captured one. Wc 'took our 
pri.sonur to Austin, and he was 
sent from there. to state prison 
as a public .enemy., The fight:
