Fortunately Texas has- the-largest, 
sulphur deposits on the whole country 
and sulphur can be obtained at a-cost 
of approximately 3c to 4 l-2c a pound 
in 100 pound lots while sublimed 
sulphur (superfine) is quoted at 6c a 
pound. To treat an acre three times 
would be at an approximate cost of. 
90c- to $1,60 for the sulphur, not 
counting the labor of . application. . A 
large five-row power dusting machine- 
can cover from forty to . fifty acres 
daily and a walking machine sixteen 
to twenty acres.

■ Applying Sulphur - 
The United y States Bureau of En­

tomology has issued a statement on 
the “cotton flea” and its control " o f  
which the main factors follow: ^
■ When the: “flea” appears it is sug­
gested.-that 8 to 10 pounds of super­
fine sulphur or flowers of sulphur be 
applied,to an acre-of cotton with any 
of the. standard dusting machines 
used for distributing calcium arsenate,
