He bases his 
prediction on the study o f  sun 
spots which he has been observ­
ing since 1871. As the spots in­
crease the summers get warmer,; 
he says, and as they decrease the 
summers are milder. ”

Prof. Curtin is sure the coun­
try will ndt have a heatless sum­
mer because the sun spots are 
now approaching their maxi­
mum, which will be reached 
about June, 1927. That should; 
mean that it will be 1930 before 
the average temperature be­
comes low er- than it was, this 
summer.
