Mr. Lee Guthrie, the'father, 
was notified by phone Sunday 

-morning that some of-his stock 
were getting out, and he drove 

. to his ranch home, arriving 
there about noon Sunday. He

- .w as out looking after his stock 
m ost of the afternoon, when up-

- on .his return to the house he 
, -found the dead body of his son

lying stretched upon a  cot /with 
an automatic pistol by his side.

- Mr. Guthrie raised an alarm and 
pretty  soon Mr., Mayfield and 
other near neighbors were a t his 
services; < A phone call was made 
for a  Justice of the Peace to 
conduct an inquest, and th e ( 
writer, accompanied by Deputy i

■ Sheriff 3. H. Griffith and one

Brush Aldridge, were soon on 
the way to the Guthrie home. 
After hearing the evidence and 
examining the dead body, it is 
our opinion that Roy met his 
death from gunshot wound self 
inflicted.

The Guthries are pioneer citi­
zens of this county, have lived 
here since shortly after the 
country began to settle up, and 
have always been regarded as 
being among the county’s best 
citizens, and the family have 
many friends who will join the 
News in extending sympathy to 
them in their bereavement.

Government Report

The cotton marked Tuesday 
morning was moving along with 
a" 40 to ,60 point raise when the 
government report on ginnings 
came in aboutnoon.
- This report placed the tot^l 
ginning up to Sept. 25, at 3,215,- 
394 bales, against 3,866,396 
bales ginned at the same date 
last year. And the government 
issued another estimate on the 
total crop production, placing it 
a t 11,015,000 bales, against its 
estimate e f  10,788,000 made on' 
September 1st.

On report of this new estimate 
of -j to taF  production &dnt out 
Tuesday, the market broke at 
once, and by elosing time at two" 
o’clock had lost over 100 pbints. 
However, it has picked up some 
since the drop, and we have 
cause to believe that cotton- wjll 
be selling at 30 cents a pound 
before thirty days. '

Ira d ltlo n  furnishes us 
w ith some in teresting  stories touching 
his struggle against idolatry. A t any 
ra te , h is experience was such as to well 
qualify him to be th e  head  o f a people 
whose God w as the Lord. H e knew how 
hopelessly d isastrous idolatry Was to 
th e  m orals of the people,, and, there­
fore. would be able to lead them back 
to God.

IJ. A braham 's Call (Gen. 12:1, 
cf. Acts 7:2-3). '

God came to  him In Ur of the Chal- 
' dees and said unto him :

L “Get thee out of thy country:” 
One is tied to his country with a 
stifeng bond. Abraham had lived long 
enough to have formed strong attach­
ments to his country.

2. “Get thee out from ’thy  kindred.” 
■Abraham was not only to . leave be­
hind him his native: land, but his rela­
tives . as wfll,. even. his, fathers, .ijpuse. 
Since his kindred were idolaters,..be 
must leave them. Abraham was to. 
become a pilgrim,' to be without a 
hove. JBvjesi in Cpnnen, the oidyjand 
he ever owned, was a burial'place.

3..“Into. Uie land that I wiU.shpw 
thee.” He was not' told wwit or whecs, 
the land was. He went out not know­
ing whither he went (Heb. 11:8). 
While he dwelt in .tents during bis 
earthly sojourn, yet “he, looked for a 
city which hath - foundations . whose 
builder and maker Is God” ;(Heb, 
8:10). And thus he was a typical be­
liever called out from his family and 
country, and renouncing ■ idolatry, he 
walked by faith, testifying to his and 
succeeding generations to the faithful­
ness of God.

H is Is the nam e of honor among Jews, 
Mohammedans an d 'C h ris tian s . . They 
ail acknowledge him as father.

2. A Blessing to O thers (vv. 2, 3). 
He was not only to become g reat ami. 
to share  God’s blessings, but to be a 
blessing to  others. H e has become-a 
blessing to countless m ultitudes. This 
Is the prevailing law  of the spiritual 
llfe-M ieing blessed to be a blessing. 
Those w ho respond to this law become 
the very touchstone of God, so precious 
th a t God will bless them who- bless 
them, and curse those who curse them. 
God makes common cause w ith His 
people. So vitally Is He one with 
them th a t It is a- serious thing to mis­
tre a t them. To m altrea t God’s chil­
dren Is to" lift the  hand against God. 
No one who goes against Him can 
prosper. Not only Is this so w ith re f­
erence to wilful acts against H is chil­
dren, but neglect o r refusal to do good 
to them. C hrist regards all acts for 
or against them as for or against 
Him.

F o r many years, he had waited 
fo r the fulfillm ent of God’s prom ise as 
to his heir. At last th a t prom ise was 

. a  reality . A braham ’s hope was not the 
ordinary hope which fills the heart of 
every father, th a t his nam e and work 
m ay be perpetuated  through his son.
A new notion and-the world’s Savior 
were to spring up from Abrsiram 
through this son. Through this great 
ordeal; his faith responded enabling 
him' to believe that God would give 
Isaac back from the dead (Heb. 
l l  :1T-10). God tiles all His children. 
The more Important, the more severe 
the trial.

In commenting upon County 
Agents and Home Demonstra­
tors, the San Angelo Standard 
says: •

Farm and home demonstration 
agents; in Tom Green county are 
the practical, educator of' this 
section, conveying to the produc­
ers'the message that they can­
not profit most when they al­
low their smokehouse to je ra te  
in Kansas City. Bringing the 
message of diversification, living 
a t home, and co-operation, they 
are leading the producers .of 
Tom Green “out of the wilder­
ness,” so to speak, on to the 
plains -of prosperity. The Brown 
wood Bulletin,, in similar vein, 
comments as follows on the 
home demonstration agents work 
in Brown county: " ■' ‘,3

“This, is an age of ‘practical 
education.’ And about the most 
practical education of which we 
have seen a sample is that which 
is being carried on through the, 
office of the county home de­
monstration agent, who is teach­
ing the girls of the rural com- 
muities to preserve innumerable 
farm products which heretofore 
have been .wasted because of a 
lack of markets. All kinds of 
fruits and vegetables are being 
canned in such a way as to be 
marketable, and if the consum 
ers of the county have an ounce 
of patriotism and loyalty in 
their bones, they will provide 
the market.” «

And in Nolan county it might 
be added, when W. C. Calvert 
was first employed as County 
Farm Agent, eggs were being 
imported to supply the home 
consumption. Now Nolan cuonty 
ships many cars of chickens, 
eggs, and: turkeys each year, ad­
ding appreciably to the county 
income, in addition to saving the 
money that was formerly sent 
out to buy eggs. That one item 
alone ought to be sufficient to 
clinch the argument.—Sweet­
water Reporter,
