Griffin’s Hatchery has lnstall-
ed 2 Robbins Hatchery this week
with a capacity of 3200 eggs,
making this fitm one of the

best equipped of its kind wlthln’

a radius of 150 miles.

The hatchery is all electrlc
with separate hatching com-
partments, and includes a com-
partment for 10,000 turkey. eggs.
All eggs are turned by a crank
from the outside, and no doors
need be opened,. which is a
decided advantage over the old
type of hatchery. Each com-
partment has its own thermom-
eter and -each is separately
controlled. An automatic alarm,
bells. and lights are turned on
if anything goes wrong with the
machinery so that the person in
charge can repair the equipment
immediately. .

This equipment allows setting
twice a week. Besides this new
hatchery, Mr. Griffin has also
