To the. parents of these boys 
a n d  g i r l s ,  we extend our 
congratulations because of the 
sacrifices you are making to 
keep these fine folks -in this 
wonderful institution of which 
all people of Texas are proud of. 
You may have made some mis­
takes in the past, for humanity 
is far from.perfect, but looking 
back over fifty  years pf service 
to society, which has been ren­
dered in that high hand of effi­
ciency, wilded by T. C. U.. you 
may well rest assured that ' fu­
ture historians will be under 
lasting, obligations to you in 
that your own children have fur­
nished wonderful subject matter 
for the bettercnent of world con­
dition, peace and safety.

These boys and girls have al­
ready learned one great" lesson— 
that being true, we are not at all 
worried as to their ability and 
accomplishments of the future. 
In all letters received, I find 
the same tenor and tone of ex­
pression.' One favorite expres­
sion seems to be one of this exr 
hortation— “Be a booster.”

By the way friends,-“ boosting” 
is a thing needed in our own 
town. Too long, have we been 
listening to knocking, criticisms, 
slurs, and such like, upon our 
street corners by men who - have 
failed to make the most of their 
opportunities in life. They have 
fault to find with our city gov­
ernment—-they all disaster in 
our publie schools—the roads 
and streets are just simply aw­
ful—the churches have many 
faults—society, generally, has 
gonfe to. hell— God is with-hold­
ing the rain, and sending scorch­
ing winds. They never see the 
beauty and virtue of our women 
for their eyes are never upward 
and always downward— in fact, 
everything is wrong with our 
town. Now, this class o f people 
are useless citizens* and we decry 
that fact, but yet, there is a rea­
son for all things. No doubt if 
these unfortunates had had the 
right kind of training, such as 
your boy and your girl is re* 
ceiveng to day " in T. C. U. They 
too would be in possession of 
that wonderful attribute of good 
citizenship— “Boosting. ’ ’

Then, top, you are fortunate, 
in that you have all percentages 
in your favor concerning the 
“ certain success” of your child­
ren in world affairs. Now when 
we use the words “certain suc­
cess” we do not necessarly mean, 
that your boy and girl will be a 
Croecus, or a Vanderbelt, or a 
Rockefeller. We n o  l o n g e r ; 
meaure success by the standards 
of gold, or certain positions in 
society. A successful man- of to­
day and tomorrow is one who 
possesses those unvalueable at­
tributes that will enable him to 
render to society that thing that 
will most .progress civilization 
and mend the “breaks” in hu­
manity. But, yet, to have those 
attributes, something more is 
needed, than the common Uni­
versity can and will furnish. The 
rounding out and the finishing 
touches, are not furnished to 
human life by mere letters and 
figures. These are good and val­
uable, but they need an addition­
al touch. All these must be stu­
died in the jight of religion.

T. C. U. is a religious school of 
far reaching results and we are 
glad that your child is .there for 
this reason, vig: Careful compi­
lations and serveys by competent 
stasticians have revealled the 
fact that only 10 per cent of our 
high school graduates enter re­
ligious universities, but, yet, 
here is a surprising fact—out of 
that 10 per cent who enter these 
various religious institutions, 
40 per cent out of the most suc- 
cussful men and women come 
from these religious bodies.

May these facts, and figures 
be an inspiration to other par­
ents and consider our great re­
ligious institutions among which 
Texas Christian University 
ranks very high in service, com 
pleteness, and capability.

Independent school has about 8Q0 
pupils .and 22 teachers. Our 
School Board will try to give 
"some relief to our faculty in.the; 
near future if it is possible to 
find where the extra money nec­
essary can secured, and we 
believe if all patrons and other 
property holders in our District 
will strive to pay up deliquent 
taxes we will thereby solve the 
problem to a great extent at 
least. Let’s all pay up our taxes 
and let our children have the 
benefit of a good school with 
enough teachers to care for the 
situation right.

family had to dress very common 
and the business houses required 
cash or they could not buy any 
thing.

Number two opened up a tail­
oring business having bought 
the business of a-fellow who 
gave very, poor service, and 
didn’t take; care of his monthly 
accounts very promptly, which 
made the people, feel very ju- 
berous o f tailors in general.

This man soon learned. that 
his predecessor hadn’t made a 
very favorahle impression,but he 
never said anything, except told 
the people that he bad come 
among them and that he had to 
live, and that it depended' upon 
the people to to how well he 
would live. .

