Deficit for 1923 Increased From 
8167,000,000 to $484,000.000.

While Republieians are claiming that 
the adminstration is  making savings, 
Secretary' of the’ Treasury-■■Mellon in 
an official statement shows .that -the 
estimates of deficits are steadily' -in-: 
creasing. One of the wildest state­
ments concerning Republican econ­
omy was recently published in the 
press- and attributed to Senator Lodge 
leader of the Republican party .in the. 
Senate.

Senator Pat Harrison (Deni.. Miss.) 
called the, attention of the Senate , to j 
this error published all over, the coun­
try and also exposed the false- claims 
of the junior. Senator, from Ohio (Mr, 
Willis) in a recent New York speech.

“In : the course of his (Senator 
Lodge’s) speech,’- said Senator Har-.i 
rison, “which was carried m . all the 
press of the country,, he m a d e  - the 
statement -that appropriations of . So.-. 
337,000,000 asked by the departments 
have - been cm to  SI,428.000.000.
Whether lie made, that statement or. 
not I do not know, Of course, he was 
speaking -as a- candidate and laboring 
under the enthusiasm of speaking to 
his', constituents .and; it was but natural' 
that he should get -his figures a little 
confused. Whether he made the state­
ment or .not, the papers carried it that 
way7.’’

Senator. Lodge said There was an 
error of one word in the -statement 
which he corrected on the floor * and 
in the permanent Record, but admitted 
that .the papers carried his statement 
wrong.. : ■; ...

Senator Harrison said many grossly 
exaggerated claims have been made. 
He called attention to the speech of 
Senator Willis of Ohio, making claim 
to big changes and big cuts and then 
referred to the letter -from Secretary 
of the Treasury Mellon to Senator 
McCurnber saying that the estimates 
of *$167,000,000 deficit for 1923 have 
increased “under the alleged splendid 
management of the new administra­
tion” to $484,000,0.00, which, the Sena­
tor thought might be more when the 
true facts are known.

Saying that Secretary Mellon attri­
buted the increased deficit to the fall­
ing. off of the income tax, Senator 
Harsrison added:

“I think that is true. There is de­
pression everywhere. Nobody is mak­
ing any money scarcely under the 
promised prosperity, under this admin­
istration. So it is perfectly natural 
that incomes should be greatly dimin­
ished. You, who have been laying and 
may in the future lay large claims of 
savings, should study' the deficits and 
remember this report of the Secretary 
of thee-Treasury.”

From what we have been 
able to absorb' from trying to read 
the-proceedings, it sounds more like a 
bjinch of damphools chewing the rag 
tiian it does a set "of business men try­
ing to. settle trouble.

EUROPEAN DEBTS WILL CAUSE 
THE NEXT WORLD VAR

“It is cheaper to mov'e than to pay 
rent.’’ ■' . ■

Tins is • an old axiom that has a 
promise of being improv'ed upon in 
practice by certain European nations, 
which now present an attitude of be- 
heveing that “ it is cheaper to -go to 
war again than pay war debts.’-’

Lloycl-George, premier of: England, 
at the Genoa conference last Thursday 
declared that unless the present Genoa 
conference succeeded in arranging a 
settlement of the debt problems there 
would be another war between Europ 
ean nations within the present gener­
ation.

A newspaper article on the Euro­
pean. debt problem says:

Russia Owes Much.
The reason French private property 

in Russia has been included in the 
Russian debt to France is that the 
Bolsheviki Government confiscated all 
private property7 of foreigners. It did 
this at the same time that it confis 
cated all the property of the native 
nobles. The.figures are in gold francs 
at uar value, 19:3c each or $4,313,000,- 
000‘.

Figures on Russian bonds held in 
other European countries are not 
available.
i: The United States Treasury holds 
Russian bonds to the amount of $188,- 
135,832,. and t-hese bonds of course 
haven-been .= repudiated by the -Bolslie- 

Kviki, along with obligations held in 
' France. The money was advanced to 
aid Russia carry on the war against 
Germany before the Bolsheviki took 
charge.
.- The Russian boncled debt together 
is estimated at ' $22,774,000,000 for 
1917, or more'- than 100.000,000,000 
of gold francs—which is about five 
times the amount held in France. 
Probably7 half the gross amount is 
held by the-people of Russia and the 
remainder outside. It is clear that 
France is not the only country inter­
ested in Russia’s recognition. of . her 
debt,. but so far: France is the only 
country that has made much noise 
about it.

Great Debts of Europe.
The great debts of-Europe piled up 

both before and during the war make 
the problem for the Genoa conference 
to solve. This,problem is how to get 
the various nations on a basis where 
they can pay the interest and at the 
same time gradually reduce the 'prin­
cipal. These debts have been-estimate 
ed by O. T. Austin, statistician of the 
National City Bank of New York, as 
follow:

MERCHANT DIES
AFTER SHOOTING

J. C. Stephens, Groceryman of Abilene 
Slain On Main Street 

Earily Monday
ABILENE, May 1.—J. C. Stephens, 

76 years old, was shot and almost in­
stantly^ killed at 9:30 o’clock this 
morning. His 'grandson, Wiley A 
Stephens, is under arrest. Alleged 
threats against the younger Stephens

The shooting occured in front of 
the victims place of business on South 
First street. Wiley Stephens; is mar­
ried and-one of the proprietors of a 
restaurant near the establishment of 
his grandfather.

The dead man moved to Abilene 
from Aften, Texas, about a year ago, 
and was formerly the proprietor af the 
Commercial hotel of this city, but was 
later engaged in the grocery business.
