TAX FREEDOM

By Wm. A. Black
•When troubled over the solu­

tion o f any public question we 
naturally turn to other States to 
find their experience. Texas'citi­
zens are very much disturbed 
over tax matters and our repre­
sentatives at Austin for the: 
most part are helpless to o ffer . 
relief. Our Constitution as not­
ed in a previous article restricts 
not only the Legislature but all 
the minor political divisions in­
cluding our cities. Texas is one 
o f twenty-five states that re­
tains what is known as “ The Un ­
iform Rule” '  which binds , us to 
assess and tax all property alike. 
Twenty-six states are free from 
the Uniform Rule and some c f 
them are strikingly free from' 
Constitutional limitation.

New York.: The Constitution 
of New York is silent on taxa­
tion. The Legislature may class­
ify or exempt property or set 
any kinds apart for State or 
local taxes. This must sound 
strange to a Texan but it works 
well.

Pennsylvania. The . Constitu­
tion leaves the Legislature prac­
tically free to deal with the 
subject and the State has no 
general property tax. There is 
no tax on merchandise* furniture 
and other tangible personal 
property. Machinery that Is 
personal property is exempt. 
The State grants large freedom 
to the cities in the matter of 
taxation.

Maryland, Massachusetts and 
Michigan have Constitutional 
freedom giving their legislatures 
practically a free hand in tax 
matters.

City taxes are known to bo 
our heaviest load and are in­
creasing every year. We submit 
some comparisons between Tex­
as cities and some of the live 
industrial cities of the E ast. in 
the matter of taxing personal 
property, i For example: Dali as 
in 1923 got 34 percent of its 
property tax from personal 
property. San Antonio in 1924 
took 25 percent from - personal 
property, Waco 30 percent, 
Houston the most liberal city in 
the State gets 16 percent of its 
ad valorem ■ taxes from personal 
property. But even this low 
percentage is burdensome when 
we find that Buffalo, Rochester 
aud Albany secure less than 1 
percent from personal property, 
New York City 2 percent and 
the same is true of Pittsburg, 
Scranton and Johnstown, Pa.

The Eastern cities chosen for 
comparison with our . ■ Texas 
cities are prosperous,, growing, 
industrial cities. They are in j 
the two states that are practical- ( 
ly free from any Constitutional j 
limitations, on taxation. The 
Legislature and the city gov­
ernment is free to encourage en­
terprise. A comparative study 
of tax methods could be useful 
to our Legislators, city dads,

Business and X-nonfrusiness  ̂li­
censes constituted " 18.0 'p'er cent 
o f the "total ^reyepae fqr 1923, 
17.9 per cent for 1922, and 12X5 
per cent for 1917. Ceceipts from

business licenses consist chiefly 
of taxes exacted from insurance 
and other incorporated' compan­
ies, anti the sales tax on gasoline 
while those from nonbusiness 
licenses cpmprise taxes on motor 
vehicles and amounts paid for 
hunting and fishing privileges.'

Indebtedness ■
The net indebtedness (funded 

afld floating debt less sinking 
fund assets) o f Texas, for 1923 
amounted to $4,466,584, or $0.91 
per capita.

That looks easy, and it was. It 
Isn’t mentioned here to boost Austin, 
but merely to show the modern 
spirit of co-operation that is found 
almost everywhere in Texas and is 
making this state noted for its hos­
pitality. A few years ago, fr endly 
md neighborly as most Texans weie 
to entertain a. crowd like that would 
Save been ■ a Herculean task. What 
has brought abour such a change? 
The writer thinks that .it has been 
Sue to the civic clubs, like the Ro- 
tarians, the Lions, the Kiwani-s. the 
young Men’s Business Leagues; and 
the Altruians—clubs that meet at 
:unch, bringing business people to­
gether to talk over problems and to 
iiscuss the needs of their towns and 
the service each can render.

The places that have such lunch- 
ton clubs know their value; those 
that do not have them, should or­
ganize some of them and see what 
ponders they will work among the 
people. Without appearing to try 
to do so, such clubs make a fellow 
tBhamed to be small, selffish, and- 
mean In his attitude toward others.' 
Unconsciously their, members, with 
-are exceptions, get filled w ith  the 
.dea of service to others and become 
inxlous to help others carry their 
loads. The clubs become' brother­
hoods, not merely as between their 
Bwn members.' but in their, attitude 
;oward every one. ' Their .influence 
soon permeates the entire communi. 
:y. They have no creeds except that 
>t service, no tenets except that of 
ittendance at meetings, no obliga- 
ions except that of doing right.

The person who would carry some; 
such club organization into country 
immunities would be a public 
Benefactor. The plan would hare to 
jiffer somewhat from that in the 
iowns, but the purposes could be the 
same and the methods somewhat 
similar: The nearest approaches to
't now are the community houses to 
be found in some sections and the 
soUntry picnic. The country picnic 
aas done wonders in bringing coun­
try people together and creating 
good feeling, but it is too occasional 
ind requires too much preparation 
ind expense. It draws people wuo 
lave no interest in the community 
sxcept to get a free meal. Us speech- 
making programs are uninteresting.
It leaves no lesson except that of 
sociability. The community house, 
us yet, too often fails to create a real 
im munity spirit. Perhaps it is be­
cause its gatherings are too much 
like schools and not enough like 
blubs. Probably there Is too much 
serious talk and not enough whole­
some fun In their programs. Meet­
ings may not be regular enough.

Just how it is. to be done 's not 
lulte clear to- this writer, but coun­
try communities are in need of 
blubs that will bring the. people to­
gether with some regularity to eat 
and play together, to discuss prob­
lems of community and individual 
helpfulness, to make its members 
leel like one big family: The church 
has its place, but it can:t do this 
because of its doctrines and creeds 
In which all cannot agree.
