Poncho (Marine raincoat)—An 
extension to the windward, side 
of any tent.

Tax Collections 
In County G ood,

Despite a sharp decrease In 
the State tax rate this year, as 
compared to' that of a year ago, 
the county tax assessor-collector 
collected almost as much in taxes 
during October of this year as he 
collected during the same month 
last year.

In October of this year, Asses­
sor-Collector A1 Hlntner and his 
stiuf collected a total of $78,904.- 
88 in taxes. That figure compares 
with the $84,037.25 collected dur­
ing October of 1942.

Total tax rate in 1943 is 90 
cents on the $100 valuation, 
while the total rate In 1942 was 
$1.18 on the $100. Valuations 
have been changed only slightly 
over the two-year period.

While the total collections are 
less, the county tax collections 
tn the county are greater this 
year than last. The county tax 
rate is1 the' s:nne--43 cents bn the 
$100 valuation—as it was last 
year. During October o f this year 
a total of $55,162.98 in county 
taxes was collected. That figure 
compares with the $49,757.16 col­
lected in county taxes in Octo­
ber of last year.

The big difference, of course, 
comes in the State’s part of the 
collections in the county. This 
year the State collected only $22,- 
594.56 in the county with a 47- 
eent rate, whereas it collected a 
total of $32,-163.16 last year with 
a 75-cenfc rate.

The assessor-collector collected 
more delinquent taxes in 1942, 
but the fact that 1944 is an elec­
tion year is reflected In the poll 
tax payments for October o f this 
year. In October of this year Mr. 
Hlntner and staff sold 314 poll 
taxes while in October of last 
year the total was 224.

OPA Authority Upheld •

Authority of OPA to forbid per­
sons. from dealing in rationed 
commodities as a result of vio­
lations of rationing regulations 
was upheld hv a recent decision 
by Federal Judge Archibald 
Lovett of Georgia.

Farmers .Urged. To Provide.
Farm Storage :

College . Station, Sept 1—A 
place to store this year’s cotton 
crop was the paramount prob­
lem lacing many Texas cotton 
farmers this week as picking 
season got underway in most of 
the state.

“Cotton is opening up in vol­
ume and as production reaches 
a peak the storage problem will 
become far more serious than it 
is now,” Geo. Slaughter, chair­
man, Texas AAA committee, said 
in asking farmers to plan far 
enough ahead this year to pro­
vide for their own storage faci­
lities.

Citing $15 per bale losses in 
South Texas where farmers 
have been unalbe to get Govern­
ment loans because warehouses 
already are filled with cotton, 
the AAA official urged farmers 
in later producing areas to make 
immediate plans for storing their 
crop. In cases where farmers are 
not equipped to store on the 
farm, he urged their renting or 
obtaining use of empty buildings 
to get cotton under cover and 
take advantage of ninety : per 
cent of parity loans. .

The farm-storage phase of the

cotton loan program is adminis­
tered by county AAA committees 
and buildings in which cotton is 
to be stored must meet minimum 
specifications before they can bn 
approved, he said. Principal re­
quirements are that buildings 
must protect the cotton from 
rain, snow, flood, ground water, 
poultry and livestock.

'fire loan rate for cotton stored 
on the farm is the same as for 
cotton stored in warehouses. The 
average loan rate in Texas is 
19.90 cents per pound, which is 
higher than the open market 
price.

In addition to tire regular loan 
rate, producers storing cotton on 
the farm also are entitled to 10 
cents per bale per month storage 
allowance provided the cotton is 
delivered to Commodity Credit 
Corporation is satisfaction of the 
loan. If the cotton is repossessed 
by the producer, the storage al­
lowance will not be paid.
