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Effect of the War
On Sheep Business 
Here in West Texas

;tt, icoJ'J! like.a period nf rela­
tively good times arc ahead of 
the sheep rancher.

Since' the outbreak of the 
:;European war in .early Septem­

ber a substantial advance In do- 
tncstic prices has occurred. Do­
mestic demand for wool has 
been increased by prospects of 
Improvement in business acti­
vity and consumer Incomes and 
may be increased because, of re­
duced imports and larger pur­
chases of wool goods for' mili­
tary purposes, fay foreign coun­
tries.

These facts are reflected in a 
review -prepared by the Bureau 
of Agricultural Economics, .De­
partment of Agriculture.

Wool producers will recall 
that prices were fairly low at 
the beginning of the World War- 
in 1914, but after 1915 prices 
went up in both domestic and 
■foreign--markets.--In the United 
States, wool prices in 1918 were 
about three times ag high as in 
1014, but by 1921 they were 
about half the 5918 level.

United States production of 
wool is now about 50 percent, 
greater than in 3914, while pop­
ulation is only about 30 percent 
larger. That means iro,ports of 
foreign wool have been largely 
replaced by domestic produc­
tion.

Production of staple rayon fi­
ber in lengths similar to woo! 
and suitable for mixture with 
wool and for spinning on wool­
en machinery, has increased 
greatly in the United States in 
the past decade. In 1930, U. S. 
production of this ray.on . was 
less than a million- pounds; in 
1938, 30 million- pounds were
produced hero and an ntUUUoiv 
al 23 million pounds imported. 
World production of staple la - 
yon liber was estimated, at 982 
million pounds in 1938, with 90 
percent of this amount produc­
ed by Germany, Italy, and Ja ­
pan. An advance in wool prices 
will further stimulate the pro­
duction of substitutes. ,

In November 1914 the British 
government regulated exports 
of wool from her dominions and 
in 1917 took over .the Austrllian 
and New Zealand wool clips. 
This time — in October, 1939 .— 
Britain has already taken over 
th^ wool clips from these coun­
tries and has a close working 
agreement with South Africa.
, These clips total, about one 
and a half million pounds, and 
Great Britain: and France .nor­
mally use about a billion pounds 
of wool a year. Even with war 
needs, this means that the Bri­
tish Government will have, to 
sell some wool to neutral coun­
tries.

Since medium, wools are best 
for war purposes, and since the 
Australian and New Zealand 

-production is of fine wool, it^is 
probable that the British gov­
ernment will buy large amounts 

' of medium and- coarse South 
American wools and offer some 
of her fine wool at the,, world 
markets.

In 'regard to mutton, it, ap­
pears that a .stronger consumer 
demand: for meats will .mean 
somewhat -higher prices all 
along the line. With Pork, vx-. 
pected to: go-- up,, it- is' probable 
that many consumers will-shift 
some of their purchases to beef 
and mutton. ‘ ‘
, In the Opinion of .W. H. Ni.sbet, 

sheep- and goat .specialist, of 
Texas A. and M. Extension Ser­
vice, the extra play given coarse 
and medium wools .will tend to 
give ari unbalanced situation, in 
the production of wool and 
mutton at • the close of the war 
period. 1'

This country is already pro­
ducing mutton to meet domes­
tic demand. ‘An abnormal de? 
mand for coarse and medium 
wools which asp produced" on, 
the mutton. type -breeds of sheep 
will tend to Increase mutton 
production at p. more rapid pace 
than would an increase in fine- 
wool. Too, the medium and 
coarse wool , sheep are produced- 
very largely on the farms. Fairm 
sheep production could receive 
more encouragement than the 
range type. A poor balance as 
well as over production could be 
the result of war-time demand,

Tom Green and Concho coun­
ties already had been included 
under quarantine restrictions 
but addition of Irion, Mitchell, 
Sterling and the portion of Coke 
came as a surprise to buyers.

The only quarantine regula­
tion Invoked here since pink boll 
worm infestation has "Been the 
requiring of carrying of quar­
antine area paper by trickers, 
hauling the cotton to Gulf pots.
