A new federal law puts a fine 
of $1000 or/and a year in jai! on 
the creamery making butter out 
of old, cheesy decomposed, fil­
thy or unfit cream: And for a
second conviction a $10,000 fine 
and/or three years in jail. So 
don’t be mad if the man who is 
buying your cream chocks up on 
it closely, and refuses any that 
is 'old or seemingly unfit. It is 
asking too .much of him to have 
him buy your cream if it is 
questionable and pay $1,000 and 
languish in jail a year just for 
the pleasure of buying from you.

The food and drug agents have 
a fool-proof test — the “mold 
mycleia count” — and they’re 
condemning bad butter from 
Canada to the Gulf. Authorities 
are not seeking' to put creamer­
ies out of business, blit they’re 
going t.p see that the consumer 
gets good butter.

Cream rimild go from farm to 
plant, twice a week or at least 
before it is four dav-s- old. It 
should be kept, at not over 70 
degrees of temporal ure Sani­
tation-should be observed' on 
the farm, at the station and at 
the ninnl Cream producers are 
being asked to co-operate with 
cream stations to the end that 
public secures pure butter.
