- .SAYING GRAIN CROP

With continued rains, the 
problem of saving the grain 
crop in many sections is be­
coming serious. The use of the 
trench silo will aid in solving 
this problem. According to E. R. 
Eudaly of the Extension Ser­
vice :

Threshed oats, . wheat and 
barley can be stored in trench 
silos where the grain is to be 
fed on the farm. In a great 
many cases the rainy weather 
is making it difficult to get the 
grain dry enough to store the 
threshed grain in granaries. 
Trench silos will solve this dif­
ficulty since you waul the grain 
v/et when storing m a trench 
silo.

Be sure the trench silo has 
drainage. Either dig the. trench 
so the water, can run out at one 
end or in soil that will permit 
the water to pass out through 
the soil at the. bottom and sides.

If the ground is level and 
clay soil, build two parallel lev­
ees of dirt on top of the ground; 
put gravel or rock on the ground 
between the levees of dirt so 
there will be no mud. Fill in be­
tween the levees with grain or 
other silage crops Cover over 
with at least twelve inches of 
dirt. This is what some people 
caii a trench silo npsiue down.

When filling a trench silo 
with threshed grain, packing is 
not necessary, v/et the grain 
about like a heavy dew would 
wet it. Fill the trench full 
enough so that the grain in the 
center will be higher than the 

j level of te ground or walls. The 
I grain may be covered with pa- 
[per or sacks before covering 
with dirt. However, this is not 
necessary. If you cover with clay 
dirt, it wiii be best to first cover 

■ with about six inches of dirt 
and then wot this dirt thorough 
ly: then cover this with six h;~ 
ces of dry dirt.
