Friendly Warning 
Issued To Faddists

New Orleans, — A friendly 
warning was issued today to 
faddists who might be wearing 
portions of armed Services- uni­
forms' without authorization.

Tlie law provides a heavy pen­
a lty  for any person no t an  of­
ficer or enlisted m an of the 
United States Army,, Navy, Mar­
ine Corps, or Coast G uard who 
-wears “ a uniform any part of 
which is s im ilar. to a  distinctive 
part of. the duly prescribed uni­
form” of the military services, 
Eight Naval District headquar­
ters said, - ' . :

Commenting on the: recent fad 
among high school girls in: New 
Orleans fo r wearing portions of

uniforms brought buck 
service by friends and relatives,, 
the district legal office quoted 
a section on “protection- of tha 
uniform” in  the federal law 
governing military dress. I t  pro­
vides th a t convicted offenders 
“be punished by a fine not oe- 
eroding $300, or by imprison­
ment not exceeding six months,:, 
or by botli such fine and. im­
prisonment.”

Tlie law allows for wearing of
military uniforms by such organ­
izations as tire Boy Scouts* 
militia, and cadet corps, and by 
veterans on occasions of cer- 
niony, Cdr, I. N, Klein, OSN, 
acting district legal officer, said. 
However, ho warned, it speci­
fically prohibits the wearing of 
insignia of the  arm ed forces by. 
civilians.

en stoves, and be sure the stove 
is placed .safely away from the 
wall;•.'•Watch rubber hose con­
nections especially and wherev­
er possible substitute metal con­
nection.-.

■■ ; Tire colder the weather -the 
greater the danger .of asphyxia­
tion. There is the-tem ptation to.

• close the'house a ir'tigh t, and to.
; turn: up tlie1 stove m ore than is 
•safe; We have several new resi­
dents here,, many-of whom have 

. never used natural, gas before. 
Remember it is 'a  perfectly safe 
and. convenient fuel, but .don’t 
take liberties with it, A properly 
adjusted stove is not only more 
economical but far safer than 
.one not properly adjusted. Don’t 
lie ..down “for a little nap” with 
the stove going full blast and 
ail windows and doors closed 
tight, You might, not live to, re-’ 
gret it. .In.fact, don't stay in a 

-room closed tight with a gas 
Move burning, period.

Don’t “warm :up" your car’s, 
engine in a closed garage. One 
good whiff of carbon monoxide 
can kill as quickly as a bullet in 
the brain,
. Watch out . for pedestrians 
while driving, tin town or out, .in 
the 'dusk. They.'re hard  to see, 
and you can’t always stop, in 
time. Pedestrians are careless. 
Most of those who expected the 
driver ;to see them in time are 
now dead, but a great many still 
infest the streets and highways.

Take it easy on wet. pavement.’. 
'Check your windshield wiper. 
And don’t forget the anti-freeze. 
Conserve your battery. I t ’s irre­
placeable. — Abilene Reporter-

of people killed in  auto accidents, 
and our anger: is no t stirred.
