Validation of the 10-pound 
stamp will mark OPA’s change- 
over from the five-pound ration! 
procedure for household .users. 
The’ current stamp, No. 63, good 
Cor five pounds, will expire Mar. 
31. ■

Stamp No, 11: will be good thru 
September 30, but OPA said a 
second stamp, good for 10 pounds 
will be validated July 1, providing 
sugar imports meet expectations.

OPA officials said it is .pos­
sible’ that still another 10 pounds 
bringing the year’s - total for 
household users to 34, may be 
made available September 30. ■
. OPA emphasized that new 
stamps being validated, include 
sugar, for both regular home and 
canning use. No separate stamps 
will be issued for canning. Last 
year ’ household . users got 15 
pounds of--sugar for regular use 
and 10 for home canning.

For example, one employer 
of a small machine shop employ­
ing 4 men was told by a Union 
leader all the workers in 1lic pl­
ant had to join his un>on. The 
man replied they- were free to 
join if they wanted to, but the 4 
employees refused t© join. Im­
mediately - a picket line was th r­
own around the place and union 
truck drivers refused to haul 
materials to the plant or any­
thing away from the plant. The 
result was, the 4 workers, to save 
jheir - jobs hnd save business, 
joined, the union, paid initiation 
fees of $75 each and $3 a month 
in-,dues. . -
, - Our committee has heard wit­
nesses present scores and scores 
of similar instances.

A small dairyman in Connecti­
cut told the Committee he has 
been in . business 20 years and 
finally enlarged where he em­
ployed 9, men'. The Teamsters 
union suddenly demanded these 
employees join the union and 
that the- farmer sign - a union 
contract already written out, or 
else. The men refuse to join. The 
next mornig 200 picks from New 
York were unloaded on the high­
way in front of the-form. When 
one .employee, a war veteran, 
tried to drive 'a truck loaded with 
milk down the highway, he was 
stopped by pickets, ' the milk 
poured out and he was beaten 
severly and left lying, on the 
roadside. , ... ■

In. California, dairies whose 
employees do not, belong to-the 
Teamsters Union are picketed, 
trucks - are turned over, milk 
poured out, and milk that gets 
by will not be handled by union 
members working at receiving 
warehouses. They.,-brand: it “hot 
milk”. One farmers milk was de­
clared “hot” because his cow feed 
was, not handled by , uniop truck 
drivers!.... •

These are but a few of hund­
reds' of cases of coerion and 
racketeering now going on in this 
country. , After labor legislation 
is reported, by, the Committee, 
we expect to ' continue investiga­
tions- of these vicious activities 
and attempt to expose and stop 
some, of these rackets. Our  com­
mittee has already been directed 
by the house to continue the in­
vestigations, and exposures wher­
ever they may be found in the 
United States,

In the-meantime, if we can get 
votes and the Senate will follow: 
we will .pass legislation- against 
such abuses and give the public 
some protection against unjust­
ified -strikes, and at the same 
time curb the present, power of 
irresponsible .labor leaders. The 
public interest must be establish­
ed as supreme over that of either 
management or labor.

PROGRAM S H U  STOCKPILE 
IS BEING OQOTUATEU

Appearing before the House. 
Committee on Agric.HlMtvo inut
week, Congressman O. C. Fisher 
urged speedy action on pending 
wool legislation, According to re­
ports from. Wovhlngtoii.

Fisher remiudod Ots commit- 
too that the present government 
purchase pi'vHrp.m is schofiulcd to 
end on April 15 uidess Congress 
acts before that time, Wai con­
ditions, he said, ■ had brought 
about a world, won! stockpile of 5 
billion pounds, including a It all- 
billion pounds in this country. 
During the time this vast ac­
cumulation is being liquidated, 
Fisher urged legislation to pro­
tect the grower against a  depres­
sed-market resulting from heavy 
and unnccoEsary imports.

“In 1939,” said Fisher, “80 per 
cent of wool consumption in our 
mills was giov/n In this country. 
Today the reverse Is true, with 
more than 80 per cent of- all wool 
used by our mills last year being 
imported. This occurred while 
our government held a huge stock 
pile for sale.”

Several wool program bills are 
being considered by the House; 
Agriculture .Committee. One 
would provide for purchase or 
loans on wool of a t least 90 per 
cent - of an Improved parity and 
direct the Secretary of Agricul­
ture to impose quotas on imports 
to prevent unnecessary flooding 
of our domestic markets - with 
foreign wools. I t  was estimated 
this would cost the government 
very little, if anything, and would 
insure the liquidation of our wool 
surplus. By this bill, the grower 
would be'assured a price a little 
above the present purchase level.

Another measure, authored by 
Rep. Hope of Kansas, chairman 
of the committee, would impose 
import fees on' wool in addition 
to the present tariff. Another 
would require loans or purchases 
by the government on domestic 
wools of at least 90 per cent of 
an improved parity but provides 
for no fees or quota, and would 
permit sale of the stockpile at 
prices competitive with imported 
prices.

Opposition to the growers’
program- for legislation was ex­
pressed' by the Boston Wool 
Trade. Both import quotas and 
the improved parity formula 
were condemned before the com­
mittee by a ' spokesman for the 
Boston interests, , - ,
