Profit Percentage 
Charts Being Used. 
Not Right Ones
v 'Several5 types of profit per­
centage charts which do not 
comply, with Office of Prise St­
abilization permitted . .'markups 
are. being used ,by grocers in the 
Fort Worth . District, Ellis ; H. 
Boyd,; ' district director, 5 said 
Tuesday. /

Profit percentage: charts . foe, 
grocers which are, not in compli­
ance with OPS regulations- are 
being circulated in -the grocery- 
trade by some .supplying > firms, 
Boyd explained.

Boyd.urged-all grocers,to check: 
the charts in the .ceiling price 
regulations, to be, sure, that, they 
are in compliance With OPS re­
gulations

The charts distribute,d-by those, 
other thiin OPS differ because 
of a different method employed 
in computing the margin of 
mark-ups. These charts, are dis­
tributed as an aid to the grocer 
in computing his selling.

For example, under one chart, 
being distributed,’ the 25 percent/ 
me,rgiu on an, Item Unit rust,' 
$2.00 ,suggests a selling’' price, of 
$2.67. Under „the OPR regulation., 
tin selling price would be only 
$2.50.

.Grocers muslyby April 30, be in' 
lull compliance with prick regu­
lations. These regulations permit, 
gux’Ci.s ol ddleienf' 1 1 isv s- 
specific percentages of markups 
over costs. ' .

Boyd said all grocers should 
check their OPR regulations inv 
mediately and to bii ..sure that 
they arc using the prdpot mark/ 
up method in determining .the!

C o m m i t t e e  O r  g a m m e d
Our war defense efforts have 

made it necessary that the De­
partment of Agriculture, under 
the direction of Secretary Bran- 
nan, at National, State and 
County levels, have war mobiliz­
ation committees organized. On 
a county level this committee is 
composed of the 3 members of 
the county PMA committee, the 
county agent, the Farm Home 
Supervisor, the SCS technician 
serving the county, the director 
of the Bureau of Entomology, 
and a member of the vocational 
apiculture teachers of t h e 
county.

For Coleman County we have 
the following persons who are 
members of the Coleman County 
War Mobilization Committee: 
Ozro Eubank, chairman; Vernon 
Bullard and John E. Bryson, who 
ere the other members of the 
PMA Committee; C. M. Hucka- 
bee, County Agent; Joe Timiey,

Coleman . C ounty;. .John, Curry,.

was appointed by the state dir­
ector of vocational agriculture to 
serve for all vocational te&cheps 
of Coleman County; and A. S. 
Pela, who is with the Bureau of 
Entomology.

One of the duties of this com­
mittee is to furnish the Selective 
Service Board of Coleman County 
with any information regarding 
any registrant who is engaged in 
any farming or ranching activity 
Another duty is for the commit­
tee to furnish any assistance to 
the county civil defense director, 
who is' the County Judge. Ano­
ther duty of this committee is to 
assist in all crop production of 
the county, which would include 
to report any farm machinery 
needs or equipment shortages 
and parts to farm equipment. 
The Committee will also keep a 
state mobilization committee in­
formed as to the labor that is 
needed, of crop production and 
the impqrtance'of reaching these 
goals. This' is a big responsibility j 
of the committee.

The committee, at their recent,

.. .
meeting, made a report 'to the 
state :war mobilization committee 
in regard to the abandoned, 
wheat crop. Of the 30,000 acres 
of wheat seeded for 1951 harvest, 
98% of this crop is already ab­
andoned and the remaining 2% 
will be abandoned by May 15. 
The county war mobilization 
committee is anxious that 10,-
000 acres of this 30,000 acres be 
pianted tc grain sorghums and 
at least 10,000 acres be -planted to 
cotton. The othei 10,000 acres 
may he planted to grazing crops 
including summer cover ciop.s In 
the face of our increased live-; 
stock production and our dimin­
ishing supplies of feed grains, it 
is necessary that all farmers of 
Coleman County plant as much 
feed grains as possible. The sit­
uation at present is not critical 
but ibe Department of Agricul­
ture is anxious that the feed 
grain levels be kept at a high 
level. They also do not want to 
sacrifice any cotlpn acreage for 
an increased feed grain produc-
1 ion.

No Place In

Socialization has no place in 
either public health or the pri­
vate practice oJ medicine State 
Health Officer George Cox has 
said in a statement aligning 
himself, with the-medical profes­
sion against socialized medicine.

Public health is a separate,, dis­
tinct field from private medicine, 
t>r. Cox said. Both professions 
have their separate objectives, 
and distinctive methods of ac­
complishing them.

He. declared public health’s ob­
jectives to be:

: . 1:; Public education .as to how 
to avoid disease by such means 
as vaccination against smallpox 

. and* typhoid fevers and immuniz­
ation, against diphtheria.

2. Investigation of disease out­
breaks.

3. Quarantine.: and isolation :of 
communicable disease cases, thus 
preventing its: spread.

when they urge mothers to have 
children, protected against diphh 
theria and small pox,-and-public: 
health officials “need their help 
in the vital work of maintaining 
a high level of well, being for all 
Texans,” Dr. Cox asserted.

“We aren’t: in competition with 
doctors in private practice. .Pub­
lic health people deplore the idea 
of . socialized , medicine as un­
workable; cumbersome, and tot­
ally inefficient.-

“There is no place on earth 
'that has a better system of med­
ical . administration 'than the 
-■United"'-States. Private doctors 
deserve the. credit,.

“And there is no place in .earth' 
with a higher standard of public 
health. Public health people de­
serve credit for that,” the doctor 
concluded emphatically.
