The board of directors of the
Gorman Chamber of Commerce,
in its September 8 meeting, vot-
ed unanimously to support the
watershed flood control conser-
vation project along the Sabana
River. The Sabana heads in Cal-
lahan County in the Baird area
and flows through Eastland and
Comanche Counties into Proctor
Lake near Comanche. The Gor-
man Chamber will sponsor a
meeting in Gorman on Septem-
ber 26 to organize watershed res-
idents into a watershed associa-
tion provided the interest war-
rants the organization.

Other possible advantages to the
area include water for supple-
mental irrigation, sources for
municiple water and recreation.

On the itinerary of the Fall tour
of the Eastland County Pecan
Growers Association Friday, Sep-
tember 16 will be five orchards,
according to A. D. Ellington, Cis-
co, chairman of the group.

All pecan growers in the coun-
ty and those of neighboring coun-
ties are invited and urged to par-
ticipate, he said.

The tour group will assemble
at the El Rancho Cafe in Ranger
at 9 a. m. to begin the all-day
event,

First stop wil be the orchard
of Ellis Cooper, northeast of Ran-
ger. Second stop will be to look
over the 56-acre orchard of B. B.
Freeman in the Cheaney Com-
munity, 10 miles northeast of
Gorman.

The young orchard of Ray
Burns, northeast of Gorman will
be the third and last stop before
pausing for lunch at the Brown
Jug Cafe.

A business session of the group
will be held during the lunch
stop, it was explained.

Towns or organizations that
would like to have the pecan
show in December are urged to
present their invitations during
this business session. Members
vote upon the selection of the
show site. Rules prevent the show
from being held in the same town
two years in succession.

The afternoon stops on the tour
will include the orchard of Les
Wallace, next to the Brown Jug
in Gorman, and the Earl Walker
orchard, south of Cisco.

The group, besides inspecting
the current crop, will also check
the foliage, the current season
growth of the limbs, presence of
insects, the indication of scab,
rosette, leaf spot, aphid infesta-
tion and the general condition of
the orchards.
