American agricultural pro-
duction is a major factor in 
world peace, Texas Agricul-
ture Commissioner John C. 
White said here Saturday 
night at the annual Farmer's 
Banquet. 

-Our food production is to 
America what oil is to the 
Arab countries. However, I 
trust that we will share our 
food production with the rest 
of the world rather than using 
it simply as a political tool," 
White said. 

"The agricultural producer 
and the agricultural industry 
are now beginning to get the 
recognition they deserve. The 
ability of the American farm-
er is the envy of the world. 
We must use our agricultural 
production to assure this coun-
try and the world of a lasting 
peace. 

"We are seeing more de-
mand for food and fiber 
throughout the world. We in 
this country must respond to 
that demand. Barring world-
wide depression, I believe that 
we are now in an era of try-
ing to produce sufficiently to 
meet demands. 

"We can not sit back on our 
record of production and say 
to the rest of the world: we 

shave plenty of food — too bad 
about you. If we adopt this 
attitude, we will only bring 
ruin upon ourselves. We do 
not realize it in this nation, 
but every night about two-
thirds of the world's popula-
tion goes to bed hungry. 

"Food is our most valuable 
ally in keeping peace in the 
world. We have a moral duty 
to see to it that we provide 
as much food for the world 
as we Can produce. 

"Food can and must be 
used to promote a lasting 
peace. If we do not look upon 
this opportunity as a commit-
ment to help our fellow man, 
I believe that we will lose that 
blessing and privilege that we 
now have," White said. 

White also urged a better 
understanding on the part of 
the consumer for the agri-
cultural producer. "He has 
many problems. His willing-
ness to produce will depend 
on how the consumers react," 
White said. 

The 24-year veteran in Aus-
tin was not so serious in his 

opening remarks of his early 
days of campaigning in the 
Gorman area that brought -a 
round of thunderous laughter 
from the audience. He ,receiv-
ed a standing ovation from the 
audience at the close of his 
address. 

Dale and Wanda Glasson 
and daughter, Debbie of Ama-
rillo, presented a most de-
lightful program in song and 
piano numbers. They were 
Sly assisted with two num-
bers by Wanda's brother, 
Corky Brown. 

Ross Wilson, manager of 
Southwestern Peanut Growers 
Association, received a stand-
ing ovation from his friends 
when he was presented a 
plaque citing him .as Man of 
The Year.

People insured under social 

security who need kidney di-
alysis treatment or a kidney 
transplant because of a chron-
ic kidney disease can now 
qualify for Medicare, accord-
ing to Glyn Hammons, social 
security manager in Abilene. 

Wives, husbands, and chil-
dren of an insured worker 
may also be eligible for hemo-
dialysis treatment or a trans-
plant under Medicare, even 
though they are not insured 
under social security them-
selves. 

People with chronic kidney 
disease are deemed to be dis-
abled for Medicare purposes 
even though they are able to 
work full time or their activ-
ities are not otherwise re-
stricted. They would qualify 
for the hospital and medical 
(doctor) insurance. Previous-
ly, only people over 65 could 
qualify for Medicare; but, now 
disabled people can also qual-
ify if certain conditions are 
met, Hammons explained. 

Services required for the 
treatment of chronic kidney 
disease will be furnished by 
hospitals or special kidney 
treatment centers which meet 
Medicare standards. Home 
dialysis programs are also 
covered. Medicare will help 
pay for these costs. 

"Medicare coverage for 
people with severe kidney dis-
ease is not automatic," Ham-
mons said. "An application 
must be filed with the local 
social security office at Abi-
lene. The telephone number is 
915-677-5262.

Insect control on fruit trees 
is largely a preventive pro-
gram. Once the insects begin 
to cause damage, little can be 
done to rid the fruit of the 
pests and prevent further 
damage. Most of the common 
fruit damaging insects begin 
their activity and reproduc-
tion during the first 30-45 days 
;:fter the trees begin to bloom. 
Therefore, insecticides applied 
during this early period will 
control the insects which dam-
age the fruit later in the sea-
son. 

Homeowners with a few 
trees are advised to follow a 
preventive spray program. 
Malathion or Itilethoxychlor, 
either in the wettable powder 
or emulsiable concentrCe 
forms, are effective. They are 
not hazardous when used as 
directed and will not leave a 
residue.

Department of Agriculture, 
the Texas Agricultural Ex- 
periment Station - and 	the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. Forty-four counties 
were selected in Texas for 
this research project. East-
land County was not one of 
those 44 counties. The Exten-
sion Service was asked to 
conduct training sessions, but 
had nothing to' do with the 
selection of the 44 counties. 
Efforts are being made in this 
county as well as surrounding 
counties to solve this grow-
ing problem. We hope this re-
search will lead to a method 
of proper control throughout 
the state. 

A good set of peaches or 
plums from the trees is not 
a certainty. For, insects can 
damage the fruit or even 
"wipe-out" the crop if not 
controll d. 

We recommend four spray 

applications, timed to coin-
cide with bloom and fruit 

formation. The first or petal 
fall spray should be applied 

when about three-fourths of 
the blossom petals have fall- 

en. The second or shuck split 
spray should be made in a- 

bout 10 days. The third or 
cover spray should follow the 

third application in 14 to 21 
day's. 

Should later infestations be-
come damaging, a spray con-
taining carbaryl (Sevin) will 
give good control. It can be 
::afely used on peaches and 
plums up to the day before 
harvest. 

Other details on fruit spray 
schedules are available from 
our office.
