Good Citizenship 
If a man was going to appoint a 

manager over 8 factory, he would 
give a great deal of time to study 
the record and personality and ideas 
of the applicants for the job. 

Yet the same man who considers 
business questions so carefully, will 
give scarcely any thought to the 
choice of candidates for office. Then 
he will kick because the govern-
ment is not run in a business way. 

The newspapers provide the 
means by which the people can ac-
quaint themselves as to the fitness 
for candidates.

One can not expect to vote intell-
igently merely by reading the 
speeches and statements that can-
didates make just previous to elect 
ion or primary day. The good citizen 
buys as many good newspapers as 
he can afford, beginning always 
with his home town paper, and he 
reads everything these newspapers 
print from January 1, to December 
31, on matters of politics and local, 
state, and national government. 

The student of politics who fol-
lows this policy is not fooled by the 
specious claims of candidates, and 
parties. When people make false 
promises and hold up illusory hopes 
at election time. he is able to reflect 
what these same people did in past 
months and years, and how their 
promises are to be viewed in the 
light of their past achievements 
and records. 

The progress provides the con-
tinuous record of public affairs by 
which every voter in this section 
can Corm an intelligent opinion as 
to parties and candidates. It does 
not expect that its readers will 
agree always with its political 
views. But it does give its pledge to 
furnish a faithful and impartial re-
cord of facts, from which everyone 
can draw his own reasonable con-
clusions, as to what candidates and 
parties he should support for public 
office.

Did you know that approximate-
ly 8,000 automobiles and trucks 
have been registered in this county 
this year and that probably one 
thousand more are unregistered? 

Do you thank it is conservative 
to say that the extra wear and tear 
and depreciation over our roads as 
they are is $200 per car per year 
more than it will be over our paved 
roads when they are finished: and 
is it conservative to say that the 
extra gas. oil, repairs, tires etc, is 
$25 per car per month? If these 
figures are incorrect they are low 
instead of high. 

Did you know that the extra wear 
and tear for all the cars in the cou-
nty is $1,800,000 per year and extra 
operating expenses is $2,700,000, 
or a total of $4,500,000 per year; 
that we are losing each year the 
total of our bond issue? And then 
add the comfort and convenience of 
paved roads. 

The Commissioner's Court are 
going to build the system of roads 
as outlined in the public meeting, 
and that if the encreased cost 
makes it possible to build all out of 
the Bond Issue sections here and 
there will be deferred and build out 
of the general road and bridge fund 
as it comes in, for while the roads 
are building and a year or two 
after this money will not be needed 
for maintenance and repairs and 
can be used to supplement the bond 
Issue, to the end that our road pro-
gram will be carried out.

Many ad writers make their work unattractive by fill-
ing up their spaces with a lot of small type. If they make a 
big spread, they quote the prices of hundreds of articles. 
when they would do better to refer to a smaller number, but 
make those more conspicuous. An ad filled with fine type 
looks forbidding to the eye. 

A small ad is most effective to concentrate on a very 
few special features, and speak briefly about these offerings. 

Every ad ought to have one or more terse head lines in 
large type, in which the heart of the special story should be 
told in a few words, There are some people who look through 
advertising, as they do the news, reading only the headlines, 
If the headline makes them think you have something that 
would interest them, they read the whole ad carefully. If the 
headline is a vague, general, or bluffing statement, they 
may pass over the whole notice.

The Chinese bury their dead on 
the mountain side where the earth 
is dry and there is less danger of 
floods. The monuments are built 
along the highway to inform the 
public of the great men who have 
lived and died in the neighboring 
villages. 

A brief history of the dead man 
serves as an epitaph,. and a tortoise 
or dragon, carved into the stone, 
symbolizes eternal life. 

Death is an expensive proposition 
for the Chinaman. Only the leaders 
of community life are honored by 
monuments along the highway. But 
by the time even the average citi-
zen's funeral expenses are paid—
with numerous pallbearers and 
feasts for the mourners—well, it's 
cheaper to live. 

