VEGETABLES

A large number of planted acres
in practically every line of farm
truck will be netded to meet the
demands for the operations of the
Truck Growers Association during
the next few months, states J. E.
Smith, president of the lozal truck
Many farm-

growers organization.
ers have already signed up for
planting of various truck crops,
Lut the demands for farm products
during the next few months will
fir exceed the production, based
the present acreage to be
planted. In issuing call for a
meeting on next Tuesday night at
the K. of P. Hall, President Smith
states that all present indications
point to the fact that no farmer
will make a mistake in doubling
his planned agreage for truck
crops and both the Gorman and
Rising Star organizations have
been assured that they will be able
to dispose of all the farm producze
they can raise, and at a consider-
ably higher price than was first
expected.

In a letter addressed to all
farmers of this section, Mr. Smith
states:
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“The last few months has seen
an unseasonal increase in the mar-
ket prices of farm products and
it is forecast that there will be
additional rises in prices. Due to
the curtailment of acreage that
can now be planted to existing
cash crops, there will be a great
opportunity for truck crops during
the coming season.

“A ready market and a
price for all farm products
assured by the cooperation of the
farmers of this section, and it is
estimated that the already planted
crop of more than one-thousand
acres, exclusive of the melon crop,
is far short of the amount of
acreage needed Lo reach the exist-
ing demands and that some 5,000
acres will be necessary to supply
the need and assure the volume,.

“A  meeting of the Gorman
Truck Growers Association will be
held at the K. of P. Hall next
Tuesday night and every member
of the association and thuse who
have not yet joined the organiza-
tion are urgently requested to be
present and hear and take part
in the discussions that will be held.

“It will also be necessary for
each member and producer to
bring in a list of the various crops
he plans to plant this season and
with the organization's
secretary, in order that a reason-
able check may be made regard-
ing the number of acres being
planted. Plans are already under-
way to market the farm products
as they are harvested, and the
association must know how much
acreage is in, in order that orderly
marketing may be made.

Your
cooperation and at the
meeting earnestly  requested.

On Sale May 1

l The VUnited States Defense
Savings Bonds and Postal Savings
,Stnmps were placed on sale in
Post Offices on Thursday, May 1.

A Defense Bond may be pur-

$18.75. In ten years, this bond
will be "worth $25.00. This is
increase of 33 1-8 per cent, equal
to an annual interest return of
2.9 per cent, compounded semi-
annually. Any time after sixty
the date of purchase,
the bond may be redeemed for
cash, in accordance with a table
of redemption values printed on
the face of the bond.

The bonds are in denominations
o 225, 850, 8100, 3500 and $1,000,
ali of which are sold for 75 per
cent of their maturity value and
ali of which mature in ten yeuars.

For the smaller investor who
wants to buy a Government Bond
on an easy payment plan, the post
office will have a new series of
Postal Savings Stamps ,at 102, 25¢,
50¢, S1, and $5. Each purchaser
of any Savings Stamp higher than
10c will be given, free of charge,
an attractive pocket album in
which to paste his stamps until
he has enough to buy a $25 bond
or one of higher denomination.
