The problem is simple when
diplomatic immunity is used as a
cloak. Some time ago, an intel-
ligence officer observed a furtive
meeting between A traitor-suspect
and two attaches of an Asiatic
power. He followed, and a wild
automobile chase developed. But
by the time he caught up with the
other machine, the traitor had
escaped and the attaches were en-
tering the grounds of their Em-
bassy. By international agree-
ment, all Embassy grounds are
‘“foreign soil'" and immune from
search. So the officer was help-
less, though positive that precious
navy documents were within a
few yards of him.

Violation of privileges is far
from the rule, but when an Em-
bassy does overstep, it has every
advantage. Sealed Embassy pouch-
es, though suspected of containing
stolen secrets, are Inviolate.
