Things started off on a bad note for 
the Panthers. They took the opening 
kickoff and were forced to punt from 
deep in their own end of the field. The 
snap from the center went over the head 
of the punter and rolled into the end 
zone where it was recovered by 
Sanchez of Gorman and the Wildcats 
had a safety and a 2 point lead. 

The Wildcats added to their lead 
with 5:33 left in the second when they 
took over on their own 17 and went the 
distance in 10 plays with Salazar get-
ting the final 6 yards on a run. The 
kick for point failed and the Wildcats 
led 8 to 0 at the halftime intermission. 

Both the Wildcat Band and the Pan-
ther Marching Band put on a good 
show for the fans. The Gorman Band 
performed a routine that was made up 
by the Senior Band members. It was 
very good. 

Then in the third period the Wild-
cats took the kickoff on their own 31 
and scored in 14 plays, aided by a 15 
yard penalty on a third down and 19 
for a first down for the Wildcats. The 
score came on a 1 yard run by Will-
iams with 3:09 left in the period. The 
kick for point was good and Rising Star 
led 15 to O. 

The Panthers came back to make the 
game closer in the fourth period when 
they got the ball on the Wildcat 35 and 
scored in 6 plays with Sanchez getting 
the score on a 9 yard run with 7:05 left 
in the period. Sanchez booted the ex-
tra point and put the score at 15-7. 

But the Wildcats were not to be de-
nied the win when they took the short 
kickoff and returned it to the Gorman 
36. From there the Wildcats rolled in 
the for the score in 6 plays. Salazar 
ran for 26 yards on the first play and 
got the final 2 yards on a run with 3:08 
left. A pas try was complete for the 2 
pointer and the final score was 23-7 as 
the Panthers could not move the ball 
in the final minutes. 

Margarito Sanchez led the Panthers 
with 108 yards on 14 carries and Jer-
emy Bryan had 98 yards on 16 tries. 
Adan Rodriquez got 13 yards on 4 car-
ries. 

The Panthers had a disappointed 
season after being picked to take sec-
ond place in district. They were hurt 
by injuries to key players and that had 
a lot to do with their 4-4-1 record. 
There were 9 seniors on the team this 
year and they will be missed on next 
year's squad. 

The Panthers played their hearts out 
all year and they just had some bad 
breaks in several games. But the Gor-
man fans are very proud of their Pan-
thers.

In the lobby 
of the planetarium the students examined collections of rocks and meteorites as 
well as an astronaut's suit on loan from the NASA Space Center. 

The students enjoyed a picnic lunch at Rose Park and played on the elaborate 
playground equipment in the park before going on a tour of the Abilene Reporter 
,New in the afternoon. Students were able to see the huge three story printipresses 
of the Abilene Reporter News in operation. These presses used many rolls of 
paper which would be 5 miles long if stretched out one each edition of the news-
paper that is printed. Since the newspaper uses so much paper, students were 
encouraged to recycle paper and old newspaper so that more trees can be saved. 
Our students learned that advertisements in the newspaper pays for 85% of the 
cost of each newspaper with a full page color advertisement in the Sunday paper 
costing as much as $4,000.00 per page. 

Field trips such as this one are an extension of school because they round out 
our children's education and enable them to have a better understanding of the 
world around them.

Cox and fellow crew members pre-
pared for the deployment by participat-
ing in a Pacific Join Task Force Exer-
cise off the coast of Southern Califor-
nia. The exercise involved more than 
15,000 U. S., Canadian, Australian and 
Chilean participants and tested Cox's 
ability to respond to situations he might 
encounter during the deployment.
