His mail carrier spoke 
of him as "a man with whom one 
likes to tarry." 

Mr Holliday was born Septem-
ber 19, 1889 in Erath County. He 
was married to Lena Gregory on 
March 15th, 1908. At the age of 
18 he had joined the Missionary 
Baptist Church. He had never 
wandered from the faith. 

Surviving him are besides his 
wife, his sons: D H. Holliday of 
Ropesville, L D Holliday of Gor-
man, and R A Holliday of Ran-
ger, and Bill of Sundown, and a 
daughter, Mrs Perline Cox of 
Ranger. There are also eight 
grandchildren.

A few days ago, I appeared on 
a radio broadcast by the Texas 
Quality Network in a discussion 
of the "Reciprocal Trade Agree-
ments." 

Senator George W Malone of 
Nevada and Congressman John E 
Lyle, of Corpus Christi, were the 
other Members of Congress par-
ticipating. Some of you may per 
haps have heard the program. 

How does foreign trade affect 
citizens of Texas? Well, the fol-
lowing figures are pretty impress-
ive. The latest accurate figures 
show that more than 34% of all 
the cotton produced in this coun 
try is eXported; 48% of all the 
wheat, 23% of all the tobacco, 
37% of rice, and 45% of dried 
whole milk is shipped abroad. In 
all, 1(8 of the cash crops in our 
agricultural production is export 
ed. In dollars and cents, agricul-
tural exports annually amount to 
almost three billion dollars. In 
the case of cotton, corn, wheat, 
rice, and peanuts, their exports 
have a direct influence on domes 
tic prices and of course lessen the 
competition they meet in the 
home market. 

One of the most important piec 
es of legislation now pending in 
the Congress is a renewal and ex 
tension of the Reciprocal Trade 
Argeements. President Eisenhow 
er has asked that the law be ex-
tended for one yar and that dur-
ing this time an overall study be 
given to the world trade picture. 

There is a wide difference of 
opinion among Members of Con-
gress on the subject. The old phil-
osophies of a high protective tar-
iff as opposed to free trade are 
involved. At one time, this ques-
tion, to a large extent made the 
difference between Democrats 
and Republicans. Incidentally, in 
this day and time, we often won 
der what makes the difference. 

Be this as ity may, many of us 
find that in dealing with this

issue, the shoe is at times on the 
other foot. It seems to me *'e need 
to adjust our thinking and mod-
ify our efforts to stay in line with 
the development of our economy 
which has become so very com-
plex in recent years. 

For instance, I want to see the 
greatest possible exports of agri-
cultural commodities in surplus 
supply. We in the agricultural 
areas want a low tariff on manu-
factured goods which we ourselv-
es do not produce. A favorable 
balance in this respect means the 
prosperity or depression for the 
farmer. Historically, we have had 
to sell our farm products on an 
unprotected market and buy man 
ufactured goods on a, protected 
market. I have consistently argu-
ed, and did so on the radio pro-
gram which I mentioned; that the 
tariff barriers protecting manu-
factured goods made in the indus 
trial North and Northeast have 
for a hundred years been a form 
of subsidy for manufacturers. 

Now here is where the shoe is 
on the other foot. Today, there 
is being imported into this coun-
try more than a million barrels 
of crude oil daily on which a 
very low import duty is imposed. 
The importers are the great major 
oil companies of this country, 
which makes the problem even 
more difficult than if a foreign 
government itself was doing the 
importing. The major oil compan-
ies insist that they are only sup-
plementing domestic production. 
As a matter of fact, they are re-
placing it. Aside from shutting in 
production by proration in Texas, 
it is having and will have a pe-
pressing effect on the oil market, 
to the detriment of the smaller 
companies and the independent 
producer. 

It is an understatement to say 
that the problem confronting us 
in connection with Foreign Trade 
Agreements is a serious one. I 
strongly favor Reciprocal Trade 
Agreements, but think we must 
have du& consideration in con-
nection with oil imports to main-
tain a healthy oil economy in this 
country.
