Turney outined the three points
considered in sefting priorities:
damage, land treatment and the
interest of people. All points had
been made in this project, he
said.

Entering testimony in the hear-
ing were:

. County Judge Scott Bailev
who stated that the County Com-
missioners Court had joined as

the system as provided by law.

Frank Seckinger, Comanche
County Commissioner, represent-
ing County Judge D. F. Caraway,
made a brief statement giving
their full support and corporation
in the project.

, H. A. (Pete) Tyrone, Car-
bon area resident and a longtime
advocate of flood control on the
Sabanna, explained the devastat-
ing damage done by the river,
steting that it averages three flood
stages a year.

. Dean Kirk of Gorman told
of the erosion of the once fertile
land in the Sabanna watershed,
and said that it is a “pleasure
to be a steward of the soil, bu’
that if corrective measures aren't
taken, there won't be any soil to
be a steward of.”

. Melvin Shell of Gorman
outlined the valuve of increased
peanut crop yields through irri-
gation. Irrigation yields from de-
velopment of the Sabanna could
equal income from & factory hir-
ing @ many as 100 people, he
said, stating that there are some
2,900 acres of peanuts in the wat-

Wilson summed up, telling the
board that in no other project
could state funds be more wisely
spent. “What have you seen in
this project? he asked. “Interest,
endorsement, control at work and
agricultural challenge.”

The $2 million Sabanna project
is one of 24 under consideration
by the State Soil and Water Con-
servation Board. Funds are avail-
able for only six, and the plan-
ning for those selected as top
priority will probably take up
to some 18 months.

Supparters of the project should
know by the end of May whether
the Sabanna Watershed Project
has been picked among the select-
ed half-dozen.
