In 1827 the Mexican government
extended the boundaries of the
grant making it second in size only

C. Robertson, and soon Robertson
and Austin became embrolled in a
sharp econtroversy over land u-
ties and their respective righta

Long, acrimonious lawsuits fol-
lowed. Not until five years after
Roberison's death did the Texas
courts finally decide that he had
beld valid title to the lands where
he had settled some 600 colonists
before the Revolution
