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A Social Security
Message For
Brides-To-Be

It’s the tine of year when many
brides-to-be aré busy with a list of
“‘things to do’’ before their wedding.
The Social Security Administration
(SSA) would like them to add one
important, but easily managed item,
to that list.

“If you're going to change your
name when you marry, remember to
tell Social Security,”” says Glyn
Hammons, manager of the Abilene
Social Security office,.

For women who are working,
reporting a name change assures
that they will receive proper credit
for their earnings and, one day, all
the Social Security benefits they are
due. For women who don’t work
outside the home, reporting the
change will ensure that their Social
Security record shows the correct
name when the time comes to apply
for benefits.

Another important reason to re-
port your change of name is that
Internal Revenue Service and SSA
records should show the same name
and Social Security number. If they
don’t, your tax refund could be
postponed.

“‘Of course, if a woman continues
to use her maiden name after
marriage, as many women do to-
day,” said Hammons, ‘‘they don’t
need to report the marriage. They
just have to be sure to use their
maiden name consistently through-
out their working years. And if
someone should change her mind
later, let Social Security know at that
time."”’

To report a name change, call
Social Security’s toll-free number,
1-800-772-1213, any business day
between 7 a. m. and 7 p. m., or call
or visit your local Social Security
office. You'll need to complete an
Application For A Social Security
Card and provide either your marri-
age certificate to verify your old and
new names or two documents--one
with your maiden name and one with
your married name. All documents
must be originals or certified copies.
The application form lists acceptable
documents.
