Texas Booster Seat Law 
By: Wayne Dennis, EMTP - Child Passenger Safety Technician 

Program Director, Eastland County Child Safety Program 
Member, Governor's Injury Prevention Committee 

There seems to be some misunderstanding on the new Texas Booster Seat Law that passed 
during the last legislative session as to when it will go into effect and when citations can be issued. 
So, let me try and clarify what is in the new law and when it will be enforced. 

The old child passenger safety law was: Texas occupant protection law states that all chil-
dren younger than 5 years of age and less than 36 inches tall are required to be in a child safety seat 
system. It also classifies safety seat infractions as moving violations for the first time. 

Booster seats are considered to be child safety seat systems, as long as the seat is appropri-
ate for that child -- he or she should fit within the weight range stated on the seat. This law become 
effective Sept. 1, 2005. 

The New Texas Booster Seat Law: A person commits an offense if the person operates a 
passenger vehicle, transports a child who is younger than eight years of age, unless the child is taller 
than four feet, nine inches, and does not keep the child secured during the operation of the vehicle in 
a child passenger safety seat system according to the instructions of the manufacturer of the safety 
seat system.  

Timetable: This laW becomes effective Sept. 1, 2009. Warnings will be issued to violators 
until June 1, 2010, at which time.cktations Will be issued. 

According to Safe Riders,;hichiS the child passenger safety division of the Texas Depart-
ment of State Health Services has stated that, "current Texas law will continue to be enforced until 
the citation phase of the new law bedomes effective. This means, that no local, county or state LEO 
can issue you a ticket for not having your child in a booster seat, IF they fall under the new booster 
seat requirements, and are not ip.a booster seat. However, they CAN still issue tickets for children 
that are NOT restrained either in d 'seat belt or some type of child safety seat. Again, current law is 
younger than 5 yrs and less than 36; inches tall. This means that they can ride in a seat belt if they 
are 5 yrs and over 36 inches tall until June 1, 2010. However, it's recommended that you keep the 
child in a booster seat (either high back or low/no back) until they reach 8 yrs and over the 4 feet nine 
inches tall. 

We will be conducting a booster seat/child safety seat checkup event, rather than a distri-
bution event, where you come and pick up a seat. This will be done during the Gorman Peanut 
Festival, Saturday, September 12,2009. Time & location has not been set as of yet. For this event, 
we do ask that you call and schedule a time for this event, as it will take about 30 minutes per seat. 
Please call 254-734-5989 to set your time, but drive ups will be taken also.

The law does not require that services be provided to all children with disabilities volun• -
tarily enrolled in private or home schools, or to every private or home school, However, every effort 
will be made to provide appropriate services with proportionate IDEA funds. If you will contact 
your local school district or East End Education Co-op, you will assist us in our effort to accurately 
count all IDEA eligible children enrolled in private 
and home schools. This count will help to determine how best to use the proportionate share of 
IDEA funds to meet the needs of children with disabilities voluntarily enrolled in private and home 
school settings.

3. Rituals and Traditions- These give us identity and tell a family story of morals and values. 
We bless and pray for one another and have a bedtime ritual that includes God's Presence. 

4. Family Service- This is NOT an obligation but a loving grateful response to God's love and 
grace for us. As we serve one another, we live out our faith. 

Finally, I would add...each day before rising...Ask God 
1. To help you safeguard an uninterrupted family time. (Perhaps over dinner.) 
2. To strengthen your family's bonds 
3. To help your kids value spending time with you and with God. 
4. To help you set your priorities, as an example to your family. 

If you think this isn't important let me share some statistics with you: 
39% of children say they wish their parents worked less and played more. 
'43% say they want their 'parents to spend more time with them in the outdoors. 

68% say their parents•or guardians are the most important role models in their lives, next are their 
peers. (Who do you want teaching your child life's values?) 

37% say positive values are the most important thing their parents teach them. (Believe me; they 
wouldrather learn them from you, than their peers. It could be life-saving in today's world.) 

If you need guidance, PRAY, then please talk with your local clergy or school counselor.
