di Jan. 4, 2011 - The U.S. Department of Agriculture has 
nalized procedures for the upcoming referendum on the continu-

ation of the Sorghum Checkoff Program and is announcing the 
dates it will conduct the referendum. 

For the program to continue, the Sorghum Promotion, 
Research, and Information order requires that a referendum be 
conducted no later than 3 years after the start of assessments, 
which began on July 1, 2008. The order requires a simple major-
ity vote in the referendum for the program to continue. 

USDA will conduct the referendum Feb. 1-28, 2011, at 
local Farm Service Agency (FSA) offices for producers and the 
Agricultural Marketing Service office, referenced below, for im-
porters. Ballots may be obtained in person, by mail or facsimile 
at county FSA offices, or via the Internet at www.ams.usda.gov/ 
sorghumpage. 

Any eligible person engaged in the production of im-
portation of sorghum from July 1, 2008, to December 31, 2010, 
is eligible to participate. Individuals are required to provide docu-
mentation such as a sales receipt or remittance form that shows 
they engaged in the production or importation of sorghum. 

The Sorghum Checkoff Program, and its 13-member 
board, is authorized by the Commodity Promotion Research and 
Information Act of 1996. The mandatory program is funded at the 
rate of 0.6 percent of the net market value on grain sorghum and 
0.35 percent of the net market value of sorghum forage. 

Sorghum Checkoff is a national, coordinated, self-help 
marketing program designed to strengthen the position of sor-
ghum in the market place, maintain and expand existing domestic 
and foreign markets and uses for sorghum, and develop new mar-
kets and uses for sorghum. 

The final procedures were published in the Nov. 18, 
2010, Federal Register. The notice announcing the dates of the 
referendum were published in the Jan. 4, 2011, Federal Register.

TOLSTOI AID TIIE ECON0111 

Count Lei Tolstoy, now dead, is the most famous Russian 
novelist. He wrote 'War and Peace,' a big book filled with a lot of 
war and a little peace. He also wrote a little known bok of practical 
but revolutionary theology: The Kingdom of God is WithirLYThr In 
this little bock Tolstoy advocates, among other things having to do 
with government, doing away with capital punishment. He views it 
as state authorized murder. 

Now the morning newspaper headlines inform me that 
Texas will have a budget shortfall of between l5 billion and 22 bil-
lion dollars. And the same newspaper informs me that the execu-
tion drug used to kill (Tolstoy would call it murder) criminals in 
Texas is in short supply. The drug is called sodium thiopental and it 
may not be available toTexas' used because the Italian plant which it 
demands an assurance that it will not be used for putting Texas jail 
inmates to death. 

All is not lost though. My son, Al, a reputable Chicago 
lawyer has informed me in a heated Father/Son debate on the eco-
nomics of the death sentence, that it is more costly to put criminals 
to death than to maintain them in jail for the remainder of their 
natural lives. 

Nov to get back to the budget and try to connect the dots: 
Texas lawmakers plan to close down four schools of higher educa-
tion in their effort to deal with the economic crisis. And I was just 
wondering whether our Republican lawmakers might save enough 
money by eliminating capital punishment to keep the four colleges 
open for the education of our young people who might find legal 
forms of employement, thereby reducing the need for jails and pro-
ducing fewer inmates who are now eligible for death at the hands of 
state officials. 

I am confident that this would accord with Tolstoy and I 
will go one step further to suggest that the book The Kingston of 
God is WithinYou bed made a required test for both law schools and 
theologocal seminaries inside and outside the wide boundaries of 
the State ofTexas. 

Now that I think aobut it though, we can't require the 
book for the education of students for the Christian ministry, but 
we could urge every Pulpit Committee selecting pastors for Bap-
tist churches to include in the questions they put to candidates for 
the pulpit: "Have you read Tolstoy's The Kingdom of God is Within ysao

- Don't let the quest to, 
keep warm this winter 
turn into a fire-safety 
hazard. With wintery 
weather and chilly tem-
peratures come increased 
risks within the home. 
Follow these precautions 
now so your heated home 
and family can secure 
warm feelings of safety 
while keeping winter 
chills out. 

Use heating equipment properly. In 2008, heating equip-
ment was responsible for an estimated.66,100 reported U.S. home 
structure fires. These fires caused $1.1 billion in property damage. 
According to the U.S. Fire Administration, many of these fires 
were a result of improper use of heating equipment. Follow all 
safety instructions provided by the mantifacturer. 
*, 	Avoid clutter around space heaters. What may at times 
May seem like a harmless heating device, space heaters can quick-
ly become a mountain of potential risk as home clutter accumu-
lates around and on top of them. Take time to make sure all clutter 
is clear of any heaters in the house. Keep heaters at least three feet 
away from paper, bedding, furniture and other potentially flam-
mable household items. 

Use heating equipment that has the label of a recognized 
testing laboratory. If you don't recognize the testing laboratory, 
have a qualified technician check to see that the unit has been 
properly installed. 

Look for new safer heater models. Supplemental zone 
heaters, like those from Sunheat (www.sunheat.com), are ideal for 
homes that put safety first. Sunheat heaters have been tested and 
proven unable to start a fire while effectively using infrared heat 
to warm 800 to 1,000 square feet. They produce no harmful emis-
sions and are safe around children and pets. 

Install gas-fueled heating devices with proper attention 
to ventilation. If unvented gas space heaters are used in bedrooms 
or bathrooms, make sure they are small and well-mounted. Na-
tional Fire Prevention Association codes prohibit use of liquefied 
petroleum gas heaters with self-contained fuel supplies. 

Inspect solid-fueled heating sources. Have all wood and 
coal stoves, fireplaces, chimneys, chimney connectors and all oth-
er solid-fueled heating equipment inspected annually by a techni-
cian. Have them cleaned as often as a technician proposes. 
* 	Test safety-alert devices. Test smoke detectors monthly 
and install and maintain a carbon monoxide alarm in a central lo-
cation outside each sleeping area.
