COLLEGE STATION — Former par-
ticipants in Even Start family literacy 
programs in 10 Texas communities indi-
cate parents are making significant edu-
cation gains, follow-up research reveals. 

Of the 296 former participants sur-
veyed. 33.8 percent have acquired their 
GED certificates and 29.2 percent have 
enrolled in further training. 

These are a portion of the preliminary 
findings Texas A&M University profes-
sor Don Seaman and research coordina-
tor Ann Martinez reported at a national 
conference. 

Speaking at the 1997 Commission on 
Adult Basic Education Conference in 
Detroit, Mich., Seaman and Martinez said 
the results from the survey of the 10 
programs indicate that educational gains 
for parents have translated into more 
parental interaction with their children's 
education and better pay at work.
