With most smaller hospitals, 
especially in what may be con­
sidered the more remote areas 
of the country, finding acute 
doctor shortagesliamperingop­
erations, more and more hos­
pitals are going the hospital 
district route.

Doctors are declining to ac­
cept positions in small out- 
of-date hospitals. It lias been 
explained tliat the average citi­
zen does not realize when a 
hospital has a drastic shortage 
of working equipment, but doc­
tors are completely aware of 
what a hospital has to offer 
when they are contemplating 
that hospital or town as a base 
of operation.

Too, many hospitals have 
been forced to close their doors 
as their equipment and services 
are not adequate to meet Medi­

care and Medicaid qualifica­
tions. Administrators comment 
that the small hospital does not 
pay for itself with patient loads 
without the funds from the two 
agencies.

Last weekend, Clarendon in 
Donley County, became another 
name in the long and growing 
list who took the route and 
voted in a Hospital District. 
The new hospital district will 
be known as the Donley County 
Hospital District.

Their community was ham­
pered by a 60-year old hospital 
and a recent condemnation of 
the facility by the State Health 
Agency.

Oversea Servicemen 
Mail Flow Continues

Muleshoe Postmaster Spen­
cer Beavers said tliat due to 
numerous telephone calls re ­
ceived in the local post office 
regarding the postal strikes, 
he needs to give postal patrons 
the following information.

All APO and FPO mail being 
sent to overseas servicemen 
is presently being re-routed to 
reach its destination. He said 
all servicem n mail will be 
handled regardless of the des­
tination where it is being mailed 
to those servicemen and women 
serving at overseas bases.

Tha local post office is not 
handling mail for some loca­
tions, including New Y’ork State 
and New Jersey.

This is the first strike by 
postal employees in the 161- 
year history of the postal sys­
tem. It began at midnight Tues­
day inNew York, virtually para­
lyzing communications for New 
York City. New Jersey, parts 
of Connecticut and several iso­
lated strikes have been initiated 
by letter carriers since the 
massive walk out began.

The crippling ‘wildcat’strike 
was called by the 6,700-mem­
ber Manhattan-Bronx local of 
the letter carriers union and 
within hours, thousands of let­
ter carriers in other locations 
joined the strike.
