Firemen are now search-
ing the ruins for trace of the
missing. Four others were seri-
ously injured and were rushed
to hospitals.

The dead are:

J. F. SKAGGS, 80 years old.

MRS. LEONA SKAGGS, 74,
his wife, both of Cleburne.

JOHN DAILEY, 17, of Wich-
ita Falls.

The fire is said to have
started from the explosion of
an oil stove, which exploded as
it was being carried down stairs
by young Dailey. Dailey had
placed the stove in the room of
the aged couple for their com-
fort but removed it when he
found that it smoked. When
the fexplosion occurred, as he
was carrying the stove down the
stairs, the flaming oil set fire
to his clothing and also to the
house, an old-fashioned frame
structure. Dailey is thought to
have rushed back into Mr. and
Mrs. Skaggs’ room, as his body

was found with those of the
couple.
Mrs. E. B. Warnell, 39, was

the most seriously injured. She
jumped from a second story win-
dow with her 4-year-old son in
her arms and suffered a broken
back. Other occupants of the
rooming house fled in their
night clothes. They were taken
to residences in the neighbor-
hood and no check could be
made on the slightly injured.

Ruth Skaggs, 18, daughter of
the couple who were burned to
death, was badly burned and
also received a broken arm when
she jumped from a second story
window.

Firemen carried one woman
from the burning building. Her
name could not be learned, as
she was carried to a house in
the neighborhood.

The cold wave which struck
this section last night, added to
the danger of exposure to the
lightly clad lodgers.

One of those believed miss-
ing was later located. She was
cowering in a barn, without any
clothes on, although the tem<
perature was freezing.

This was the statement of
Marcine Matthews, 17, after she
had shot J. F. Crosslin in the
Fifty-fourth district court room
at 9:30 o’clock this morning.
Three shots from an automatic
pistol struck Crosslin before
Deputy Sheriff Burton could
reach the girl. He died instantly.

Crosslin was charged with
criminal assault on the girl two
years ago and was tried, con-
victed and serftenced to nine
years in the penitentiary. The
conviction was reversed on er-
rors in the admission of testi-
mony and remanded for retrial.
Preliminaries had been complet-
ed and Miss Matthews had
been called to the witness stand
when she suddenly drew the

weapon and began firing at
Crosslin.

‘The girl walked to the witness
chair, then turned, pistol in

hand, and fired straight at Cross-
lin, who was sitting in a chair
beside his attorney, fifteen feet
away. She then took two or three
steps and fired again. Advanc-
ing to within three feet of Cross-
lin, who had |[ccljapsed in his
chair she fired the third time,
the bullet striking Crosslin in
the side.

W. H. Forrester, counsel for
Crosslin, grabbed the girl just
after the third shot and almost
at the same time Deputy Sheriff
Burton reached her and taking
bher in his arms, carried her from
the courtroom.

Police on Trail of Men Who
Demanded Large Sums
From Women.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24.—Federal
agents and police today believe they
are on the trail of the writers of
blackmail letters received by the elite
of Washington official society. Break-

|ing for the first time the mystery

silence regarding the alleged con-
spiracy, in which thousands of dol-
lars were sought from several women
prominent socially, unider penalty of
death and destruction of their homes,
officers admitted they are seeking
two men who they think wrote the
letters.

A suspect in connection with the
blackmailing letters will be question-
ed this afternoon by William J. Burns,
head of the bureau of investigation of
the department of justice, it was
learned today.

Burns, it was learned, believes the
death letter writer is a crank. It was
revealed that approximately a score
of letters had been sent to Washing-
ton homes. A half dozen letters were
sent to one home and the balance di-
vided among the others.

The sensation, which has kept
Washington society circles in a fu-
rore for ten days came to light when
it was learned that a number of the
most prominent matrons in capital so-
city have received letters threatening
them with death unless they gave up
sums varying between $15,000 and
$25,000. ;

~ Among those who have received the
letters are Mrs. Stephen B. Elkins,
whose son is a United States senator
from West Virginia; Mrs. Henry
White, wife of the diplomat and for-
mer member of the American peace
commission at Paris, and Mrs. Scott
Townsend.

Demand Large. /

The letters were similar in each in-
stance, it was said, and demanded
that the recipients deposit huge sums
of money at designated places around
Washington on the pain of having
their magnificent homes blown up
“during social affairs.”

