MESS ALREADY, 
BUT WORSE IS 

YET TO COME
Such Appears Official Condi- 

tions in Washington Under 
1 Republican Rule.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 18.—Just 

now almost everything else is being 
pushed into the background by the 
investigations of the operations of 
various officials, bureaus and de­
partments under the Harding-Cool- 
idge administration. And a fine mess 
it is even at this time, and the worst 
is yet to come. The Teapot Dome 
scandal is large and important, but 
for venality, sordidness and crimi­
nality, it is not in the same class 
with others already uncovered and 
yet to be exposed, and they are com­
ing thicker and faster: “ First a 
speck, and then a vulture, till the air 
is thick with pinions.”

And they are girds of ill omen for 
the Republican party junless the old 
spirit is frozen in the veins of the 
voting public that party is facing a 
stupendous crash, a disaster from 
which its recovery will be very 
doubtful. It will he recalled that the 
two or three scandals of the Grant 
administration, even though the 
president ordered the attorney gen­
eral “ to let no guilty man escape,” 
caused such a revolt among the vot­
ers that Tilden was elected on the 
face of the returns in 1876. The 
battle cry of the Democrats (and 
very appropriate for the coming cam­
paign) was “ Turn the rescals out!” 
The people undertook to turn them 
out, but it was found after, the elec­
tion that they were so numerous and 
so well intrenched that they succeed­
ed even then in robbing Tilden of his 
victory through the scheme of the 
eight-to-seven commission and the 
attendant .brihepy.

Scandals Crop Out.
These various scandals of the pres­

ent administration— for- Coolidge’s is 
merely a completion of the Harding 
administration— have not been de­
veloped as the result of an elaborate 
scheme to dig up criminal acts to 
use for political effect, as was the 
case when the Graham Smelling com­
mittee was created by the Republi­
cans at the close of the war, but 
have just cropped out from time to 
time, and sometimes two or three at 
a time. And the public washing of 
the soiled garments has caused men 
to break down, to die in disgrace and 
to end their own lives.

It is even believed in many quar­
ters that the death of President 
Harding was partly due to his worry 
over these conditions as he saw them 
developing in his administration. It 
so happened that his one effort to 
clean up was misdirected—through 
the false and unjustified reports of 
Brewer, the assistant detailed by 
Daugherty to the job of investigat­
ing the Wilson appointees in the 
bureau of engraving and printing. 
Harding discharged 28 of the heads 
of the bureau, two of whom died 
from the unmerited disgrace, while 
the others have all been publicly ex­
onerated and a number of them re­
turned to their places. Others re­
fused to return. But when it came 
to cleaning up his own household—  
that is, among his own appointees—  
nothing was done. Neither has any­
thing been done by Coolidge, nor by 
his attorney general.

It has become necessary in some 
cases for the Democrats to force, by 
the most drastic threats and actions, 
the creation of senate committees to 
investigate the facts connected with 
certain cases. In the matter of Sen­
ator Spencer’s alleged connection 
with the big Fouke Fur company of 
St. Louis, it took weeks to induce 
the Republicans in the senate to con­
sent to look into the case, and when 
it finally came up on the floor of 
the senate, the galleries were aston­
ished to see Senator Spencer him­
self presiding over the session. It is 
believed the committee will get down 
to work on the case this week. As 
the investigations develop and the 
committees are created it will be­
come a question as to how to con­
duct the business in the committee 
rooms and yet maintain a quorum on 
the floor of the senate.

M’ADOO CERTAIN 
TO BE IN RACE 
FOR PRESIDENT

His Supporters Meeting In Chi­
cago Declare Him Stronger 

Than Ever Now.

CHICAGO, Feb. 18.— Sounding the 

slogan, “ McAdoo must not quit,” sup­
porters of McAdoo for president went 
into conference here today to determ­
ine whether he shall continue in the 
race. The hundred delegates from 
all parts of the country who report­
ed at the Great Northern hotel for 
the availability conference were fa­
natical in their insistence that Mc­
Adoo is stronger than ever and stead­
ily gaining new power.

A meeting called last night to ar­
range for procedure was mentamor- 
phosed into a profession of faith. The 
indications are the conference will de­
cide that McAdoo is more available 
than ever and that he has gained 
popularity and public sympathy 
through what his supporters claim 
was an effort by the republicans to 
kill him off with the Teapot Dome 
investigation.

