RANGER HARM
Fort W orth Report Says Line 

W ill Bridge Hurtful 
Hiatus.

Staff Special.
FORT WORTH. Oct. 23.— Within nine 

months trains will be operating from 
New Castle to .Timkm'u where a connec­
tion will be made with the Hamon-Kell 
line into Ranger. The new extension is 
approximately forty-two miles long and 
will be built by the Wichita Falls and 
Southern railroad company, or. as it. is 
better known, the “ Kemp and Kell” line. 
With its completion Ranger will have di­
rect connection into the wealthy section 
of the state which it traverses.

Claim Contract! Made.
Parties from Eliasville who were in 

Fort Worth Thursday exhibited a con­
tract signed by citizens of that town and 
Frank Kell, representing the railroad 
company. Eliasville has agreed to pay 
$60,000 bonus for the extension and to 
furnish sixteen miles of right-of-way. It 
is understood that Graham also has 
signed an agreement wherein it will pay 
$200,000 bonus and provide right-of-way 
and station grounds.

Half of the bonus money from Elias­
ville will he paid when the grade is fin­
ished into that town ami the remainder 
upon the operating of the first train.

The railroad company has agreed to 
start grading after the first five miles 
of right-of-way has been deeded.

Raedy in Nine Months.
The" contract calls for the completion 

of the road in nine months, barring 
strikes and interference by the interstate 
commerce commission.

Eliasville is the center of a new and 
thoroughly tested oil field and with rail­
road facilities will be the center of a vast 
activity equal to Breckenridge.

REPORT NOT CONFIRMED.

Local officials of the Hamon-Kell line 
refuse to confirm the story that Frank 
Kell is preparing to build an extension 
further than Eliasville. They say that 
they have no knowledge of the proposed 
move.

However, it seems to be generally , 
knojwn that such a move is under way 
with Eliasville, the terminus of the exten- 
siony^-rfW-' wfiat platt 1̂ are under way 
for the 'connecting link from Jimkurn. the 
terminus of the Hamon-Kell line to Elias­
ville, a distance of fifteen miles, is an un­
known quantity.

Jake Hamon has said that his com­
pany's terminus would he at Jimkurn. 
Rumor says that the Frank Kell line will 
stop at Eliasville, leaving the fifteen- 
mile 'length uncovered.

In Ranger a persistent rumor lias been 
afloat for weeks that Hamon and Kell 
have split. This has never been verified. 
The only real fact that is known is that 
Captain McFarland, who built the Ilam- 
on-Kell road, has Wved to New Castle 
to .build the Frank Kell road into Elias­
ville.

It is an evident, fact that with the link 
missing it would not tend to the peace 
of mind of Ranger. With it installed, a 
new and wealthy territory would he 
opened that would mean thousands of 
dollars yearly to this City.

Just what loss would be sustained by 
the railroads by not having the, connect­
ing link cannot be figured. On its face it. 
would not seem to he much, according to 
interested parties here. With the terri­
tory tapped from the north by the Kemp- 
Kell line and from the south by the 
Hamon-Kell, the fifteen miles between 
the terminals might he of minor import­
ance to the roads themselves, it is under­
stood.

Cox mi Harding 
Could Agree on 

Good Roads Pact
DETROIT, Get. 23.—The annual meet­

ing of the .Michigan State Good Roads 
association was held in Lansing, Mich., 
recently. Messages were read before the 
convention from both presidential candi­
dates, embodying their views on the na­
tional highway situation.

In part. Mr. Harding said : “ One of the 
greatest economic problems, if not the 
greatest problem of modern civilization, 
is distribution. Thorp can be no doubt of 
the position1 of the good roads movement 
in the solution of this problem. I believe 
that, federal and state governments must 
not only put their shoulders to the wheel 
to create good loads, but they must insist 
upon the maintenance of good roads in 
good condition. A good road gone wrong 
is almost worse than no road at all( be­
cause it is a streak of memorial to negli­
gence and waste. The roads we build in 
America must be built, first, for use in 
the distribution of products rather than 
for merely pleasure riding. We must fos­
ter the use of motor trucks. We must 
build urban terminals for truck service 
to make the new ties between communities' 
and between city consumption and coun­
try.”

