CONFIDENCE

A display of confidence right now
is all that is needed to bolster up
business and keep it going at top
speed. Towns in the Mid-Texas oil
belt are inclined to show a slight un-
easiness because of the recent radi-
cal slashes in the price of crude oil,
but this little, temporary depression
in: the oil market has not materially
affected business in any of the il
belt towns.

A few days ago, a pioneer and a
leading business man of the oilbelt
district sounded a very healthful
note when he advised everybody to
sit steady and not rock the boat. He
pointed: out that there was nothing
over which to become alarmed and
that commercial men and visitors to
the oil belt expressed surprise at
the many signs of prosperity evi-
dent throughout the district.

Very few if any business houses
in any of the oil belt towns report
any appreciable slump in business
and more of them are telling of in-
creased business than of business de-
clines. Of course some men have
been forced out of regular work by
the decline in oil but practically all
of these it is said are securing em-
ployment elsewhere right in the oil
kelt, It is said that the construction
of new pipe lines are affording em-
ployment for a large number of
men, probably many more than has
been let out in other branches of the
oil industry.

Oil companies are showine no
signs of weakening. Many of them
are taking advantage of the slowing
up of actual field development to
catch up in other branches of their
work. Many of them ave ccolopiz-
ing large sections of Eastland, &toph-
ens, Callahan, Shackelford and othor
known oil producing counties. One
big company just recently sent three
new geological crews into this arca
and this same company was already
working several crews morve than
has been its custom. Practically ev-
ery one of the major. companies has
from one to several crews doine
geological work in the territory in
preparation for larger development
in the near future.

All that is needed to keep the bull
rolling at full speed in the oil beit
ig for all lines of business to exhibit
the same amount of confidence that
is being shown by the oil industry.

RIO DE JANEIRO, April 19.—
Successful in obtaining the recogni-
tion of the Uruguayan government,
received indifferently in Argentini
and greeted with open hostility of
certain members of the Brazilian
press, representatives of the Soviet
government have worked steadily
during the past few months to gain
a firmer footing in South America.

The delegation that arrived in
Buenos Aires late in 1926 was ap-
varently of a commercial character.
At its head was M. Boris Kkraevsky,
Soviet commercial agent. When, a
few weeks later, recognition of the
Soviets by Uruguay was announced in
Montevidec, South America realized
that the mission of the Russian was
not entirely commercial.

Results of the Soviet activities,
however, have been far greater o
the commercial side than in diplo-
matic channels. They have beguun,
particularly in the hide market, an
important commercial movement
from South America to Russia. The
work of Moscow's expert commercial
envoys made a decided impression in
South American business circles.

C.bservers declare that the chief

stumbling blcck in the path of Soviet
recognition in South America is the
attitude of the “ABC countries,
Argentina, Brazil and Chile, who
apparently have decided to stand to-
gether in determining their rela-
tions with Russia.
. The Argentine Foreign Minister
issued a statement to this effect at
the time that the Russian delegation
#ecured the recognition of Uruguay,
although he made it plain no request
for recognition then nad been receiv-
ed by Argentina,

It is also generally understood that
neither Brazil nor Argentina serious-
lv will consider recognition of the
Russian government until the Soviets
have been recognized by the United
States. There is no indication of
what Chile will do as Soviet senti-
ment on the west coast has not yet
been intensified. The conclusion
that Prazil will await the action of
the United States largelv is deduct-
ed from the fact that she has al-
ready declared herself in favor of
unified action on the part of all
American nations with regard to
airether important world problem—-
membership in the league of nations.
