Accident Occurs After 
Welcome Buenos Aires 
Harbor, Circling Field

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina, Feb. 

26.— The planes Detroit and New 
York of the United States army’s 
Pan-American flight collided in mid­
air here today killing Captain Clin­
ton F. Woolsey and Lieutenant John 
K. Benton of the Detroit and injur­
ing Lieutenant E. C. Whitehead of 
the New York.

Major H. A. Dargue, commander of 
the flight escaped uninjured, and 
Lieutenant Whitehead escaped death 
both by leaping from their careening 
planes with parachutes.

The four planes arrived safely and 
alighted in the harbor of Buenos 
Aires. After being officially wel­
comed the planes arose again and 
flew to Palomar field ,a flying field 
10 miles away. It was while circling 
the field preparatory to landing here 
that the crash occurred, 1,000 feet 
above the field.

Couldn’ t Use Parachutes.
Woolsey and Benton were unable 

to use the parachute. Woolsey was 
burned to a crisp when he fell with 
the flaming Detroit. Benton made a 
cool and desperate attempt to save 
himself by leaping at Dargue as the 
latter drifted past him attached to his 
parachute. Benton missed his dive 
and crashed to his death on the 
ground below.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 26.— The Ku 
Klux Klan will have to get permission 
of state governments to carry on its 
activities in their borders if the states 
want to require it, under a United 
States supreme court order which 
probably will be formally handed 
down next Monday.

Chief Justi<?b Taft, after hearing 
the klan’s argument's in an appeal 
brought from a Kansas court ouster 
order, informed the lawyes that the 
state need not reply; that the case 
was not in the federal court’s juris­
diction.

The Chinese defenders of Shang­
hai stiil held Sun-Kiang today. That 
city, thirty miles from here, haf 
come to be regarded as the gate to 
Shanghai.

If the Cantonese were able to oc­
cupy and hold it, it was believed that 
nothing could prevent them from 
reaching Shanghai.

British soldiers, members of the 
Shanghai defense forces are sur­
rounding the settlement of the west 
and north, tonight.

Bridges and roads between the city 
and the settlement have been block­
ed. In hastily constructed shelter, 
the British awaited whatever might 
come in the shape of soldiers, mobs, 
or a combination of both.

CHICAGO, Feb. 26.— “ Lowden 

for president” boom took definite 
form in the farm belt today.

News of President Coolidge’s 
veto of th McNary-Haugn farm 
relief bill had scarcely reached the 
middle west when friends and 
spokesmen of agriculture brought 
the name of Frank O. Lowden, for­
mer governor of Illinois and pro­
ponent of relief legislation into the 
1928 presidential race.

Sixty-one members of the house 
signed a resolution urging- Low­
den to become a candidate. The 
Chicago Tribune, largest morning 
newspaper in the middle west, to­
day carried a huge headline read­
ing, “ A veto put Lowden jjfi the 
race,” and other headline read, 
“ West answers Coolidge with 1928 
candidate.”

“ The outstanding effect of the 
veto of the McNary-Haugen farm 
relief bill by President Coolidge 
was to launch the candidacy of 
former governor Frank O. Lowden 
of Illinois for the republican nom­
inee for president next year,”  as­
serted the article in the Tribune 
over which the headlines appeared.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.— Al­

though under British pressure tc 
agree to full Anglo-American cooper­
ation for defense o f the Shanghai

Prices are required to bb printed 
in the back of samples and there is a 
provision that no contract may be 
made for greater prices than the 
minimum wholesale quantity price at 
which the book can be bought at the 
publisher f. o. b.

Before changes are made in the 
text-book, the state superintendent is 
required to ask the advice of school 
superintendents throughout the state.

in the twelve land banks of the Fed­
eral Farm Loan system are worse 
off than stockholders in any other 
reputable enterprise in the United 
States,”  charges Huston Thompson, 
former member of the Federal Trade 
Commission,* in an article appearing- 
in'the current issue of the magazine 
Farm and Fireside.

Thompson based his statement on 
the assertion that the 400,00 farmer 
stockholders in the land banks re­
ceive no annual report without solici­
tation and that the only report furn­
ished under any circumstances is the 
one addressed to congress lumping 
the assets and liabilities of the 12 
banks and showing nothing exactly 
concerning the individual Dank in 
which the stockholder is interested.

This fifty page congressional re­
port “ does not give separately finan­
cial statements showing the exact 
condition of each land bank although 
complete separate statements are 
necessary to judge the welfare of the 
system;”  said Thompson. ,

“ Since the farm loan js so organiz- 
' d that the liabilities or losses of one 
bank are in the end the liabilities 
ahd losses of the other eleven, every 
stockholder has a right to demand 
this information. Every investor in 
farm loan bonds would be protect­
ed by such publicity.

BERLIN.— Allegations that Musso­

lini, the Italian dictator, is of Ger­
man origin and counter-arguments, 
contending that the purity of his 
Italian blood is beyond challenge, are 
holding the attention of German 
scholars.

