LIONS SUGGEST
SOUTH MARSTON 

STREET PAVING
Especially Urge Improving the 

Portion in Front of High 
School.

Paving South Marston in front of 
the Ranger High school, possibilities 
of persons getting hurt by a speed­
ing fire truck on busy Main street 
and a suggestion that large trucks 
hauling boilers* pipe lines and house 
movers use less congested streets, 
were three matters brought to the 
city commission yesterday by a com­
mittee representing the Lions club.

Mayor Hodges, after Dr. W. C. 
Palmer, spokesmen for the commit­
tee, had finished, referred the matter 
of paving South Marston to the street 
commissioner with instructions to get 
an estimate of the probable cost from 
the city engineer.

Four Turns Necessary
Fire Chief Chapmen, who was 

present, was asked to give his opinion 
of fire trucks using Main street. The 
chief said Elm street could not be 
used without making four turns in­
stead of two, as at present, in an­
swering calls to the East side. Rusk 
street, he said, is dangerous, for the 
drivers can’t see to the right on ac­
count of the corner building.

“ Commerce street is a death trap 
with service cars and trucks parked 
about the depot,” the chief said. “ If 
we are going across the tracks we 
can’t make the turn safely.”

The chief also said the traffic is 
heavier on Rusk street than on Aus­
tin street, which is used by the de­
partment in answering calls to the 
East side. Making short and many 
turns is hard on the truck, he said.

“ I’ll have the drivers ease up on 
Main street,”  he said, when asked 
by Commissioner Teal for his final 
opinion,

Lions Urge More Paving.
Dr. Palmer said the school board 

owned three-fourths of the property 
abutting unpaved portions of Mars­
ton and another .property owner af­
fected is a non-resident of Ranger. 
The city, he said, would have to 
bear one-fourth of the cost. In urg­
ing the paving, he said that practi­
cally all of the Lions are property 
owners and are heartily in favor of 
the work.

From a conversation he had with 
one member of the board, he said 
he believed the school trustees are 
for the improvement. “ We can do 
all the work with home labor,” he 
said. “ The only extra piece of ma­
chinery needed is a roller and we 
can borrow that from the county 
commissioners.”

Leslie Hagaman, who accompanied 
Dr. Palmer, said that there is little 
better than 2,000 square yards in the 
block and that it had been estimated 
it would cost a little more than $3 a 
square yard. He did not specify 
whether he referred to brick or mac­
adam.

Commissioner Teal said th i work 
could be done in a capable way by 
City Engineer Seward, who has su­
pervised similar work in the city of 
Waco.

Hagaman suggested that the trans­
portation superintendents of oil com­
panies be asked to direct their men 
over i streets other than Main street.

Mayor Hodges promised the com­
mission would “ do its best on the 
propositions presented.”

Norman Mack Sees 
No Nomination for 

A1 Smith Ahead

NEW YORK, July 4.—Before 
sailing for Europe today aboard 
the Leviathan, Norman E. Mack 
of Buffalo,, national Democratic 
committeeman, said the next 
Democratic platform would, in 
his belief, contain a provision for 
the revision .of the Volstead law.

Relative to Governor A1 Smith’s 
presidential chances he said: “He 
may not be the Democratic nomi­
nee, but he has made a good rec­
ord as governor.” He said Ford 
had shown surprising strength, 
but he did not think the automo­
bile man should be at the head of 
the party.

WHAT YO’ COIN’ 
DO WHEN— ? ASKS 

CITY SECRETARY
‘Retrench,” Say® Commission­

er Brown and Commission­
er Brashier Agrees.

“ Bills are stacking up and the 
money is all gone,” was City Secre­
tary Ringold’s mournful introduction 
to his presentation of the city’s finan­
cial statement for June to the city 
commissioners yesterday afternoon.

After the close of the meeting, Fi­
nance Commissioner Brown asked in­
formally if it were possible to run the 
city on the present revenue.

“If we don’t,” spoke up Commis­
sioner Brashier, “we’ll go in the hole.”

“ Then we’ll have to retrench,” 
Brown concluded.

One retrenchmen policy was put 
into effect at the meeting. The street 
cleaning bill of $400 per month was 
cut in two on the motion of Commis­
sioner Brashier. The commissioner 
had taken up previously with A. B. 
Pitcock of the Ranger Sanitary com­
pany, which has the street cleaning 
job contract, a plan of curtailment of 
the work. It will cost $200 per month 
hereafter.

Under the new agreement the 
paved streets will be cleaned with the 
big sweeper but once a week and one 
man will use a hand sweeper daily in 
the gutters of the paved sections of 
the city. The sweeper will spend 
eight hours daily on the streets and 
it is understood that he will get over 
about half of the streets each day.

The total expenses of all depart­
ments totalled $4,568.92 and the re­
ceipts $3,593.39, or a deficit for June 
of $975.53.

