ATLANTIC CITY, Sept. 25.—Justi.
fying the capitalistic system as hav-
ing ‘“brought to all the people more
comfort and greater leisure than has
any other system thus far tried,” J.
H. Puelicher, president of the Ameri-
can Bangers association, in his ad-
dress here *today at the opening of
the convention, made a vigorous as-
sault on the various schools of radi-
cals of the day. At the same time
Mr. Puelicher recognized a number
of evils of the capitalistic system,
dedlaringd ‘that there should be no
child labor, no seven day labor week,
no unduly long hours of labor, and
no “treacherous business cycles.” He
said that “any system of society can
last only if its adherents promptly
abolish evils as they develop,” or else
reform will be forced from without.
“Socialism, communism, anarchism,
syndicalism, I. W. W.ism are seeking
to make converts in their attacks up-
on the very foundations of our gov.

BERLIN, Sept. 25.—The German
state premiers in their conference
today with Chancellor Stresemann
fully approved the decision of the
government to abandon passive re-
sistance without further conditions.
An official statement was issued
after the' conference between the
chancellor and the premiers which
said:

“A complete agreement was reach-
ed that passive resistance, for in-
ternal, political and, above all, fi-
nancial reasons, must be broken off.”
The premiers declared the readiness
of their states to defend the right of
the course adopted for the Ruhr.

This was interpreted as the final
step before Stresemann makes pub-
lic acknowledgment that will be Ger-
many’s announcement to the world
that she has lost the war after the
war, and virtually throws herself on
the mercies-of the allies.

It has not been decided in what
form the chancellor’s announcement
will be made, but an official procla-
mation is being considered. It may
and probably will be a brief doca-
ment stating. that Germany will
abandon passive resistance without
conditions, but expressing the hope
the allies will show leniency. Chan-
cellor Stresemann will assume full
responsibility for the decision and
will tell the facts dispassionately
without excuses.

French Will Make

Ocucpancy of Ruhr
Nearly ‘Invisible’

PARIS,; Sept. 25,—Premier Poin-
caire’s next move, in view of Germa-
ny’s economic surrender, will be to
ask the inter-allied reparation com.
mission to deal with the new situation
it was indicated today.

As soon as Germany withdraws
from its passive resistance attitude in
the Ruhr, General DeGoutte, the
French commander of occupational
forces, will*be instructed to make the
Ruhr occupancy as “nearlyw invisible”
as possible.

The action of the German govern-
ment is not regarded here as finally
clearing the situation in the Ruhr.
Resistance. there will be considered
at an end when Germany withdraws
all the orders given the Ruhr people
and functionaries to resist the occu-
pational |authorities. Passing over
the reparation problem to the repa-
ration commission ‘will be merely
nominal, as it is recognized members
of the commisgsion can ask for in-
structions only from their own gov-
ernments. Consequently Premief

If funds

‘ were available, the highway commis-

sion would gladly improve and main-

tain all the roads on the system for

the benefit of the state as a whole,

but as a matter of fairness and jus-

tice to the counties who have bonded

themselves for the purpose of build-

‘ing good roads, the commission must

~keep in a position to assist them.

HIGH SCHOOLS -
INTERESTED IN
FOOTBALL PLAN

Texas Interscholastic League
Games Likely to Improve

Play.

et

By ROY B. HENDERSON

AUSTIN, Sept. 25.—Great inter-
est is being manifested in all sec-
tions of the state in the high school
championship football plan to be con-
ducted by the University of Texas
interscholastic league. For weeks
each high school coach has, been
working with his squad, drilling and
conditioning his players for what is
considered will be the hardest and
closest race ever staged among the
high schools of Texas. The fans are
destined to see a brand. of football
this fall . superior to anything yet
produced in high school circles in
the Lone Star state. Teams-are bet-
ter equipped; coaches are better qual-
ified, squads ‘are larger, better facili-
ties are being secured and everything
points to a most successful season.

Although. schools have until Oct.
1 to enroll with the league for foot-
ball, nearly 250 are on the list and
ready to go. Unless a school accepts
and notifies the league by Oct. 1, it

.| will not be permitted to participate

under the plan,
To Determine Champion
This requirement is very necessary

| since it is an enormous undertaking

to determine a champion among such
a large number of schools within the
short space of the football season.
The league must know the number
with which it must work not later
than this date.

This is the fourth season football
has been handled by the interscholas-
tic league. Each year the scheme has
been revised and improved until now
a complete and well formed plan is
in operation. In addition to the dead
line date, following are important
features:

1. The state is divided into 16
sections.

2. Each team must play five
games within its section by Nov. 12.

3. The league reserves the right
fo eliminate a team that fails to play
a representative schedule.

4. Sectional champions will be de-
termined by the percentage method.

5. A defeat by an out of section
or by a non-member high school team
will  count against a team’s percen-
tage,

6. Sectional champion will fol-
low schedule arranged by the league.

7. Each player must file an eligi-
bility blank with the state office
showing that he. is eligible to play
according to the league’s standard of
competition.

"Dr. Ernst Graefenburg, Berlin’s
foremost gynecologist, revealed to the
United Press details of a new serum,
akin in its application to the famous
Tuberculin test, which he believes
will make it possible to tell months
in advance of births when the off-
spring will be male or female.

Graefenberg’s serum is developed
from certain glanduler secretions of
the male and female. If the male se-
rum is applied and fails to react, the
chances are that the forthcoming
baby is female; but when the female
serum is applied and ives a definite
reaction, it proves the sex of the
baby.
