of Tucumcari. Their grand-
mother's family moved to that 
area when she was quite young; 
thus their parents; (the boys' 
great grandparents) cut their 
own trees; as have the suc-
cessive generations. 

As with all traditions, it is 
laughlingly said that each year 
each mother protests that "this 
year we will get a smaller 
tree." Just as surely, the fam-
ily brings home a larger one.

This worked quite well until 
one year when blizzards fol-
lowed each other in rapid suc-
cession, with the temperature 
dropping below zero and stay-
ing there day and night. That 
year, it took three days to chop 
the tree out of the solid ice and 
gently melt the ice from the 
branches.

vation for cutting styrofoam 
(or white foam as some of it 
is called) has proved to be a 
boon to adults and young people 
alike. 

On a recent afternoon, a num-
ber of youngsters, ranging from 
pre-schoolers 	to one high 
school student, spent a couple 
of hours making various deco-
rations of white foam which was 
originally used as packing 
around electrical equipment.

ting even the most precise con-
tours and angles with the aid 
of a Styrofoam cutter. 

For those who have strug-
gled with this type of material 
with hacksaw blades, razor 
blades, bread and electric kni-
ves, all of which have proved 
less than adequate, the cutter in 
question uses the process of 
heat in the form of a hot wire. 

One such cutter is shown in an 
accompanying picture and is of 
the "plug-in" variety, while 
a smaller version uses flash-
light batteries. There is still a 
third type which can be made 
at home with an electric train 
transformer. All types of cut-
ters work equally well and prove 
better 	than tranquilizers to 
quiten down a group of young-
sters on a bad afternoon. In-
cidentally, adults love it too; 
with one mother in Farwell re-
marking, after having "played" 
with the cutter for some min-
utes, that she was going to get 
one for purely therapeutic rea-
sons. It was so soothing to be 
able to cut -- really cut --
foam the way she wanted to. 
Prior to finding this method, 
decorations calling for Styro-
foam had proved more than 
frustrating. 

Cutouts of various seasonal 
symbols are quite striking in 
stark white, against a rich 
dark-colored background. They 
can also be glittered, by using 
a watered down Styrofoam glue 
and plenty of glitter. Don't at-
tempt to use the usually marvel-
ous white glues found in most 
every household -- it eats holes 
in foam as fast as it is brush-
ed on. To make the sleighs, 
the young people cut out the 
sides, including runners; cut 
spreaders, 	then glued and 
"nailed" the pieces together 
with toothpicks. Result: really 
decorative table centerpieces 
which were also fun to make 
and, most important, inexpen-
sively easy.

have shown that cattle fed pro-
tein supplement twice a week 
performed just as well as those 
fed each day. The result from 
the twice weekly feeding was 
about a 60 percent saving in 
labor and travel. This method 
of feeding doesn't necessarily 
mean feeding less supplement, 
just feeding more less fre-
quently. 

During the cold winter 
months cattle need plenty of 
forage for the production of 
body heat. A low quality for-
age that is high in fiber is a 
good feed for storm periods, 
because of the high body heat 
generated from digesting the 
fiber in the roughage. 

A well-fed cow can with-
stand low temperatures. Re-
searchers say the critical tem-
perature is just above the point 
at which cattle begin to shiver. 
A cow on a fasting diet, or 
without any feed, reaches a cri-
tical temperature at about 55 
degrees F. A maintenance ra-
tion lowers the critical tem-
perature to about 23 degrees F. 
With an increase in feed con-
sumption, the critical tempera-
ture to well below zero. 

Wet hair and an increase in 
wind velocity raise the critical 
temperature drops and thus in-
crease the amount of feed re-
quired for body heat produc-
tion by the animal. 

Good dividends can be ex-
pected if cattle are well-fed 
during the winter stress 
months.

Does Your Teen-Ager Eat Sensibly? 
Last year the U. S. Depart-

ment of Agriculture issued a re-
port on the American diet which 
seemed to indicate that we're 
not eating well enough, and that 
only half of our households had 
diets the researchers could 
class as "good." (A "good" 
diet was one that contained 
recommended allowances of the 
several nutrients studied.) The 
report has since sparked much 
controversy, partly because 
some experts feel that recom-
mended allowances for some 
nutrients are higher than need-
ed. They also questioned the 
report because food eaten away 
from home (very considerable 
for many people these days) 
wasn't included in the research.