A bro 
ther of the little girl joined the 
party and they overtook Tolison 
walking noi'fch near the city lake. 
It was agreed that they would 
leave the manner of punishment 
up to the enraged brother who 
said he simply, wanted to “ beat 
hell out of Tolison” and this he 
proceeded To do, but not until he 
had forcibly overpowered him. 
When he beat him in the face, he 
was asked by one of the party 
not to do that and he called for a 
good rope. This he readily found 
and he proceeded to use with tel­
ling effect as he made the cring­
ing culprit lay on the ground and 
take his punishment. He was 
then told to get up and keep 
moving north. The party then 
returned to town.

Later in the night Tolison re­
turned to the hotel, secured his 
car and moved on, perhaps bid­
ding Winters a long farewell.

fcrude oil at Intervals during the sum- 
’,mer .of 1921 and bodies of water so . 
Socated as to be too expensive for 
Braining or oiling were stocked with 
flambusla Minnows, a local product 
found in prolific quantities In ’ that 

ŝection, which Is a deadly enemy of 
the mosquito larvae.

Inspectors were employed and peri­
odically visits were ma.de In a house-: 
to4iou.se inspection. These, inspectors 
looked particularly to rain water, ac­
cumulations in open cans and -other 
.Vessels, gutters, etc., and an oiler ac­
companied the Inspectors, oiling all 
(these waters. Particular- attention ! 
fwas paid to old wells; cisterns and vats 
jof various kinds. The results have 
been most gratifying, it Is reported, 
and the mosquitos are almost com­
pletely eradicated from the locality.
■ A similar campaign In Cherokee 
"County, Tex.; had a similar result. 
‘During the early fall of 1921 a mala- 
irial survey of the county was made by 
'the.-American; Red Cross Chapter. A 
report was complied and charts made 
(showing . the exact percentage of 
[malarial Infection In each school dis­
trict. These findings were: taken as a 
'basis for the work, which has been ex­
pensive since its beginning. Two sani­
tary : engineers, a physician and two 
public health nurses are In charge of 
the Work of malaria control, under, the 
general direction o f J. A. LePrince o f 
the U. S. Public Health Service and 
Bureau of Child Hygiene of the Texas’ 
State Board of Health and the Cliero-1 
kee Chapter at the American Red 
Cross. .-

The campaign is too new as yet to 
report complete success, but-, gratify­
ing results have been obtained and the 
malarial Infection in that district is 
very much decreased* over the con­
ditions o f the year previous.

County, Okie., have been of great val­
ue. Mrs: Myra T. Earhart, executive 
secretary of the Craig County Chapter, 
accomplished more good for the Indian 
soldiers in the one day when she ex­
tended her work into the adjoining 
county than has probably been done 
since the war.

"‘Mrs. Earhart and Mrs. Myrtle Gries- 
ham, the public health nurse of the 
Craig County Chapter, spent an entire 
day In Delaware County at my request 
end, believe me, those ladies-had no: 
time for recreation.

"Indian children were brought in to 
be Inspected, weighed . and measured 
and: preparing the claims of disabled 
Indian soldiers was accomplished. 
These two women rendered such good 
service :ln this work that I am hoping 
that some day they will be able to get 
back to that county and furnish further 
help.

Sugar has steadily risen in 
price since the passage of the 
FordneyMcCumber profitee r s’ 
tariff-act, and a new advance has 
been announced by the refiners. 
Already the retail price of sugar 
in certain parts of the country 
has gone to eight cents a lb. 
What the price will be in anoth­
er moth or two depends entirely 
on the disposition of the refiners 
and the profiteers.

Producers of best-suger in 
Europe has a surplus of 8000,- 
000 tons, it is reported from 
Paris. There is not likely to be 

iany shipments of American 
beet sugar to European coun­
tries. The Cuban crop, it is an­
nounced from Havana, is so 
large that grinding of the cane 
will-begin-a moth earlier than 
usual. If the economic laws of 
supply and demand were un­
hampered by the Republican 
Congress: six weeks ago, sugar 
would be cheaper instead - of 
dearer at this moment.

The tariff on sugar prevents 
fair competition and gives the 
American Sugar Trust, an op­
portunity not only to profit by 
the increase of 43 per cent in 
the sugar tariff but to grab 
twice that much from --the .pock­
ets of the American consumers.