There is an average of one doctor 
.to every 400,000 Chinese_ So the 
Interchurch World Movement, in 
which America's evangelical bodies 
are cooperating, intends to cut 
down funeral expenses for China by 
opening a large number of new hos-
pitals and by strengthening existing 
institutions.

DATES MAKE MANY DELIGHTFUL 
AND WHOLESOME DISHES. 

A few dates, a handful of nuts, a 
bit of bread and baiter, a gloss of 

nallk, and one is well fed. 
The dote is valuable 
toad, and it is refre,/h-
ing occasionally to cut 
looSe from modern cook-
ery and enjoy first prin-
ciples. 

Date and Apple Pie.—
Line a t plate with a 
rich crust, till with a 
mixture of chopped dates 

and apples, using one cupful. of dates 
to two of apple; sprinkle with cinna-
mon, sugar and dot with bits of but-
ter. Cover with a top crust and hake 
in a moderate oven one hour. Serve 
hot or cold with whipped cream or 
a la mode. 

Date Sandwiches. — Remove the 
Stones from well-washed dates and cut 
in strips; add an equal quantity of 
pecan meats, cut fine; mix with a lit-
tle creamed butter; add a dash of 
salt and spread on slices of bread. 

Stuffed dates make a most dainty 
little dessert when one does not wish 
anything more filling. Stuff with fon-
dant, cream cheese, or with nuts, as 
all are good. 

Date Cream Puffs.--Fill cream puffs 
with a mixture of nuts, duties and 
whipped create; roll in sugar and 
serve. The puffs, if made very small, 
look more dainty and go furthet. 

Date Bread.—Make a sponge with 
one quart of lukewarm water, half a 
compressed yeast cake and a teaspoon-
ful of salt, one and one-half pints of 
flour. When light and spongy add 
half a cupful each of sugar and mo-
lasses and flour to make a drop Clat-
ter ; add two cupfuls of chopped dates; 
knead and let rise. When light, mold 
into loaves; rise again and bake 45 
minutes. 

Date Pudding.—Take two-thirds of 
a cupful of chopped suet, one cupful 
of bread crumbs, one egg well beaten, 
two tablespoonfuls of sugar, one cup-
ful of milk, one cupful of stoned dates 
cut fine, one teaspoonful of vanilla, 
two teaspoonfuls of baking powder, Ei 
half-teaspoonful of salt and enough 
flour to make a drop batter. Steam 
three hours and serve with an egg 
sauce.

APTLY NAMED "MOLTEN SEA" 

High Priests' Swimming Pool in Solo-
mon's Temple Most Wonderful 

"Tub" Ever Constructed. 

How many persons ponder, while 
"tubbing" in the midst of modern con-
veniences, on how the rest of the world 
performs this same act of personal 
cleanliness? The stolen pleasures of 
the "old swimmin' hole," the wooden 
tub in the kitchen surrounded by that 
questionable curtain of privacy—a 
sheet over the clothes horse—a real 
sea bath or swim in a "gym" pool have 
been the stepping stones of progres-
sion for most of us to the modern con-
veniences. 

This bathing idea started with Bible 
folk, who built the most wonderful 
swimming pool the world has ever 
seen in Solomon's temple. This 
"molten sea" measured ten cubits from 
brim to brim, five cubits in height and 
was round in compass; the thickness 
was a hand's breadth, and the brim, 
shaped like that of a teacup, was 
carved with lilies and leaves. The 
immense basin was borne aloft by 
12 carved oxen, three each facing 
north, south, east and west. The pool 
received and held 3,000 bathers at one 
time and was designed for and used 
by high priests, there being 20,000 
baths of wine and the same number 
of oil provided for the, laymen.—In-
diaimpolis Star. 

Beautiful St. Sophia. 
St. Sonnia'S church at Constanti-

nople - is one of the most remarkable 
buildings in the world. In architec-
tural features the structure has a 107-
foot dome carried on four pillars, one 
at each corner, and composed of light 
plinike stone, with the apex 175 feet 
above the floor.

To Drill Holes in Glass.

Lal gest Town in Alabama 

Full Grown in One Year, 

HAD A MO:DEL GOVERNMENT 

JUST TO REMIND YOU!