The missives were not of the “black
hand” type, but, on the contrary, writ-
ten on paper of good quality and in
faultless English. In each case the
writer gave explicit directions where
the money was to be deposited and
how the messenger was to take it to
the spot.

The first letter is understood to
have been received a week ago. It
was turned over to the police and to
department of justice agents, who be-
gan an immediate investigation.
Guards were stationed around the
houses of the reciprents. Every pre-
caution was taken to prevent the news
“leaking” to newspapers.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24.—A
modified blanket reservation to
the four-power Pacific treaty,

. FOUGHT THEORY

MADISON, Wis., Feb. 24.—E. A.
Birge, president of the University of
Wisconsin has replied to assertions of
William J. Bryan, made here a year
ago, and repeated recently, that he is
an ‘“atheist,” and an unfit teacher
for students because of his accept-
ance of modern science, including
the theory of evolution.

In a letter to the Rev. E. S. Wor-
cester, pastor of the First Congrega-
tional church, of which Dr. Birge has
been an officer for forty years, he
reasserted - expressions made to Mr.
Bryan following his speech to siu-
dents here declaring that he had
“never found it necessary to justify
religion to science or excuse science
to religion.”

“I have accepted both as equally
divine revelations and both as equally
wrought into the constitution of the
world,” President Birge = said. “I
have believed that wisdom and might
are God’s and I have believed equally
that science reveals to us how that
might and that wisdom are expressed
in the operation of the world.

“Mr. Bryan seemed to dislike es-
pecially my objecting to his uniting
religion to ‘discredited scientific: hy-
I think that the history of
the church gives good ground for
my. objection. In the fifteenth ecen-
tury people were told that the doc-
trine of ‘a round world was “atheis-
tie’ and a century or so later the
Copernican astronomy was called
‘atheistic.” In the nineteenth cen-
tury evolution in like manner was
called ‘atheistic’ by men of whom
Mr. Bryan is a belated follower.

“Did such teachings hLelp religion
in the past, and is there any good
reason to think that Mr. BEryan will
succeed where his predecessors have
failed dismally during four centuries?

RAIL LABOR BOARD
ADOPTS NEW PLAN

By Associated Press.
CHICAGO, Feb. 24.—A definite
program of xelationship between
wages and working ruies governing
railway employes will be followed in
future - proceedings of the United
States railroad labor board, beginning
with the wage hearings scheduled to
start on March 6. Petitions from the
roads for decreased and counter-pro-
posals for increase by shop crafts will
be first on the program.

The other wage questions will be
heard in the order in which rules have
been promulgated for the different
groups of “workers. The shop crafts
rules were the first to be drafted by
the board, followed by the mainten-
ance of way workers, clerks, signal-
men, dispatchers and firemen and oil-
ers.

The train service employes, com-
prising the five big brotherhoods,
have not received their revised rules
from the board as yet, ond conse-
quently will not be inciuged in the
coming wage hearing.

PIONEER, Texas, Feb. 24.—The
Prairie Pipe Line company is rush-
ing the laying of a line into the fields
to handle the production that has re-
cently developed here. The produc-
tion here is rated as the highest grav-
ity oil produced anywhere in the Mid-
continent district.

Besides being a very high grade of
oil there is another very favorable
condition.

A rig.is also being
placed on a location on the Gooch
farm a half mile east of the Eakin
well, the latest producer of the field.

The Len Irvin farm a mile north
of the town of Pioneer has been leased
with a drilling contract.

ARDMORE, Feb. 24.—A small cy-
clone which swept through the heart
of the Hewitt oil field from the north-
west Wednesday afternoon during a
heavy rainstorm is known to have
wrecked at least five derricks and
possibly more. Three of them belong-
ed to Wirt Franklin, one of the Baker-
Strawn interests and the others to the
Rockland Oil company. All will be
rebuilt immediately.

The twister, which played havoc
with the timbers, lasted for a period
of about twenty-five minutes, accord-
ing to the report and spun the de-
stroyed -derricks like tops after lift-
ing them into the air.

Three of the destroyed derricks be-
longing to Franklin were standardized
and were insured. The other two were
standard derricks and carried no in-
surance.