‘‘Liberalism or reaction is the chief 
issue to be settled by the McAdoo 
availability conference,” Homer C. 
Cummings, former chairman of the 
national democratic executive com­
mittee, declared today in the keynote 
address to supporters of McAdoo 
gathered here. He said that Presi­
dent Coolidge represents reaction, 
while Mr. McAdoo stands for liberal­
ism.

The opening shot in the election 
of school trustees in the Ranger 
school district will be fired tonight 
at the Gholson hotel auditorium 
when the Ranger club will hold a 
convention to choose thfee candi­
dates for trusteeships.

Preceding the selection of candi­
dates, speeches will be made on the 
subject of education by Mrs. J. F. 
Dreinhofer, M. H. Hagaman, mem­
bers of the school hoard, and E. A. 
Ringold, special tax collector for the 
city.

The meeting tonight is expected 
to. draw a large crowd. The board 
meetings of the school trustees the 
last nine months have been the cen­
ter of warm factional fights with the 
board hopelessly divided on a po­
litical issue. Because of this divis­
ion, the coming school election is 
fraught with excitement.

VON KAHR AND LOSSOW,

BERLIN, Feb. 18.— Dictator Von 

Kahr and General L-ossow, heads of 
the Bavarian government, resigned 
today. The dictatorship powers of 
the former have been returned to the 
Bavarian state cabinet.

The retirement of Von Kahr light­
ens the Marx government’s ever-re­
curring problem of adjusting the 
controversy with Bavaria.

BRADY TO HAVE VOTE ON
ISSUE OF WATER BONDS

BRADY, Feb. 18.— Voters of this 
city will be given an opportunity to 
vote on an issuance of between 
$100,000 and $125,000 bonds for 
waterworks extension and develop­
ment.

The object of the issue will be to 
take up all outstanding indebtedness 
against the municipal and light 
plant, purchase and house a new 3u0- 
horsepower Diesel engine, provide an 
8-inch circulating system through­
out the entire city, with six.-inch 
mains , in . the outlying residence sec­
tion, placing of every residence in 
the city within 500 feet of a fire­
plug and also reduce both light and 
water rates to the consumers.

In the program for water mains, 
56 fireplugs would be installed as 
against the 22 in present use.

The bonds will run for a period of 
40 years, and it is estimated by ex­
perts that the saving in reduction of 
the insurance key rate would alone 
be sufficient to pay the interest and 
create a Sinking fund for the retire­
ment of the bond issue in the 40- 
year period.

SHERMAN, Feb. 16.— Predicting 
an unparalleled development for 
power companies in the Southwest

OPPORTUNITY 
FOR SUCCESS 

HERE IN RANGER
Rev. G. D. Robison Points the

EVIDENT ACCORD 
WITH M R. DENBY

Way to Material and Spir­
itual Achivements.

Referring in his sermon last night 
to the occasional, but too frequent 
failure of church members to trans­
fer their membership from the 
churches of their former homes to 
Ranger churches and give their best 
efforts to working for God here, the 
Rev. G. D. Robison, pastor of the 
Presbyterian church, declared they 
were not only neglecting a great op­
portunity, but were failing to make 
the best use of their talents.

This excuse has sometimes been 
given: “ I have not united with a 
church here because I am not sure 
that I shall remain in Ranger; I 
might be able to do better elsewhere,”  
quoted the pastor. He recalled that 
Col. Louis C. Perry of Terrell, Texas, 
district governor of the Lions, who 
visited Ranger recently, had said in 
closing an address to the Ranger 
Lions, that he believed no better op­
portunity existed anywhere than in 
Ranger for those who would put 
their best efforts into business, into 
community effort and into Godly, re­
ligious living.

“ I have met no finer people any­
where than here in Ranger,” said Mr. 
Robison, who came to Ranger recent­
ly from Tennessee. “ From what I 
have learned, from what I have seen, 
I believe no greater opportunity for 
success exists than is found right 
here in Ranger.”

Mr. Robison gave three rules for 
success, which he said were to be 
found in Scripture teaching. They 
are: Make all the money that may 
be made honestly; save all the money 
that thrift and prudence will permit; 
give all the money that may rightful­
ly and beneficially be given. These 
rules contribute to material success. 
And the same rules apply to spiritual 
success: use every effort to worship 
God and serve Him as He directs; pile 
up treasure in Heaven by giving 
God the service he calls for and go 
into the highways and byways seek­
ing to serve Him; give to God all the 
praise and the glory for so directing 
your efforts, your worship and your 
faith that you are enabled to walk 
with Him and do His will.