Governor Cox said : “ I insist that good 
roads and better rural schools increase 
the value of the farm lands arid property. 
J believe that the city man uses the road 
as much if not more, than the farmer. If 
anything goes wrong with the great indus­
try of agriculture, the entire nation would 
be tied up. Thus the burden of the cost of 
good roads should fall equally on the 
shoulders of all persons, both those in 
the cities and the rural communities. We 
all want to get our feet out of the mud 
regardless of our politics. We must see 
that the great trim kline roads are con­
structed before the country systems are 
worked on, for these are the great lines 
of communication between the city and 
country. Honesty of construction and 
good materials are essential in building 
better highways. Good roads add to the 
strength and usefulness of the community 
and when the strength and usefulness of 
the community is increased, it increases 
the strength of the state, which in turn 
strengthens the nation. Therefore, I be­
lieve that the naitori should foster 
construction of better highways.”

Two Buildings, Levelled, Now  

Being Reconstructed for 
Use Agai'n.

Two of the buildings on the burned 
block on Pine streets are in the course 
of construction and a third will prob­
ably be started within a few days. The 
Ranger Gasoline company has secured 
from the city for an expenditure of $4,000 
in rebuilding its buildings at Pine and 
Rusk.

“ Your proposition is too absurd to ev­
en be considered,”  was the gist of the 
opinion yesterday of assembled business 
men who met to consider an offer made 
by Chief Engineer Mitchell for a new 
Texas & Pacific station.

The offer was that if the business men 
of Ranger would buy $75,000 worth of 
the railroad company’s holdings in Ran­
ger the money would be used to build a 
station.

Business people listened attentively as 
Mr. Mitchell explained that bis company 
had no funds with which to build a sta­
tion here. The $7,000,000 in station 
earnings here last year he declared were 
required by the federal administration 
to pay the operating expense# and up­
keep of this road at this place. A loan 
would be received from the government 
of $3,000,000 he said but none of this 
amount could be used for station im­
provement.

John M. Gholson prepounded this 
question to the engineer: “ If this sta­
tion should burn down,”  he asked, “ oy 
otherwise be demolished, you would not 
have any at all would you?”  The ans­
wer was “ no.” “ What would you do 
then?” Mr. Gholson asked. “ Why,”  he 
said, “ we would build one.”  “ Well, you 
haven’t any now,”  was the anBwer, “and 
you refuse to build one.” \

A. Davenport said that Ranger was 
going to have a new station and have 
it soon. That the citizens for once were 
tired of quibbling and listening to prom­
ises that never materialized. Mr. Dav­
enport said that without any organized 
effort the business people of this city 
were going to turn their business to the 
railroad that furnished service.

U. S. STEAMSHIP CARRIES
W HEAT FROM 17,000 ACRES

' GALVESTON, Get. 23.—W new trans- 
Atlantic cargo-carrying record has been 
established by the United States shipping 
board steamer Daniel Webster, according 
to shipping men here. The Webster re­
cently completed a voyage from Bahia 
Blanca, Argentina to London, with 9,80C 
tons of oats in bulk— approximately 700,- 
000 bushels—below her decks. On a 
basis of 30 bushels to the acre, the ship­
ping board vessel transported overseas the 
product of 17,000 acres.

The Daniel Webster al6o holds the cot­
ton-carrying record. In December, 1910 
the vessel cleared this port with 33,120 
bales of cotton, valued at $7 ,000,000 
stowed beneath her decks.

It has also added a new complication 
by proposing to take its revenue in oil 
instead of money so as to keep part of 
the oil in Mexico. The payments made 
to the Mexican government range from 
5 to 10 per cent of the value of the oil. 
This means that as matters stand the 
government would get between 5 and 10 
per cent of the oil. but the government's 
share would be 15 per cent under cer­
tain conditions.