Dr. D. Schaefer, profesaay- at the 
University of Berlin, claims H> have 
traced the ancestiy of Mussolini to a 
German knight of the thirteenth cen­
tury. The alleged precursor -of the 
“ Duce” 700 years ago, is said to have 
been the Westphalian cavalier, Egui- 
nulf Muselin. Prof. Schaefer an­
nounced that Eginulf’s descendants 
later migrated to the South Italian 
province of Romagna, wherfi they 
fought against the Ghibellines. But 
Mussolini is known to h a v e  come from 
the vicinity of Forli, which is also 
in Romagna province. Hence the de­
duction that Knieht Muselinf-was the 
forefather of Duke Mussolini.

This theory is made the butt of a 
vigorous attack by another scholar, 
writing under the pseudonym “ Meri­
dionals” in the German weekly-anag- 
azine “ Welt Buehne.”  “ Meridmnalis” 
insists that the double “ s” in Musso­
lini’s name is sufficient evidence to 
discredit Professor Schaefer’s hypoth­
esis.

LONDON, Feb. _ ' — For the sec ­

ond time in six months radio will be 
used tonight as a link in a telepathy 
test reaching millions of British own­
ers of radio receiving sets. At exact­
ly 11 o’clock this evening radio fans 
throughout England will be asked by 
Sir Oliver Lodge to try to read by 
telepathic communication the minds 
of a group of scientists closeted in 
the offices of the Psychical research 
society.

“ These scientists,’ ’ said Sir Oliver

in an exclusive interview with the 
United Press, “ will concentrate on 
certain lines of thought which they 
have prepared beforehand, written 
down, and placed in sealed envelopes. 
At the same moment I will ask over 
the radio broadcast that listeners 
throughout England also concentrate 
and see it by telepathy they get any 
reaction from the concentration of 
the scientists. I will ask them, if 
they do, to write their impressions 
down and mail them to the British 
Broadcasting company.”

The replies received will be open­
ed and compared with the messages 
that the scientists had written. Sir 
Oliver added that he would not haz­
ard a guess in advance as to how1 
the experiment would come out.

Tonight’s experiment is the exact 
reverse of a test made last November. 
In that instance radio listeners were 
asked to concentrate on several lines 
of thought put forth one at a time 
by the broadcaster, while a group of 
people locked in a, room at the Brit­
ish Broadcasting company’s building

tried to see if they could reach the 
“ million man-power” thought of the 
radio fans. The test, however, was 
practically a complete failure, only 
one of the reactions of the listeners 
corresponding even remotely to the 
thought on which the radio owners 
were concentrating. As a source of 
entertainment, however, it was a 
grt at ■ success.

In tonight’s test, however, which 
is held under the auspices of the Psy­
chical reserve society, it is the aim 
of the promoters to make of it a more 
serious affair than the November test 
and officials of the society are hope­
ful that it will nroduce more promis­
ing results.

500,000 Bales Cotton 
Used in Tire Industry

More than a half million balqs of 
cotton are used annually by the 
American manufacturers of tire fab­
ric, says the National Bank of Com­
merce, in New York, writing in the 
February issue of Commerce Month­
ly.

Egyptian uppers and American 
long staple are generally used, but 
the drift seems to be toward the 
A merican variety.

“ Cotton has long been considered 
by far the most satisfactory fabric 
for tire construction. Silk, hemp and 
linen have been tided at variou s 
times, but they have not proved 
adaptable to the processes involved 
in making a tire. It is reported 
that a cotton mill has recently been 
experimenting with rayon as a tire 
fabric, but so far the results of the 
test have not been made public. Earl­
ier experiments with rayon, made in 
Europe, proved unsatisfactory.

“ Adoption of the balloon tire as 
cptional equipment on a popular 
low-priced car is said to mean even­
tual passing of the square-woven 
fabric tire. This displacement, which 

. began to be noticeable in the sum­
mer of 1924 following the introduc­
tion of the balloon tire to the motor­
ing public,, has made rapid progress 
since then.

“ The* balloon requires about the 
same fabric per tire as the fabric 
tires, but it gives one-half to three- 
fourths more mileage. Somewhat 
more fabric is needed in the balloon 
than in the high pressure tire. It ;s 
still uncertain how the widened mar­
ket for balloon casings will affect the 
consumption of cotton for fabric. 
Some tire manufacturers are using 
six or eight plies of material rather 
than four, in making balloons, and 
this tendency seems to be increasing.

“ Many leading tire manufacturers 
now produce part of their own tire 
fabric, a comparatively new develop­
ment but one that promises to in­
crease. This tends somewhat to 
stabilize fabric production by keep­
ing it more in line with prospective 
tire output.

“ Tire fabric rarely figures to as 
important an extent in tire prices as 
the cost of crude rubber, which is 
usualy the governing factor. How­
ever, the reduction in tire prices 
made in November 1926, probably 
wuold have been smaller had it not 
been for the current low price of cot­
ton.”