Taxes collected amounted- to $2,- 
562.93 and for paving, $110.76. The 
police fines amounted to $555 and 
license fees $223.50.

Building permits amounted to $4.50, 
moving permits $8, and dog tags $12.

EAGLE LAKE FLANS TO H AVE 
FISHING AND BATHING LAKE

IDENTITY OF THREE 
MASKED MURDERERS AT 

SOMERVILLE SOUGHT

EAGLE LAKE, Texas, July 4.— 
Work will begin here this month on 
what is believed will be one of the 
greatest fishing and bathing resorts 
in this section of the state.

Coushatta Creek, six miles north of 
here, is, to be dammed to form a lake 
covering more than 50 aches, ac­
cording to the civil engineer in 
charge of that part of the work. 
The dam will back water in tk e creek 
for a distance of from six to seven 
miles.

A pavilion, bath houses and screen­
ed cottages are to be erected along 
the lake’s edge and 300 shade trees 
set out.

The lake will be stocked with game 
fish.

SOMERVILLE, Texas, July 2.— 
Efforts were being made today to de­
termine the identity of three masked 
men who, late Monday, shot and mor­
tally wounded Otto Lang, 42, farmer. 
Lang was of a quiet, family disposi­
tion and authorities cannot under­
stand what motive caused the attack.

The death car was driven up to 
Lang’s home by three men, two of 
them wearing white masks and one a 
black mask. He was sitting in the 
living room with his wife and three 
children. The man wearing the black 
mask is believed to have fired the 
fatal shot which killed Lang and 
wounded his infant child. The shot 
was fired after Lang had refused to 
accompany the masked men, who 
wanted him to go with them in the 
car.
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CITY COMMISSION DISCUSSES 
STRICTER AUTO REGULATIONS IN 

RANGER’S BUSINESS SECTION
Congestiton of traffic at times 

on Main street and the hazard of 
accidents when fire trucks are 
using the street because of the 
overcrowded conditions of the 
street caused the commissioners 
yesterday to focus attention on 
the danger from what Commis­
sioner Brown said is the disre­
gard of traffic rules in Ranger.

“ I’ve seen cars turn around at 
the McCleskey hotel corner, drive 
down Main street and be back in 
a few minutes for another turn,” 
he said. “ It is young boys and 
girls doing it. It is dangerous. 
They swing around in front of a 
person without warning.”

All of the commissioners pres­
ent took a fling at the careless­
ness of drivers on Main street 
and Mayor Hodges instructed 
Chief Davenport, who was pres­
ent, to have his men watch for 
violations.

“ Some people stop their car 
and go visiting without parking 
their car at the curb,” the mayor 
said.

Commissioner Brown suggest­
ed that right and left hand turns 
be prohibited on Main street be­
tween Commerce and Marston 
streets. City Secretary Ringold 
said that some cities post signs 
with the warning that right or 
left hand turns are prohibited on 
this or that corner.

GIVES MEN DAY’S PAY EACH 
FOR COMMITTING MURDER

KANSAS CITY, July 4.—Frank C. 
Recke, business agent for the Fix­
ture Workers’ union, admitted today 
he had paid four union men $5.60 each 
to “get” Joseph A. Rose, non-union 
electrical worker who was attacked 
and beaten to death by four men.

“ It was worth a day’s pay to get 
this cad off the job,” Recke said.

Passenger Train 
Of 14 Cars Plunges 

Over High Bluff

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M., July 4.— 
Three persons were killed, two prob­
ably fatally injured and a score of 
others seriously hurt last night when 
Santa Fe passenger train No. 9 
plunged over a 30-foot embankment 
on a short curve one mile west of 
Domingo, N. M. The cause of the 
wreck was not determined. The train 
was a double-header, composed of six 
sleeping cars, three coaches and five 
baggage cars.

Engineer J. J. Roberts and Fireman 
Walter Kruse were buried beneath the 
wreckage. Kruse was removed and is 
in a critical condition. Roberts’ body 
could be seen beneath the mass of 
wreckage, but could not be reached. 
Engineer Joseph Blevins and Fireman 
Earl Hall wrere thrown 70 feet from 
the track and killed. Conductor East­
man was seriously injured and the 
news butcher is missing.

PROGRESSIVE, AGGRESSIVE AND ABSO LUTELY INDEPENDENT IN A LL ALLIANCES

Failing to reach a verdict after be­
ing out more than 80 hours, the Star- 
key jury was discharged last night 
at Eastland by Judge G, L. Daven­
port of the 91st district court imme­
diately after his return from Fort 
Worth, where had gone Monday.

It became known after the dis­
charge of the jury that the jurors 
immediately after retiring to the jury 
room Saturday afternoon about 2 
o’clock, took a vote and it stood 11 
for conviction and one for acquittal. 
B. F. Speegle, a farmer o f . Nimrod, 
who was the foreman, was the lone 
bnan who stood out for acquittal. He 
steadfastly refused to alter his vote, 
one of the jurors said today. Spee­
gle was the twelfth juror. He was 
brought in with 14 other veniremen 
last Wednesday after the venire of 
87 men were exhausted.