If repotted, cut the plant back 
to three to six inches in height, 
shake the old soil from the 
roots, and re-pot in a fertile 
well-drained soil, having a pH 
of 6.0 to 7.0. After potting 
place the plant in the shade for 
a few days and water well. 

To produce a compact bushy 
plant, pinch out the tips of the 
new growth when it reaches 
four to six inches in length. 
Repeat this procedure until the 
middle of August. 

The poinsettia is a short day 
plant and will not set flower 
buds and produce the colorful 
bracts until the short days of 
fall arrive. Flower buds will 
not form in a room where elec-
tric lights are used at night. 

"I love antiques, but I don't 
bother with the history of them 
--only the beauty," says Mrs. 
Clyde (Dickie) Magness, local 
artist and antique collector. 

Dickie displays her many 
lovely items throughout her 
home on 4th Street in Farwell. 
There is hardly a piece of 
furniture in the home or an ob-
ject on the walls that did not 
come from Europe (possibly 
a gift from a son and daughter-
in-law), or from an area an-
tique auction where the local 
collector gets many of her in-
teresting antique pieces. 

Among these prized items 
is a complete mohogany bed-
room suite which was owned by 
Clyde's late parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. Willis Magness, which was 
used by Clyde when he was a 
child. 	Many antique picture 
frames enclose Dickie's own 
paintings as well as some re-
productions of famous artist's 
works. 

One of the bedrooms in the 
Magness home is furnished en-
tirely in antiques.

Beginning the first week in 
October, the plant should not re-
ceive over eight hours of day-
light in order to hasten flower 
formation. Place the plant in a 
dark room at five o'clock in the 
afternoon and bring it back into 
the sunlight at eight o'clock in 
the morning. After the bracts 
begin to show color, this short 
day treatment may be discon-
tinued. Using this system the 
plants should show color by 
Thanksgiving time and be in 
full bloom by Christmas. 

Poinsettias are very suscep-
tible to damage by mealy bugs, 
aphids, or other sucking in-
sects, Janne warns. Spraying 
with Malathion at the recom-
mended rates will control these 
insects. 

"When I built my new home 
in Farwell, I wanted it to be 
original and to be like home to 
me; so all of my antiques came 
with me," she says. 

Besides collecting antiques, 
this lady also is a collector of 
toothpick holders and arrow-
heads. She enjoys long walks 
in "blown out" places looking 
for the sometimes minute 
pieces of flint. Dickie also 
paints many pictures, does de-
coupage, gold leafing and other 
types of art work. She helps 
operate a local art shop of which 
she is part owner and assists 
in teaching classes that the 
shop offers.

The plate, 
which is proudly displayed in 
a china cabinet in the dining 
room, features a handpainted 
scene of cattle grazing near a 
pond. 

Other pieces of family china 
and other items are displayed 
in the attractive cabinet along 
with various pieces Dickie has 
collected through the years. 

A handpainted china cake 
plate which was used at the wed-
ding of Clyde's parents is dis-
played along with a valued pair 
of Nielsen china figurines. 
"Meisen figurines are all col-
lector's items because they are 
all original," says Mrs. Mag-
ness. 

Also displayed in the cabinet 
is a seven-piece set of Early 
American handpainted china in 
floral pattern which includes 
a large serving pitcher. 

One of the most interesting 
pieces to Dickie is a music 
box which is more than 200 
years old. It was sent to her 
by her son, Cary Joe Mag-
ness, while he was serving 
with the armed forces in Ger-
many. The musical item plays 
six different songs by famous 
European musicians. 

The local antique "bug" be-
gan collecting items some 15 
years ago when she received 
the china plate belonging to 
her grandmother and "has been 
going strong ever since," she 
says. 

Poinsettias can stay color-
ful and attractive throughout the 
Christmas season with a little 
help. 

Place the plant in a sunny 
location away from drafts, heat 
vents or open doors which cause 
sudden temperature changes, 
says Everett Janne, Extension 
landscape horticulturist. 

Night temperatures should 
not drop below 60 degrees F. 