The fourth largest city in Alabama, 

peopled with 21,000 souls of diverse 
races and religions, uprooted from far 
scattered communities in every part 
of the United States and Canada 
sprang into being almost overnight 
around the great new government am 
monium nitrate plant down on 'the 
open cod- in and corn fields at Miracle 
Shoals on the Tennessee River during 
the last year of the 'World War. Here 
was a problem in city building, munic-
ipal government and col-annuity wel-
fare that has seldom been equalled 
and the success of its solution has 
never been excelled. 

The job was in the Sands of the Air 
Nitrates Corporation which had been 
organized under the direction of the 
Ordnance Department to build plant 
and city at Muscle Shoals. Early in 
January, 1918, this new town had a 
few temporary buildings and a popu-
lation of 300. This had jumped by the 
middle of August to more than 21,000.

In the management of the new 
towns and army cantonments that 
sprang up during the war the old-
Sine evils that attended the growth or 
mushroom cities have been avoided 
by the application of modern welfare 
systems. 'But nowhere were condi-
tions more difficult than at Muscle 
Shoals. Here was a malarial region 
threatened at the same time with 
other deadly disease epidemics. Trans-
portation was lacking. No nearby 
labor was available and the general 
labor shortage was at its most acute 
stage. Costs of labor and supplies 
were leaping over night. Furthermore, 
Muscle Shoals thiTered front all the 
other new war towns inasmuch as it 
was to be permanent_ 

hew Government Devised. 
The managers, besides city govere-

ment, had to hurdle the entire retail 
Mudness of the town. A camp super-
visor's department was put in charge 
of the maintenance: of all buildings 
tire pthteetion and sanitation. The 
atop supervisor looked eLer every-• 

thing from the mending of a lock to 
the remodeling of groups of buildings 
er laying sewers or sthein mains. For 
the bachelor contingent a commissary 
department was necessary. 

The business department tnanaged 
the stores, canteens, motion picture 
theaters, pool parlors, tailor shops, 
dry 	cleaning establishment ts, barber 
shops, newssi;11113S, a lintel, 11 vegetable 
farm and a hog farm where 1,000 hogs 
were raised on the waat:es from eat-
tug places. H maintained a slaughter 
house v. here these hogs were • put 
through the regular packing house 
coarse. It operated a laundry which 
cleaned 7,403 pieces a day. Then 
there was a real estate department 
that rented and managed the family 
quarters and a housing department 
which assigned to quarters everybody 
excepting the families. 

Under separate Jurisdiction from Its 
community director were the police. 

The health department, in charge of 
a physician from New York city, 
started with a small office in one of 
the temporary buildings, and was 
soon full grown and splendidly 
equipped. Conditions were favorable 
to disease. The winter was the 
severest on record in northern Ala-
bama. The men were compelled to 
work either in deep snow or mud above 
their knees. As a result a pneumonia 
epidemic developed among the Negroes 
that spring. Later in the year a 
typhoid epidemic was threatened. 
Moreover, the- site of the plant was in 
the heart of the malaria district. But 
the pneumonia epidemic was checked, 
the typhoid threat nipped in the bud, 
and malaria stamped out. 

A Health Record Established 
The little first-aid hoapital present. 

ly grew to a complete modem institu-
tion with a nurses' home and a sep-
arate dispensary for dental, eye, ear, 
nose, throat, genito-urinary clinics and 
a surgical dispensary for first-aid 
work. 

During the eight months when the 
death rate was not affected by the in-
fluenza and pneumonia epidemics the 
general health rate was 12.4 per thou-
sand per year, winch is lower than in 
most cities in the same latitude and 
climate, and the pneumonia death rate 
during the epidemic was lower than 
in most army cantonments. 

Much of the success of the health 
administration is due to the establish-
ment of the Muscle Shoals sanitary 
district by the United States Public 
Health Service. 

The education and welfare depart-
ment also had a vital work to perform. 
There was a school population of over 
1,000. The Secretary of War created 
the community organization branch 
of the Ordnance Department which, 
with advice and aid of some of the 
greatest school men of the country, 
prescribed the courses of study and 
recruited teachers from the best es-
tablished systems.