There will be no service this 
afternoon because the church guild 
is to meet, but services will be eld 
tonight at 7 o ’clock and continue one 
hour.

An invitation to at­
tend is extended everybody and if 
the church be not large enough to 
accommodate all those who come late 
will be unfortunate.

WILL PUT MORE PEP 
INTO CAMPAIGN AGAINST

SENATOR WALSH SAYS 
M’ADOO NOT INVOLVED 

IN OIL LEASE MUDDLE

Accepts Resignation of Cabinet 
Member Although May 
Not Have Asked For It. 1

United Press.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 18.— Secre­

tary of the Navy Edwin Denby today 
resigned from the president’s cabi­
net and President Coolidge accepted 
his resignation. Formal announce­
ment of the resignation was to he 
made at 4 o’clock this afternoon.

Assistant Secretary Theodore 
Roosevelt Jr. was first reported to 
have offered his resignation, but 
after a conference with the presi­
dent said he had not resigned.

Denby’s resignation is based on 
the ground that his usefulness as a 
cabinet member had been impaired, 
but he took the position that he was 
guiltless of any blame in connection 
with the leasing of Teapot Dome and 
other naval oil reserves. His formal 
resignation was placed in the presi­
dent’s hands shortly before noon, fol­
lowing a telephone conversation in 
which Denby told the president of 
his decision.

Mr. Coolidge this afternoon sent 
his personal secretary, Theodore 
Clark, to Denby’s office and it was 
believed that Clark carried Mr. Cool­
idge’s acceptance of the resignation. 
Denby at the time was at his home, 
where he went about 10:30 o ’clock, 
after refusing to state whether he 
had resigned or not. Denby’s letter 
of resignation and the reply by the 
president make it clear, it was indi­
cated, that it was the result of his 
own decision and was not asked for 
by the president.

Assistant Secretary Roosevelt had 
a conference with the pxxisident at 
1:30 o’clock*and said as he was leav­
ing the White House: “i  have just 
been to see the president and I am 
not resigning.”

In reply to other questions, Roose­
velt said he did not discuss with the 
president any question of the suc­
cessor to Denby. He appeared nerv­
ous as he came out of the White 
House and waited until all the news­
paper men were within hearing and 
then gave his statement, answei’ing 
questions he assumed would be ask­
ed.

President’s Special , 
Oil Lease Counsel 
Now Ready To Act

WASHINGTON, Feb. 18.— Owen 
J. Roberts of Philadelphia was con­
firmed by the senate today as the 
Republican member of the presi­
dent’s special counsel to prosecute 
the oil cases. There is said to be 
nothing now standing in the way of 
obtaining an injunction to stop Sin­
clair and Doheny from withdrawing 
any more oil from the government 
naval oil reserves. That is to be the 
first step in the court fight to get 
back the oil leases and punish any 
who are guilty of fraud and corrup­
tion in connection with the leases.

The senate investigating commit­
tee may meet this afternoon to con­
sider new evidence handed them and 
order more subpoenaes issued. Fur­
ther hearings have been postponed 
until Feb. 25. Since both Pomerene 
and Roberts have, been confirmed a? 
special counsel, it is expected a 
statement will be issued outlining 
the procedure they will follow. It is 
intimated there will first be an in­
junction to stop further pumping of 
oil from the reserves and application 
for a l’eceiver to take care of the 
government’s interests and lease;? 
until the case is decided; then suits 
to abrogate the leases, and finally 
the convening of a federal grand 
jury to return indictments against 
any guilty in connection with the 
leasing of the reserves.

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BIBLE THOUGHT.

THE G O L D E N  R U L E : —  
Whatsoever ye would that men 
should do to you, do ye even so to 
them: for this is the law and the 
prophets.— Matt. 7:12.

TAX EXEMPTIONS.
The secretary of the treasury asks 

“ Should a system of taxation that 
permits a man with income of $1,- 
000,000 a year to pay not one cent 
to the support of his government re­
main unaltered?”

This is a vital question for taxpay­
ers and an important matter for the 
consideration of lawmakers. The 
argument has been advanced that 
tax-exempt bonds, of. which $12,- 
300,000,000 are afloat, cannot be 
taxed, although the sixteenth amend­
ment reads: “ Congress shall have 
power to lay and collect taxes on in­
comes, from whatever source de­
rived.” In spite of this explicit au­
thority there are those who contend 
that to now tax these billions of ex­
empt bonds would be unfair and a 
breach of faith on the part of the 
government— and there are those 
who contend that a tax-exempt bond 
is nothing more or less than a sub­
sidy that may be withdrawn at any 
time. Tax-exempts make it easier 
for governments to run up debt, yet 
they pay nothing directly to the ex­
pense they increase.