Tne oil men prefer to settle with the 
Mexican government in cash and will op­
pose the new project of payment in oil.

Another kink in the tangle is that the 
English government, -holding the blanket 
Pearson concession, through possession 
of practically all of the stock in the 
Pearson corporation, is sitting back as 
an interested but unconcerned listener. 
Americans, Hollanders and the others 
may scramble for the, scraps in the oil 
region with the Mexican government 
ever increasing its exactions, but the 
English have the concessions granted to' 
Pearson by the Diaz government, which 
gives right to practically all of the natur­
al wealth of Mexico, including oil, south 
of a line beginning near Tampico and 
stretching clear across the country to the 
Pacific ocean. This line passes through 
the great Tampico oil field, placing the 
English government, as owner of the 
I earson concessions, in possession of 
come of the best oil land, which it can 
develop at its leisure.

An Unusual Concession.
The property which is being developed 

is "chartered land. The Pearson syndi­
cate has the right to all minerals and oil 
on government land not chartered at the 
time the concession was granted.

The concession, which includes nearly 
half of Mexico, brings back memories of 
the magnificent grants of Spanish kings, 
when they had the almost limitless space 
of the new world to give away.

REALTESTFROM 

CENTRE TODAY

BOSTON, Oct. 23.— Captain “ Bo”  Me 

Millin, of Danville, Ivy., has this staid 
old city culture all het up today.

“ Bo,”  in himself, is probably au at 
traction big enough to create a young 
tidal wave of interest in most any man’s 
town* but there is peculiar interest in 
his visit to Boston because he brought 
along the Centre College football eleven 
and will lead it against Harvard this af­
ternoon in a game that is sure to be 
watched, by football fans throughout the 
country.

This “Bo” McMillin, who made all- 
American quarterback on Walter Camp’s 
first eleven last season, has lost none 
of his brilliance as a field general and 
an all around player. If anything he is 
scintillating more brightly than ever 
And the Centre College team, with 
“ Red”  Weaver, Who made all-American 
center last fall, and most of the other 
players who composed the champion scor­
ing machine of the 1919 season, will be 
in the line-up today.

Expect Record Crowd.
Seldom before has anything less than 

a m  me betwen the Crimson and Yale or 
Princeton created the interest that is be­
ing shown here in the Centre-Harvard 
contest. In scheduling the sensational 
Centre eleven probably fill the big stad­
ium at Cambridge with a record football 
crowd for this early in the season, and 
because it is an intersectional contest 
it takes rank as the biggest single attrac­
tion on the gridiron schedule today.

The fact that Harvard travels in “ ma­
jor league”  football company and that 
Centre College is a small Kentucky school 
which was seldom heard of before last 
season makes no difference in the eyes 
of the football public, for Centre is not 
to be underrated by any big university 
team.

not have been forced into an ordinary 
goblet. For a rapt moment be regarded 
its red and luscious beauty.

NEW YORK, Oct. 23.— Organized
search for the well-advertised, but undis­
covered “ missing link’J— the remains of 
the nearman that scientists since the day 
of Darwin have longed to examine— is 
to be carried on in Asia for a five-year 
period, beginning next February.

The American museum of natural his­
tory, which is sponsoring the explora­
tions, announced last night its associates 
are the American Asiatic Society and 
the Asia Magazine. These three will f i ­
nance he expedition, with the help of 
private contributions by Mrs. Willard 
Straight. -T. P. Morgan, George F. Ba­
ker, Childs Frick, W . A . Harriman and 
Mr. and Mrs. Charles L . Bernhaimer,

TITLE TANGLES 
VERY COMPLEX IN 

TAMPICO FIELD
By LGUIS P. KIRBY,

MEXICO CITY, Get. 23.—The Tam­
pico oil tangle is one of the most com­
plicated in the world: Such a riddle as
to property rights could exist, probably, 
in no other country than Mexico.