Needs Sleep Badly.
A. E. Garza, owner of the Trad­

ers Grocery, Walnut and Rusk 
streets, the only Ranger man to serve 
on the jury, said this morning that 
he needed sleep when a Times re­
porter called at his place of business.

“ We were up early and went to 
bed late,” he said. “ I don’t know if 
you’ve ever been in a jury room, but 
you can’t sleep till the last man has 
tjuit talking. Three or four men 
talking in a room— well you can’t 
'sleep It would be 12 o’clock before 
everybody stopped.

Garza wouldn’t state the reasons 
Speegle gave for his vote, saying that 
he would prefer Speegle to speak for 
himself.

The only vote taken was whether 
Starkey was guilty of murder in 
shooting E. D. (Pet) Brown, road 
contractor at his camp near Cisco 
on May 5. If a decision had been 
reached on this for conviction, then 
a vote on the degree of punishment 
would have been taken, or if acquit­
tal the jury would have been dis­
charged.

Voted Every Day.
Garza said a vote was taken every 

day and sometimes twice a day. The 
vote never changed.

The 11 jurymen sent for steno­
graphic testimony Sunday to “ clear- 
up” the testimony of B. B. Poe, dep­
uty sheriff, and Starkey, and that of 
'several negroes, he said, in the mind 
of Speegle.

He said there was no unfriendli­
ness in the jury room, which is on 
the third floor of the Eastland coun­
ty court house. He said the delibera­
tions were in a “ nice, gentlemanly 
way”
' “ I never saw,” he said, “  a nicer 
bunch of men then they. They all 
knew their places,”

Garza came to Ranger in 1919, and 
built a two-store buisness building on 
Walnut street. He has since lived 
here.

Ranger golfers have received, 
through W. H. Fouke, president of 
the Ranger’ Country club, “ bids” to 
the second annual invitation tourna­
ment of the Eastland Golf and 
Country club. President Fouke said 
yesterday that he hoped to see Ran­
ger well represented at the tourna­
ment, and that with Floyd Boone in 
Ranger there was no reason why 
those who place themselves under 
him for instruction could not carry 
o ff individual honors. It will be 
held July 23, 24, and 25.

Mr. Fouke indicated that is is 
banking heavily on Boone’s ability 
to teach golf to put Ranger golfers 
“ over” in this and future tourna 
ments. He had planned for his club 
a tournament here in September, but 
with the postponement of the build­
ing of a club house, he has practically 
abandoned the tournament idea for 
1923.

A tournament, he said, cannot be 
successfully put over if the club 
hasn’t club house facilities, such as 
rest rooms, showers, lockers and a 
dining room. w

Fouke is enthusiastic over the 
presence of Boone in Ranger. “ He 
can teach golf,”  he said. “ There are 
instructors who know golf but can’t 
tell it to you. But not Boone. You 
can’t help but learn under him.”

Boone will probably go after the 
Oil Belt championship honors, now 
held by Roy Morgan of Abilene. The 
qualifying round of 18 holes of medal 
play will start on Monday, July 23. 
The players making the 16 best scores 
will compete for this championship. 
There will also be a driving contest 
at 1 p. m

A dinner will be given Monday 
night in honor of the visiting guests.

SCHULENBURG NEGRO 
CONFESSES TO CRIME,

IS LYNCHED BY MOB

SCHULENBURG, Texas, July 4.— 
Jess Bullock, negro, 23, after confess­
ing to an assault on a 12-year-old 

' -^rniite girl late yesterday, was taksp 
from the sheriff and lynched on the 
main street of the city last night.

The negro was captured shortly 
after farmers had telephoned to the 
sheriff telling of the assault. He was 
taken before the girl, who identified 
him positively. En route to the jail, 
the sheriff and his prisoner were in­
tercepted by a crowd of citizens who 
took the negro from the officer, car­
ried him into the city, obtained a con­
fession from him and then lynched 
him. The death of the negro was wit­
nessed by about 300 persons, includ­
ing many women.

The condition of the girl was re­
ported critical today.

Golf Players of 
Modest Skill Keep
Up Ardor for Game

The golfer in his eternal battle 
with par, suffering rebuffs many and 
frequent, has taken it all in good 
spirit, as a legitimate part of the 
game. But why add to his burdens? 
Suprely the never ending rainbow 
chasing, trying to caox the ball into 
the hole in the fewest possible num­
ber of strokes, suffices for anything 
human, and it may be that while en­
during these trials said golfer has 
plodded along, year after year, more 
or less oblivious to other, though 
quite unnecessary hazards.