Proper watering will prolong 
the poinsettia's life. Because 
of low humidity in most homes 
and large leaf surfaces on the 
plant, it often requires frequent 
watering. If soil gets too dry, 
leaves will wilt. 

On the other hand, says Jan-
ne, too much water cuts off 
oxygen to the roots. 

Check for a drainage hole in 
the bottom of the pot. It may 
be stopped with decorator foil. 
If the hole is covered, the ex-
cess moisture can not drain out 
and the soil remains water-
logged. 

About three weeks after the 
plant has been received, ferti-
lize with a complete fertilizer 
such as a 5- 10-5 using one level 
teaspoon per six inch pot. Apply 
the fertilizer over the surface 
of the soil and water throughly. 

Application may be repeated 
at three week intervals until 
the colored bracts fade and 
drop, Janne says. 

The poinsettia plant will go 
into a rest period sometime in 
mid-January and shed its color-
ed bracts. When this occurs, 
gradually reduce the amount of 
water and move the plant to a 
cool location where the tem-
perature will remain between 
45 degrees F. to 55 degrees F. 

Do not allow the plant to be-
come too dry; however, exces-
sive moisture should be avoid-
ed. 

The Texas A&M University 
specialist says the plant may 
be re-potted or placed directly 
in the yard.

Self expression is stressed 
orally and through original art 
and music experiences. Activi-
ties are planned to help students 
relate to the world about them, 
including such things as trips 
to the zoo, nature walks, visits 
from the state police, and visits 
to small industries. Equipment 
used in the program was pur-
chased with definite purposes 
in mind whether it be for dra-
matic play, manipulation, pro-
blem-solving or educational and 
physical objectives. 

Intellectual, social and emo-
tional needs of the students are 
stressed and a good self-con-
cept is encouraged by accept-
ance of the children as they are, 
and respect for themselves as 
individuals. 

The morning schedule in Far- * * * 

well program is organized into 
three small groups, alternating 
between Mrs. Weems in a lan-
guage lesson, Mrs. Suzy Moore 
with an art project, and either 
individual instruction by a vol-
unteer or independent study in 
small groups. With an outdoor 
free recess period spaced in 
this time, all three groups meet 
at each study or work center 
before lunch. After a hot lunch 
and a rest period, theafternoon 
session is engaged in more 
passive activities such as story 
time, recess, health and safe-
ty, oral languages, social stu-
dies, science and music. The 
program tries to provide a well-
rounded day by day learning 
experience for the children to 
meet the requirement of both 
Headstart and kindergarten 
guidelines. 

A vital part of the local pro-
gram is the volunteer feature 
of the project. Parents of the 
students and other interested 
individuals account for much 
success the program enjoys. 
These people provide the needed 
individual attention the children 
enjoy in a learning situation. 
They help the instructors in 
performing many tasks and 
teaching youngsters many 
things on an individual basis. 

Five-year-olds 	have such 
short attention spans that this 
helps reach many who would not 
learn in a large group situa- 

tion. Several of the most loyal 
volunteer workers are Mrs. 
Carlos Pena, Mrs. Manuela 
Daniel, Mrs. Jesus Cantu, and 
Mrs. Pat Morris. A special 
thanks goes to these workers 
from the instructors of thepro-
gram. 

A very important person in 
the program is Mrs. Weems' 
assistant, Mrs. Suzy Moore, 
who is a teacher's aide. N1rs. 
Moore, who is from Farwell, 
provides invaluable help, says 
Mrs. Weems. She teaches and 
guides the children in art every 
day as well as performing 
countless other teaching situa-
tions. Mrs. Moore is also taking 
college courses from Dimmitt 
and Amarillo through a two-
year teacher's aide program 
that is offered through Head-
start and the Career Develop-
ment program. The work ap-
plies to the college credit of 
the teacher aide. Mrs. Moore 
has been attending the classes 
since August and through these 
courses, she will be able to ad-
vance through three levels as 
a qualified teacher's aide. Mrs. 
Moore is a great help in another 
capacity since she is bi-lingual 
and assists Mrs. Weems when a 
language difficulty arises. 

Persons connected with the 
program are enthusiastic about 
its possibilities and long range 
effects it may have on the chil-
dren involved.