One of the fundamental principles 
of our government is that every man 
shall be taxed for the maintenance 
of the government in propoi’tion to 
his interest and the benefits derived. 
It is manifestly unfair to tax labor 
and not capital. It is manifestly un­
fair to tax the farmer and the mer­
chant and the small manufacturer, 
but exempt coroprations, as is now 
done. It is charged by Mr. Couzens, 
a multimillionaire and a great bank­
er that the Chase National bank of 
New York and the Mellon bank of 
Pittsburgh hold nearly $120,000,000 
of securities and other hanks and 
holding companies in proportion, the 
income from which is non-taxable.

The people do not object to the 
amount of taxes so much as they 
protest against the inequality of a 
plan or system that discriminates in 
faVor of the man who haj accumu­
lated wealth because of the increase 
in speculative value made possible by 
industry generally. In some countries 
it is held that the community has 
an equity in this speculative increase 
because the community has contrib­
uted to it.

Taxation is not a political partisan 
measure except in so far as a given 
plan might redound to ..he credit or 
discredit of the organization that 
makes it a law. This is well illus- 
ti’ated in the existing condition in 
congress where Republicans are 
hopelessly split on the question, and 
Democrats are divided on their plan.

But taxation has become a class 
issue. Big business demands a bonus 
for financing municipal, state and 
national improvements by exemption 
from taxation on. those incomes. 
There is no secret about. The claim 
is advanced as a business proposi­
tion, and it is perfectly legitimate 
for them to get it— if they can. 
Meanwhile it is almost certain that 
another constitutional amendment 
will be adopted that will put an end 
to tax-exemption in the future.

FIDUCIARIES MUST FILE 
THEIR REPORTS FOR 
INCOME TAX PURPOSES

The following statement is issued 
by the collector of internal revenue 
of the secqnd district of Texas:

Numerous inquiries are received 
by the bureau of internal revenue 
relative to returns required of fiduci­
aries. A fiduciary for income tax 
purposes is a person who holds in 
trust an estate to which another has 
a beneficial title or in which another 
has a beneficial interest, or receives 
and controls income of another, as in 
the case of receivers. A committee 
or guardian of the property of an 
incompetent person is a fiduciary.

Every fiduciary, or at least ope of 
joint fiduciaries, must make a return 
for the year 1923 for the person 
whose income is in his charge, if the 
gross income of such person was 
$5,000 or over; if the pei’son, was

married and living with wife or hus­
band and the net income was $2,000
or more; if the person was single 
and the net income was $1,000 or 
over, for the estate or trust for which 
he -acts if the net income of such 
estate or trust was $1,000 or more, 
or if any beneficiary of such estate 
or trust is a non-resident alien.

A fiduciary return, if the tax is 
I payable by the fiduciary, must be on 
| form 1040, or if the tax is payable 
| by the beneficiary, on form 1041.
! If the net income of a decedent 
| from the beginning of the taxable 
year to the date of his death was at 

| the rate of $1,000 or more a year if 
, unmarried1 or $2,000 a year - if mar- 
I ried, or if his gross income for the 
| same period was at the rate of $5,000 
| a year, the executor or administra- 
i tor must make a return for such de- 
: cedent.
| Fiduciary returns must be filed 
I with the collector of internal revenue 
['for the district in which the fiduciary 
! lives or has his principal place of 
business. Information returns are

' required also of fiduciaries who paid 
I to others during the year 1923 in- 
I come of $1,000 or more. Informa­
tion returns must be filed on form 
! 1099 with the commissioner of in­
ternal revenue at Washington, D. C. 
j Returns of fiduciaries on a calen- 
, dar year basis must be filed on or 
!before March 15, 1924. The tax

Mrs. Veazell was suf­
fering from malignant oedema of 
the_ eye. nl operating for this com­
plaint, Dr. Schireson explained, lo­
cal anaesthetics were undesirable, 
tending tp cause dilation of the pu­
pil of the eye. As the eyelid must 
be opened, the operation is exceed­
ingly painful. Dr. Schireson decid­
ed to experiment in musical thera­
peutics. The patient was placed on I 
the operating table and the violinis 
called in.

When it was over Mrs, Veazell, her 
eye plastered and bandaged, sat up 
and smiled. Music as an anaesthetic 
had been a pronounced success.