The trouble is not entirely due to Ar­
ticle 27 of the new constitution, which 
shakes the value of titles and leases that 
have cost, many millions. In fact, the 
most vigorous controversy is over the 
concessions granted by President Carran­
za to some of his generals and friends.

These concessions to enrich a few Avere 
made while the radical Articles 27 and 
123 were being framed.

Carranza found that an old law of 
Mexico reserved ninety feet on the banks 
of rivers as national property and he 
gave his friends the oil rights on these 
narrow strips along the streams in the 
oil region. Until the concessions were 
made the oil companies believed that 
they Avere owners of the oil rights, and 
the appearance of the new claimants 
caused' an uproar.

As many of the greatest oil Avells arc 
close to the banks of the Tancochiu and 
the Panuco rivers, the Carranza conces­
sions -were enormously valuable and both 
the holders of the concessions and the 
oil men, who thought that their rights 
were being invaded Avere disposed to 
fight.

This struggle has been going on under 
the shadow of Article 27, under Avhieh 
the Mexican govt i vyfhent can do almost 
anything with the oil properties.

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MR. HARDING TALKS OIL.

In his speech at Oklahoma City, which 
was the climax of the effort to swing 
Oklahoma into the Republican column. 
Mr. Harding devoted the greater part of 
his time to a discussion of petroleum. 
The choice, probably, was on advice of 
counsel. The master of ceremonies at 
Oklahoma’s capital, and, indeed, through 
out the'entire journey across the state, 
was Jacob Haiuou, Republican national 
committeeman from Oklahoma, and a 
millionaire oil operator. In the party, 
too, was Mr. Hamon’s predecessor as na­
tional committeeman, J. J. McGraw, also 
an oil millionaire.

But as to the petroleum sins of the 
present administration, Mr. Harding was 
hopelessly vague. He mumbled about the 
forehanded efforts of other nations t< 
procure control of the world’s oil supply, 
but he failed to specify in what respect 
the present administration had been re 
miss. He gave no indication as to what 
ought to have been done, or what, if 
elected, he would undertake to do to ex­
tend our oil possessions. He thrust a 
cautious oratorical toe across the Mexi­
can border, lut withdrew il~almost im­
mediately.

Since no oil policy was outlined it 
may be assumed that, in this respect, 
just as regards our foreign relations gen­
erally, Mr. Harding is without a con­
structive program of any sort. Yet there 
are ways, rather obvious, too, by which 
the United States may conserve its pres­
ent oil supply and postpone to a remote 
future the fateful oilless day. An im­
mediate and absolute embargo on oil ex 
ports, for example, would be helpful, but 
it is not likely that the oil magnates 
would approve of such a policy, with its 
restricted market and its inevitable re­
duction in prices and profits.

There is another, bolder plan—to wage 
war on M ox icq, thereby acquiring our 
neighbor’s oil and enriching our oil mag­
nates. To be sure, Mr. Harding did not 
advocate such procedure, aud we do not 
believe he would willingly participate in 
such a monstrous adventure. The con­
quest of Mexico, just the same, is the 
cherished dream of mauy of the Ameri­
can junkers who are supporting Mr. 
Harding. But there is no sentiment 
among the people of Oklahoma, or any 
State, in favor of exchanging American 
blood for Mexican oil.— St. Louis Post 
Dispatch.

BIG BOOST

now being pumped in the field just south 
of Ranger on this side of Eastland and 
are making a commendable aggregate 
production, it has been learned here.

Although the production in none of these j 
wells is regarded as phcnominal all of j 
them now on the pump are bringing | 
up oil in imying quantities.

According to one operator who is in- | 
teiested in this shallow-stuff, few peo- i 
pie until lately seemed to comprehend | 
that most of these shallow wells pro- j 
duce as much, day for day, as the ma- i 
joritv of wells in Pennsylvania and T11- I 
diana where pumped production has been 1 
underway for many years to the en- !