As a member of his golf or country 
club, be it large or small, he should 
be an equal owner, sharing with his 
colleagues no matter which way the 
pendulum swings. As a matter of 
fact, “ Mr. Tverage Member”  gets 
much less than he should for his ori­
ginal investment, say of a five hun­
dred dollar bond, to say nothing of 
annual assessments amounting to a 
hundred dollars or more. In 19 cases 
out of 20, he is glad to have a chance 
to play over the course, usually dom­
inated by a handful of the best play­
ers, who because of their ability to 
get the ball into the hole, seem to be 
accorded the right to change the lay­
out to suit themselves.

For the man who can’t get around 
in 90 or better he is lucky if not made 
to feel that he is in the way, a blot- 
on the landscape, as it were Yet it 
is the great army of devotees who 
play worse than a hundred that make 
golf possible in this country. The 
man in this class is deserving of more 
recognition, and unless all signs fail 
the day is not far distant when he is 
going to get it.

M AXW ELL BACK TO FACE 
POISON PEN CHARGE

SEARCHING FOR 
FORTUNE IN THE 

FROZEN NORTH
Poverty and Riches Alike to 

Him as He Camps Beside 
The Trail.

PORTLAND, Ore., July 4.— Riding 
in a light spirng wagon hitched to a 
team of excellent horses, “ Death Val­
ley Scotty,” known to gold miners 
the country over, is traveling north 
through Oregon, bound for another 
mine and a fresh start.

Up in the British Columbia coun­
try “ Scotty” will spend the summer 
and fall months working a claim with 
A1 Tigard, for 30 years his partner 
in the mining game.

He’s practically “ broke” now, is 
“ Scotty,” and he is past 70 years of 
age, although he doesn’t look more 
than 50.

And being out of money doesn’t 
bother him, either. More than one 
fortune has “ Scotty” made and spent 
after the making.

He first came into prominence in 
1906, when he emerged from the 
depth of Death Valley, Cal., with 
“ dust” that netted him $240,000.

It was the largest sum- “ Scotty” 
had ever owned at one time. But 
he soon found a way to spend it.

Hiring a special passenger train, 
the miner rode in state to New York 
City.

“ She further complains that those 
ducks are penned only 20 feet from 
her sleeping porch. Under the law, a 
person can harbor fowls and domes­
tic animals, provided they are kept 
a prescribed distance from the house. 
But the law can’t regulate their 
quacking, crowing or lowing hours.

Other officials point out that noisy 
phonographs grinding out “ Running 
Wild” far into the night, are a 
nuisance and as such may be quieted. 
They take the stand that ducks and 
animals may be classed along with 
phonographs and made to hush.

S. A. Sackett, assistant county at­
torney, stoutly maintains, however, 
that ducks may quack and fowls may 
cluck any time they select without 
being molested by law.

TEXAS FACING 
CRISIS IN ROAD 
BUILDING PLANS

State Loses All Future Federal 
Aid Unless Amendment 

Is Adopted.

By Associated Press

AUSTIN, July 4.—Tlie purpose and 
aim of the proposed, constitutional 
amendment which will be voted on 
in Texas on July 28 and would author­
ize the state highway department to 
take over, construct and maintain a 
state system of highways, was ex­
plained by members of the state high­
way commission in a statement issued 
here today.

The commissioners declared that 
unless an amendment is adopted the 
state would lose all future federal 
highway aid which thus far has 
amounted to approximately $32,000,- 
000 of which $15,000,000 actually has 
been paid to the state.

“ Under the present system of high­
way construction, all initiative rests 
with the commissioners’ courts of the 
various counties,”  the statement de­
clared. . “ If the commissioners’ court 
is unable, neglects or refuses to im­
prove the highways, the highway 
commission cannot legally build or 
improve any road even though it be 
designated highway.”

A number of counties in the state 
have failed to show any interest in 
the highway program, the members 
said, with the result that although 
the. state has over 3,000 miles of im­
proved highways, scarcely 100 miles 
in any continued stretch is improved. 
“ Missing links” are frequent along 
the highway system, which, they de­
clared, must be filled before Texas 
will have a connected system of im­
proved highways. The constitutional 
amendment if adopted, would give the 
highway commission authority to 
build such a system.

Commissioners’ courts would be re­
lieved of the cost of maintaining high­
ways in the various counties and the 
burden of this work placed under the 
highway commission, the statement 
continued. The legislature has au­
thorized the highway commission to 
take over maintenance of the highway 
system after Jan. 1, 1924, but any 
county may assert its constitutional 
right to prevent the highway depart­

ment maintaining its roads. The con­
stitutional amendment would give the 
state commission full authority to 
maintain the system. State mainte­
nance of highways also would remove 
the duty of selecting county engi­
neers from political influence, the 
commissioners said.

No issue of bonds is provided for 
under the constitutional amendment 
although this has been reported. Pro­
vision of the amendment which would 
have authorized the legislature to is­
sue such bonds was struck from the

act in the senate and is not included | 
in the amendment as will be voted ■ 
upon.