LEARNING situations are some of the most important phases of the Headstart-Kindergarten 
program which is in its first year at Farwell School. The program, for five-year-olds who qualify 
for it, is taught by Mrs. Kathleen Weems of Portales. She is shoNvn here with Billy Richardson, 
left, and Priscilla Suttle, as she teaches them something about the meaning of Christmas as they 
inspect a portion of a manger scene which was made by some of the volunteer workers who as-
sist with the program. 

Birth was given to the Head- 
start-Kindergarten 	program 
this year at Farwell School. Un-
der the direction of Jack Will-
iams, elementary principal, the 
Headstart program has pre-
viously been offered only during 
the summer months during the 
past few years. Mrs. Lauretta 
Pool, elementary teacher, has 
been the instructor for the sum-
mer sessions. However, this 
year the program has become 
the Headstart-Kindegarten and 
from now on will be on a full-
year schedule. 

Farwell's program is in-
structed by Mrs. Kathleen 
Waems of Portales who is a 
graduate of Eastern New Mex-
ico University with a bachelor of 
science degree. Mrs. Weems' 
major area of study was in ele-
mentary education while her 
minor was in kindergarten, 
graduating with the first classes 
being offered training in kin-
dergarten education. 

This year the Texas Legis-
lature passed a bill requiring 
and enabling each school in the 
state to have a kindergarten 
program; however, students 
must qualify for the program 
before they can be enrolled. 
This is due to the limited fa-
cilities in the initial year of 
such a program, say school 
officials. 	Requirements are 
eased on need, the family in-
come, and/or language difficul- 
ties. The classes need an aver-
age daily attendance of 20 stu-
dents; therefore, any child who 
might qualify should have his 
name referred to Jack Williams 
at the elementary office. 

Primary purpose of the kin-
dergarten program is to pre- 
pare the child emotionally, so-
cially and intellectually for for-
malized learning. How the child 
feels about himself and school 
is extremely important, say in-
structors, adding that by rein-
forcing the kindergarten child's 
feeling 	of success and by 
strengthening his self images  
r4 stronger educational founda-
tion can be built. 

Now that Headstart and kin-
dergarten are combined, more 
time is devoted to readiness 
activities and learning as well 
as to adjustment to a school 
situation and play concepts that 
are incorporated into the pro-
gram. Students learn to spell 
their names, to count, to re-
cognize different colors, learn 
health and safety hints, develop 
perceptual and motor skills, and 
in general, participate in many 
activities that help them get a 
"headstart" for first grade. 

With this extra help, the stu-
dent should gain new knowledge 
and most importantly, new con-
fidence so that he may not have 
to experience failure when he 
enters school. In the program 
students have been helped to 
the point that they are more 
ready to achieve and have a 
needed desire to do so through 
a more positive view of them-
selves and school. 

Some aims provided by the 
program are for the health and 
happiness of the child. Nutri- 
tion is emphasized and each 
child is provided with milk and 
snacks in the morning when he 
gets to school: a hot lunch at

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Farwell Bands Grow In Size And Spirit 
Despite some rather wel-

come growing pains, Farwell 
School's Band program is ra-

Burton admits that his stu-
dents have to play harder mu-
sic at the contests than that 
which is chosen by most dir-
ectors for their students. He 
adds that they sometimes 
"really get chewed out" for 
choosing such difficult num-
bers, but he feels that the 
learning of the music and how 
to play it is by far more im-
portant than the contest out-
come itself. He adds that he 
enters his bands in as few con-
tests as possible, putting more 
emphasis on the entire band 
program than just working for 
good contest ratings. 

Band members are rehears-
ing now for All-Regional band 
tryouts which are set for Jan-
uary 16 and 23. Final selec-

in the group and by the next 
year, Burton had put the eighth 
graders back in the junior high 
band; so the marching band 
figure remained at 56 through-
out the performing season of 
1970. 

Children in Farwell School 
have the opportunity to begin 
taking band when they reach 
fifth grade. During this year 
they learn the basic fundamen-
tals of band, learn how to hold 
a horn, how to blow a horn, and 
how to assemble a horn. They 
participate in no marching dur-
ing this first year and perform 
only a little, says Burton. 