Election materials have been sent I 
out to county officials by Secretary j 
of State Staples in preparation for 
the election.

From high places, at home and 

abroad, we hear multiplying procla­
mations touching the value and im­
portance of religion as a saving fac­
tor in world readjustments.

But out of it all eventual good must 
come.

BANK CASHIER IS HELD IN 
HUGE FAILURE

THE reorganization of Armdur and 
Company as a nationally owned 

institution, in which the fanners who 
ate materially effected by the prosper­
ity of the packing industry now are 
represented, has brought some of the 
country’s most representative farmers 
and business men into the board of di­
rectors.

Securities totaling $110,000,000 were 
distributed to the public and then a 
new board chosen including agricul­
turists and business men never before 
identified with the packing industry 
and representing a wide field of suc­
cessful enterprise.

Curtiss has been identified with nu­
merous live stock and breeders’ asso­
ciations and is a recognized authority 
on agricultural affairs.

Harvey Sconce, of Sidell, 111., is an­
other member of the new board. He

is a farmer and stock grower closely 
in couch with problems of the actual 
stock producer. He was first president 
of the Illinois Agricultural Associa* 
tion, American delegate to the Inter* 
national Institute of Agriculture at 
Rome in 1920, and one of the organ- 
izerv of the American Farm Bureau 
Federation.

Other representative business men 
include James Simpson, of Chicago, 
merchant, president of Marshall Field 
and Company; Robert P. Lamont, of 
Chicago, manufacturer, president of 
the American Steel Foundries, and B. 
A. Eckhart, of Chicago, miller, presi­
dent of the B. A. Eckhart Milling 
Company.

The board also includes J. Ogden 
Armour, chairman; F. Edsor White, 
president; and their associates in the 
company, Samuel McRoberts, presi­
dent of the Metropolitan Trust Com 
pany; Albert H. Wiggin, president of 
the Chase National Bank; and Arthur 
Reynolds, president of the Continental

WATCH FOR EXPLODING 
BRICKS, BEWARE OF MAD 

DOGS AND MOSQUITOS
FORT WORTH, July 4.— This is 

the open season for mad dogs, mos­
quitos and exploding pavements. The 
first two are more or less common, 
but the latter is somewhat of a rar­
ity, yet it actually happens some­
times.

According to City Engineer Lewis, 
brick pavements frequently “ ex­
plode”  during extremely hot weath­
er.

Here’s his explanation for the phe­
nomenon:

“ A brick street with concrete pour­
ed between the blocks instead of as­
phalt will heave up when extreme 
heat causes the bricks to expand,” 
Lewis said. “ When concrete is used 
as a filler, expansion is impossible. 
Something has .to give way, so the 
bricks go the only possible route—  
up in the air.”

Use of asphalt between the bricks 
will prevent such “ explosions” in that 
the asphalt will permit expansion, ac­
cording to Lewis.

BEAUMONT, July 4.— Discussion 
of alleged propaganda which has 
pointed to them as “ corporation serv­
ants” will be one of the principal 
topics before the annual meeting of 
the Texas Bar association which 
meets in annual convention here July 
3, 4 and 5. Legal questions will be 
laid aside with few exceptions and the 
lawyers will deal with other topics 
of interest to the profession.

W. A. Wright of San Angelo, pres­
ident of the association, will open up 
discussion with an address on the 
purpose's and aims of the state organi­
zation of the attitude of outside 
lawyers. A booklet avowing the lay- 
inclinations of the association has 
been circulated among lawyers 
throughout the state in an effort to 
stimulate a membership campaign 
now being waged. The drive has 
met with success, according to cam­
paign managers.

The question of joining with na­
tional organizations in attempting to 
simplify and clarify laws also will be 
discussed at length by the conven­
tion. This movement was placed 
under way by the $1,075,000 gift of 
the Carnegie interests to be used in 
divorcing leg;al language and pro­
cedure from present detail methods.

Papers and addresses of national 
and state interest will be given. The 
program includes the following: In­
dependence Day address, W. O. Hart, 
New Orleans; revised statutes, C. S. 
Bradley, Groesbeck; jurisdiction of 
supreme court, C. L. Black, Austin;

Hildebrand, Austin; address, R. L. 
Batts, Pittsburg, and address, Dr. 
Charles Butte, Austin. Open discus­
sion will be had on each topic.

W. Gregory, former U. S. attorney j 
general; Edwin B. Parker, umpire on ■ 
mixed claims between United States;

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING 
BUILDING, L A Y I N G , CON­
STRUCTING OR MAINTAINING 
GAS LINES WITHIN THE COR­
PORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY 
OF RANGER; TEXAS; WITHOUT 
A FRANCHISE OR PERMIT AU­
THORIZING THE SAME, AND 
PROVIDING A PENALTY:

Be it Ordained by the City of Ran­
ger:
Section 1. It shall be unlawful for 

any person or persons o f firms or 
corporations to build, lay construct 
or maintain any pipe line for convey­
ing gas for any purpose or anywhere 
within the: corporate limits of the City 
of Ranger, Texas, unless such person 
or persons or firms or corporations 
are now operating under a franchise or 
permit heretofore granted by said 
City of Ranger, Texas, or shall here­
after secure such franchise or permit 
from the City of Ranger, Texas, to 
build, lay, construct or maintain such 
line or lines for conveying gas.