Most popular of instruments 
chosen by the first year stu-
dents are flutes, clarinets, cor-
nets, alto saxophones, and, of 
course, drums. Some years, 
Burton comments, there have 
been as many as 10 perspec-
tive drummers in one section. 
As students move up to other 
bands, they often changeover to 
a different instrument from the 
one they first chose. Burton 
says this practice is fine with 
him since he wants the student 
to be happy with whatever in-
strument he plays, and some-
times he will do a better job 
with the second or third in-
strument he tries than he did 
with the first. 

By the time band students 
get to their second year of play-
ing (sixth grade), they do get a 
chance to perform in con-
cert and also start playing much 
harder materials. The first 
part of this year really over-• 
laps some of what was learned 
in the first year of band, but 
it is still essential that they 
know it well. 

Next year the fifth, sixth and 
Junior High Bands will play 
in a concert contest at Wilson 
High School. The contest is 
scheduled for May 1971. 

Director Burton says that 
the enthusiasm and attitude of 
this group is always at a peak 
and that with the chair place-
ment system which is used in 
all the band departments, com-
petition is always keen. 

The Junior High Band (sixth 
seventh and eight grades) is 
doing well this year, says Bur-
ton, and he comments that the 
high school band sits up and 
takes notice when they hear the 
junior aggregation play. The 
Junior High won first place in 
Class D division for Junior 
High Bands in the parade at 
homecoming for Eastern New 
Mexico University late this fall. 
This was indeed an honor since 
the local group had to beat out 
bands from several schools

at the end of the school year. 
Fifty-five band members made 
the trip which is hoped will 
be made an every-other-year-
affair, says Burton. 

The band and its booster or-
ganization are constantly on the 
lookout for ways of raising 
money to buy uniforms and oth-
er essential items needed to 
keep the band in good shape. 
Besides the annual birthday 
calendar which the band spon- 

sors, the groups have also sold 
household cleaner, stationery, 
stadium bags, candy and other 
items. 	It is hoped that soon 
they will not have to "peddle 
as many wares" to keep in 
fair financial position, and yet 
the marching band is now in 
dire need of new uniforms, 
having worn the present ones 
for 10 years. 

The bands were presented in 
Christmas concert at the school 
auditorium on Monday, Dec. 21, 
giving local patrons an oppor-
tunity to see the growth and pro-
gress of the band program at 
Farwell School.

diabetic." 

To be placed in this pro-
gram children are usually re-
ferred to the school counselor 
by their classroom instruc-
tors. Following reference to 
the counselor, the child is giv-
en psychological and educa-
tional testing. A committee 
composed of all the administra-
tion officials, the school nurse, 
the counselor and the special 
education teacher, reviews all 
information that has been ob- 

in Amarillo in November. Oth-
er speeches are scheduled for 
the early spring. 

Mrs. Craig believes in Spe-
cial Education and welcomes 
invitations such as these as an 
opportunity to promote further 
understanding about her pro-
gram and the children she 
teaches. 

States Mrs. Craig: "So many 
people don't understand that 
ours is not a baby sitting sit-
uation. These children will be 
mixed into society in a few 
years and will be holding worth- 
while jobs. 	No one will re- 
member that they were in Spe-
cial Education a few years ago.

tains, built book cases, made 
decorative ornaments and large 
wall plaques, laid carpet and 
painted furniture. 

All children attend regular 
classes at some time during 
each day. Each child goes to 
physical education with chil-
dren of his own age level. 
Some go to history, home eco-
nomics and shop classes in 
junior high and high school. 
Some children are even look-
ing forward to takingband when 
they are old enough. Mrs. 
Craig encourages participation 
of her pupils in every possible 
area of school life. She is quite 
proud when they make special 
accomplishments. 	One high 
school girl is quite an artist. 
Both teachers and pupils have 
requested her help with special 
projects that require artistic 
ability. Her portrait sketches 
are quite popular with high 
school students. 

One boy has been for two 
years a valuable player on the 
junior high football teams and 
last year won a number of 
honors in track. 

Mrs. Craig emphasizes the 
"tool subjects", reading, writ-
ing, and arthmetic. Language 
development is an important 
part of the program especially 
with the Mexican - American 
children who are enrolled. 