Section 2. Any person or persons 
or firms or corporations who shall 
hereafter build, lay, construct or 
maintain any pipe line for conveying 
gas for any purpose or anywhere 
within the corporate limits of the 
City of Ranger, Texas, without hav­
ing first obtained from the Board of 
Commissioners of the City of Ranger, 
Texas, a franchise or permit author­
izing the same, shall be deemed guilty 
of a misdemeanor, and upon convic­
tion thereof shall be fined in any sum 
not less than twenty-five ($25.00) 
dollars and not exceeding one hundred 
($100.00) dollars, and each day dur­
ing the building, laying construction 
or maintaining of such pipe line shall 
be deemed a separate offense.

Section 3. The fact that gas is a 
dangerous substance and the convey­
ance and distribution thereof should 
be strictly regulated by the proper 
authorities of the City of Ranger, 
Texas, and the fact that it is neces­
sary to protect and safeguard inter­
ests of the public and holders of 
franchises for the distribution and 
piping of gas within the Corporate 
Limits of the City of Ranger, Texas, 
creates an emergency requiring the 
rule that ordinances be read at more 
than one meeting of the City Com­
mission be suspended, and said rule 
is here now suspended, and this ordi­
nance shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage.

GOUDAUR. WHO WILL VISIT STATE
Prominent aamong the men 

who represented Texas in the 
Rainbow Division were: Major 
Albert E. Devine o f Houston; 
Lieut. Williaam E. Talbot, Dal­
las; Lieut. Royal A. Ferris, Jr,, 
Dallas; Lieut. Wellborn R. Hud­
son, Austin; Lieut. Walter Horna 
day, Dallas; Lieut. James T. 
Brooks, Italy, Texas; ’Lieut. 
Thomas A. Moseley, Dallas; 
Lieut. Sam W . Becker, Houston; 
Lieut. Chas. McLendon, Fort 
Worth, now of New York. They 
were officers of the 117th Sup­
ply Train which was composed 
of Texas men.

Major John B. Coulter, form­
erly staationed at San Antonio, 
was also with the 42nd Division.

“ For this reason your general ad­
monishes you that you will break up 
the attack and it will be a great day 
for France Gouraud.”

With these words General Gouraud 
closed the famous order of the day 
which heralded the last great attack 
of the Germans on the historic plains 
of Champaagne when the 4th French 
army under General Gouraud, in 
which the Rainbbw Division was then 
serving, won h decisive victory over 
the Germans. This victory turned the 
tide of the great war. With it the 
initiative definitely passed from the 
hands of the Germans into the hands 
of the allies.

General Gouraud arrived in 
ibis country June 30 to be the 
guest for six weeks of the Rain­
bow Division veterans. He will 
visit every state from which a 
unit of the 42nd division was 
drawn and he will be the guest 
of honor at the convention of 
the Rainbow Division veterans at 
Indianapolis July 13-15. This 
convention will mark the fifth 
anniversary of the Champagne 
defensive, the heaviest fight in 
which the Rainbow Division, in 
spite of its1 long war record, par­
ticipated.

The general will be accom­
panied on his trip through this 
country by Col. G. A. L. Du­
mont, French military attache to 
the United States, representing 
the French embassy and army, 
by Gen. Henry J. Reilly, Major 
John J. Mangan, Capt. William 
V/. Bodine of Philadelphia, rep­

resenting the Rainbow Division 
veterans and Major Arthur Budd 
of the regular army.
General Henry J. Reilly, chairman 

of the national committee in charge 
of arrangements for General Gou- 
raud’s visit, has just issued the fol­
lowing statement:

“ In response to a request from the 
French, the 42nd American Division 
was sent to Geneeral Gouraud’s army 
and placed in line near Joncherry- 
Sur-Suippes. This turned out to be 
the center of the German attack.
This was the only American division 
in the 4th French army, which oc­
cupied the Champagne. The 5th 
French army which occupied the line 
from Raucourt to the right of Cha­
teau Thierry on the left had in it on 
thc'extreme left near Chateau Thier­
ry the 3rd United States Infantry 
Division and one brigade of the 28th 
Pennsylvania National Guard In-

ginia. The 168th Infantry was the 
regiment which distinguished itself 
in the capture of Manila and in the 
Philippine Insurrection.

The division sailed from New York 
in October, 1917, being the first 
troops to use the seized German 
ships of the North German Lloyd line. 
The division first went to the Lor­
raine front in February, 1918.