Perceptual - motor problems 
are common among the slow 
learners and Mrs. Craig op-
erates a daily program to cor-
rect deficits in this area. Old-
er pupils are receiving driver 
information-an attempt to pre-
pare them for a driver educa-
tion program at a later date. 

Art and music are taught as 
useful leisure time activities 
and as important means of self 
expression. Recently children 
have been quite busy making 
gifts for members of their 
families. 

"They have done some really 
lovely things and are justly 
proud," says their instructor. 
The gifts includepapier-mache 
candle holders, mosaic tile 
trivets, decoupage, and various 
decorative items for home 
beauty during the Christmas 
season. 

One of the really special 
things about Special Education 
in Farwell is the team of pro-
fessionals who work with these 
children to see that they have 
every possible opportunity. 
Mrs. Craig gives much credit 
to her principal, Jack Williams, 
to the school counselor, 
Charles Turner, and to the 
school nurse, Mrs. Katherine 
Lockhart, all who spend "much 
more time than is their bound-
en duty," she says.

McV, XVZEVAVKW(igfe%V XV= X‘2 X 
three years in one level and 
some may go through two lev-
els during the same period of 
time. A child is moved along 
as his capabilities allow. 

This is the first time in the 
Farwell program's lifetime to 
have a certified special edu-
cation teacher. Mrs. Craig 
received 	her 	bachelor of 
science degree in elementary 
education from Eastern New 
Mexico University and had pre-
viously taught the special edu-
cation class on a special per-
mit. Last year she left her 
teaching position to accept a 
federal fellowship in mental 
retardation and to complete 
work on a master's degree. 

In August She received the 
master of education degree 
from Texas Tech University 
and also completed certifica-
tion in mental retardation, 
learning disabilities and teach-
ing the physically handicapped. 
She had previously done grad-
uate work at Southwest Texas 
State University in San Marcos. 

"The certification in physi- 

They will be worthwhile, con-
tributing members of society 
and we owe them that chance. 
They are pretty special people 
and are more so because they 
have had to overcome some 
pretty special problems. It 
takes a special kind of educa-
tion to help them do that." 

Three areas of curriculum 
are emphasized in special ed- 
ucation. 	These include (1) 
personal and social competen-
cies; (2) physical compe-
tencies; and (3) vocational pro-
ficiencies. The instructor em-
phasizes vocational proficien-
emphasizes vocational profi-
ciencies from the time the child 
first enters level one. She tries 
to instill in the individual from 
the beginning, good job atti-
tudes whether the task is cut-
ting with scissors, manning a 
job station somewhere on the 
campus or holding down a real 
job in a training situation. 

Here in Farwell's class-
room, the children have done 
a great deal of the furnishings 
of their quarters. They have 

tained and admits the individ-
ual to the program on a trial 
basis. 

Early identification and 
placement is important for 
these children because the child 
who is placed early experiences 
less failure. The less failure 
he has known, the sooner he is 
able to respond to the special 
methods and the individual at-
tention which the program pro-
vides. The school sponsored a 
workshop in the fall which pro-
vided teachers with information 
which would help them to iden-
tify children who need help out-
side the regular school pro-
gram and to assist the child 
who needs special attention 
within the regular program. 

Mrs. Craig held a similar 
workshop in Friona and has 
spent considerable time speak-
ing to other groups about prob-
lems involved in Special Edu-
cation. These include a reg-
ional meeting of Delta Kappa 
Gamma Sorority held recently 
in Tulia and a session of Re-
gion XVI Teachers Aides held

moisture left in the clay and 
also to prevent cracking. Some-
times this "firing" process 
will be completed at a tempera-
ture of 1100 degrees F. After 
allowing the object to cool for an 
hour or sometimes two, de-
pending on its size, Beulah re-
moves it from the kiln and 
paints it. After another "fir-
ing," or sometimes several 
more, the ceramic article is 
complete. Since each object re-
quires a different number of 
"firings," this is how Mrs. 
Hodges determines the cost of 
an item to her customers. 

Other than seasonal items 
which are so popular now like 
Christmas trees, Santa Claus 
figurines and candles, Beulah 
makes every type article from 
Buddha dolls to television 
lamps. She admits that one ad-
vantage to making all these dif-
ferent type items is that she is 
never at a loss for something 
to give for Christmas presents. 