In March, 1918, at the time when 
the Germans so violently attacked 
the British, the 42nd division was 
ordered to relieve one of the best 
French divisions then occupying the 
Baccarat sector at Lorraine. In tak­
ing over this sector the division be­
came the first American one to take 
over a whole sector independently. 
From this sector they were subse­
quently sent to the Champagne at 
the request of the French. The night 
of July 4, 1918, the American divi­
sion entered the line in the Cham­
pagne. From the 4th to the 14th 
was devoted to making preparations 
to resist the German attack which 
war, expected.

The tremendous success of the 
German attack against the British inj 
March, 1918, and against the French j 
on the Chemin-des-Dames in May, j 
1918, had shown that the methods ( 
employed in occupying such a de-1

Organization of 42nd Division.
The 42nd Division was organized 

as the result of a desire within the 
wa’ department to have a national 
guard division representing as near­
ly as possible the country as a whole. 
To General Mann, General Summer- 
all, and General MacArthur sb.ouln 
go the credit for having conceived 
the idea ot such a division. The units 
picked were all part of the federal­
ized national guard of the United 
States. They had all served on the 
border in 1916. Many of the units 
had histories extending back through 
the Spanish-American war, in pome 
cases the Philippine Insurrection and 
into the Civil war. The 165th In­
fantry fought throughout the Civil 
war in the army of the Potomac; the 
167th Infantry fought throughout the 
Civil war in the army of North Vir-

were making. In the March attack 
the English defense had failed and 
in the May attack the French defense 
had failed in spite of the troops be­
ing eschelonned in depth. General 
Gouraud adopted a system of so- 
called elastic defense. In this sys­
tem of the old front line was not held 
but merely occupied by sentinels here 
and there, whose business it was to 
send up rockets once the German in­
fantry was seen to be attacking.

Back of the front lines various 
strong points in the trenches were 
occupied by units of anywhere from 
a platoon to a battalion, depending! 
upon the strong points chosen. These | 
strong points did not make up a con­
tinuous line of defense in that there I 
was a gap between each one and its j 
neighbor. This position was called j 
the sacrifice position. The men and 
officers who occupied it were vol­
unteers, who understood it was their 
business to do everything possible to 
break up the German attack, and 
that they would probably be killed or 
captured in doing so, without any 
chance of receiving assistance.

Some distance back of this line of 
strong points was a slight rise which j 
was chosen for the main infantry | 
defense and called the intermediate j 
position. Back of the intermediate j 
position on another rise was the sec- j 
ond position.

The infantry of the Rainbow div­
ision had some men and officers in

the sacrifice positions. When the 
attack came the remaining battalions 
were gradually absorbed into the in­
termediate positions.

“ It’s just like Texas,”  was the com­
ment made by the men of the Rain­
bow division, when they first came 
out on the Chalons plains. They 
saw a broad expanse of flat, open 
country with patches of scraggley 
trfces, that in the distance resem­
bled mesquite and reminded them 
of their days on the Mexican bor­
der.

Picture o f G reat B attle
Remarkably vivid pictures of the 

entire battle were seen by those par­
ticipating in the great combat. When 
the bombardment of the artillery be­
gan shortly before midnight on July 
14, 1918, the sky was one mass of 
light with a semi-circle of red made 
by the: flashes of flame over the 
battlefield. Wagons, horses, army 
trucks were thrown up into the air 
by the bursting shells. Balloons were 
shot down only to have others rise in 
their place. Airplanes circled the 
trenches. They chased automobiles 
and wagons down the road. Machine 
gun bullets were hurled from these 
planes everywhere. This warfare 
from the air added its ov/n note to 
the battle scene. As one officer of 
the Rainbow division said, “ The bat­
tle of Chalons was just like a boy’s 
dream of what a battle should be.”

On the evening of the 14th of 
July, the French national holiday, 
many quiet little celebrations were 
given by the French and Americans. 
At these celebrations the question 
was constantly being discussed, “ Will 
the Germans attack tonight?”

A gallant trench raid was made by 
a French officer and a number of 
enlisted men without any artillery 
support of any kind. During this 
raid the French party passed well 
into the German lines in order to 
get beyond the older German troops 
occupying the front position. A num­
ber of prisoners of a German “ shock” 
division known as “ sturm truppen,” 
were captured and brought back un­
der the greatest difficulties through 
the German older troops and into the 
live lines. The uniforms of these 
men and their subsequent examina­
tion was almost conclusive proof that 
the Germans intended to attack. The 
hour given by the prisoners was at 
dawn.

As the result of this information, 
the heavy batteries which had been 
assigned the offensive counter pre­
paration mission were ordered to 
open fire at 11:30 p. m. the night 
of the 14th. The light field batter­
ies to which had been assigned the 
barage missions once the infantry at­
tack began, remained silent.