Mrs. Hodges' three daugh-
ters, Mrs. Katherine Williams 
and Mrs. Bobbie Myers, both 
of Seminole, Tex., and Mrs. 

Making beautiful gifts is not 
just a seasonal job for Mrs. 
E.J. (Beulah) Hobbs, a Plea-
sant Hill housewife. This en-
ergetic lady has more hobbies 
going on at once than most peo-
ple would try in a lifetime. 

Most recent hobby of this 
talented woman is that of mak-
ing ceramics. Mrs. Hodges 
started her craft by getting 
into the bottle-stretching bu-
siness which led her on to the 
ceramic making. The stretch-
ing of bottles boomed into such 
a business that Mrs. Hodges 
soon bought a second kiln to 
keep up with the demand for or-
ders. 

Since the same kiln can be 
used to stretch bottles and bake 
ceramics, it naturally follows 
that the one craft led to the 
other. 

To make the ceramics, the 
object is first molded in a soft 
clay which is called green-
wear when it hardens. This 
greenwear is placed in a kiln 
where the temperature is slow-
ly raised from 100 degrees to 
300 degrees F. to remove any

started in May on remodeling 
project which gave the business 
a complete new look, inside and 
out, and when work was com-
pleted some time in September, 
a person had to look twice to 
make sure he had really en-
tered Rose Drug.

Light from hang-
ing Spanish fixtures, indirect recessed lighting or a warm glow 
from candles on the individual tables may be used. A piano 
is furnished by Clara's for this room which is a meeting place 
for Lions and Rotary, and also serves as a gathering spot for 
many showers, coffees and other informal meetings. The busi-
iness also provides a screen for showing films right in the meet-
ing rooms.

dining area has been added 
next to the other dining room, 
to make the seating capacity 
of both rooms total 100. Sixty 
persons may be seated in the 
new dining area when it is clos-
ed off from the other portions 
of the building. 

Both rooms are beautifully 
paneled in ash wood with pe-
can finish. A folding paneled 
door divides the two rooms for 
separate banquets or meetings 
and both rooms are accessible 
without having to go through 
one to get to the other. Fruit-
wood tables in various sizes, 
round, oblong and square, and 
bright turquoise and flamingo-
colored chair cushions accent 
the room. 

A blown-gold flecked acous-
tical ceiling makes the rooms 
sparkle adding to the beauty 
of the Spanish-patterned car-
pet in colors of gold, orange 
and green which now covers 
the floor throughout both din-
ing rooms. Paintings of area 
artists grace the paneled walls 
and music is piped in for the 
enjoyment of diners. 

A specially-purchased 
Grandfather clock hangs on one 
of the walls adding to the beauty 
of the room, and the slowly 
moving pendulum adds to the 
peaceful atmosphere. 

Regular sessions of the Ro-
tary Club and Lions Club are 
held in this extensive new din-
ing area which features a choice 
of lighting, depending on the 
type of program or event 
planned. Indirect recessed 
lighting, or softer lights from 
amber-colored chandeliers, or 
candlelight at individual tables 
may be used. 

Besides the many women's 
club meetings, informal cof-
fees, showers, and parties 
hosted in this lovely room with

cornice work is featured on 
the lower edges of the panel-
ing and red cut velvet cathed-
ral-shaped panels are set 
against the dark paneling.

Hanging light fixtures give a 
"lowered" look to the ceiling 
which was not lowered at all 
but simply recovered. At-
tractive tile floor covering and 
new display cases of glass and 
walnut add to the store's new 
look.

CHOCOLATE SHEET CAKE 

2 cups sugar 
2 cups flour 
1 teaspoon soda 
4 tablespoons cocoa 
1 stick oleo 
2 eggs 
1 cup water 
1 teaspoon vanilla 
1/2 cup buttermilk 

Sift dry ingredients into bowl. 
In a saucepan bring butter, co-
coa and water to boil. Add this 
to flour mixture while still hot, 
then pour in buttermilk. Add 
eggs and vanilla. Put batter 
in a cookie sheet or loaf pan. 
Bake in a 350 degree oven for 
20 minutes for cookie sheet or 
30 minutes for loaf pan.