The intense fire from the large 
number of heavy batteries was, of 
course, an indication that the French

had prepared to receive an attack 
on a large scale in the Champagne 
and, therefore, were not ready for 
such an attack elsewhere. For this 
reason the period from 11:30, when 
these batteries opened fire until mid­
night when the German batteries 
commenced fire was one of great 
anxiety. The Germans on the other 
side knew that the P’rench expected 
the attack, but the French were not 
entirely sure that the Germans were 
going to attack. If the Champagne 
was not the place chosen and they 
had planned for an attack somewhere 
else, conditions were extremely se­
rious, due to the concentration of 
troops in the Champagne to resist the 
expected attack.

However, at midnight the German 
preparatory fire came down covering 
every trench, every road, every 
group of trees, every object of any 
kind which had served during their 
months of preparation to attract at­
tention. Once their fire started it 
was so violent, there could be no fur­
ther doubt in anybody’s mind that 
the Champagne was to be the scene 
of attack

The whole sky seemed to be torn 
apart by the sound; the roaring boom 
of the discharge, the whirr of trav­
eling projectiles and the constant 
whang of bursts. These were all 
mingled in one deafening combina­
tion of screech and roar.

W h en  the Tide Turned.
Before dawn, the rockets went up 

from those of the sentinels in the j 
front line trench left alive, indica­
ting that they had seen the German | 
infantry leaving their trench for thei 
attack. The light field batteries,; 
therefore, began firing their first ] 
barrage. Rifle and machine gun fire! 
cracked all along the front. German] 
light machine guns sprayed the top] 
of every trench. Minenwerfer shells; 
and rifle grenades dropped every- j 
where. The German infantry ad-i 
vanced steadily, persistently and! 
seemingly almost irrestibly, seeking 
to overcome opposition by numbers. 
Grenades were their principal weap-j 
ons, rifle grenades from those in the | 
rear, while the front line threw over! 
a continuous shower of stick gren-1 
ades or “ potato mashers.”

In spite of the fact that the Ger-i 
man infantry was separated from 
its barrage, which had run far ahead; 
of it due to the resistance of the I 
strong points in the sacrifice posi-; 
tion, in spite of the fact that some o f , 
these points held out through the ] 
day, the German infantry succeeded] 
in breaking into the intermediate] 
position at a number of points and] 
were thrown out only as the result] 
of local counter attacks.

With the artillery firing its last] 
barrage, with the intermediate posi- j 
tion penetrated at a number of points; 
and no reserve available, there was

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a period of a number of minutes in 
which it looked as if the Germans 
might succeed after all.

The main attack was really over on 
the 15th Various attempts to renew 
the attack on the 16th were more or 
less promptly suppressed. On the 
18th preparations were made for a 
counter attack. However, the count­
er attack from Chateau Thierry to 
Soissons having been commenced, or­
ders v/ere sent withdrawing the 42nd 
division from the Champagne and 
hurrying it to the region of Chateau 
Thierry. The infantry was withdrawn 
on t*he night of the 18th and the ar­
tillery the night of the 19th.

The famous order of the day of 
July 7 in which General Gouraud told 
the men under his high command of 
the anticipated attack was translated 
to read that it would be a “ beauti­
ful day for France”  when the Allies 
repulsed the Germans. . “ It will be 
a beautiful day for France” became 
a byword among the Americans and 
on the afternoon of the 15th of July 
when it was evident the victory was 
won, the Americans recognized that 
General Gouraud’s prediction of a 
“ great day for the Allies,” had be­
come in very fact a “ beautiful day.” 
Today American soldiers are proud 
to honor this famous general whose 
fine strategy and sturdy leadership 
saved the day and won one of the 
significant victories in the history of 
the world.

Paul Beck, public accountant, who 
is now winding up his audit of the 
municipal books of the last two years, 
Tuesday afternoon recommended to 
the city commissioners that a war­
rant register be used by the city o 
Ranger.

LONDON, July 4.— Fear is never 
responsible for airplane accidents, in 
the opinion of Major H. Greamc An­
derson, consulting surgeon of the 
British Royul Air force. From the 
cottfeskions of pupils and his own ex­
periences, Dr. Anderson said, he 
found that fear never asserted itself 
in the first few flights because the 
pupils were too occupied.

The chief causes of accidents to 
pilots, he explained were due to nerve 
exhaustion, which might develop 
within even an hour after the begin­
ning of a flight. The pilot_ then 
found himself unable to use his men­
tal facilities and frequently came to 
grief on landing through inability to 
judge his speed and nearness to the 
ground.

Dr. Anderson said that since the 
British medical service reduced the 
first practice flights from an hour 
to ten minutes, accidents from ex­
haustion had been considerably less­
ened. They also insisted upon young 
pupils having a good meal before 
flying, even at three or four in the 
morning.

One 
bomb of the size which the ship can 
carry would be capable of sinking 
the largest and newest type of naval 
vessel, he believes.
