A five-year construction and
improvement program which

Generating station additions
scheduled for the five-year
period will add more than 600,-
000 kilowatts to the company’s
power production capability, At
the present time, the 11 major
powergstations produce a little
more than 2,000,000 kilowatts,

Tolk also said, ‘‘In June of
1972, we will complete an in-
tertie between our companyand
the Public Service Company of
Oklahoma, This is our first
major interconnection with
another utility, The tie line of-
fers us the opportunity to ex-
change power; to sell power in-
to power-deficient areas; to in-
stall units with larger capac-
ity; and to locate units where
fuel and water resources and
load balances are most favor-
able, These are factors of ef-
ficiency and economy whichare
important to our customers, as
these factors will be combined

watt hours for our customers,'’
Continuing on the reliability
and capability to serve theme,
Tolk went on to say that the
company was projecting a 22%
reserve margin of available
power for the peak demand ex-
pected in the summer of 1972,
This is a relatively high
margin, but Tolk pointed out
that 1972 will be the first full
year of operations of the Jones
Station first unit, which wasin-
stalled to meet three years of
normal load growth, and that it
is normal for the reserve tobe
higher at this time.

“BUYING UP THE TIME”

Nineteen hundred years ago Paul
wrote to his fellow-believers in the
vicinity of Ephesus: "‘See then that
ye walk circumspectly, not as fools
but as wise, redeeming (Lit., buying
up) the time, because the days are
evil'® (Eph. 5:15).

Those were indeed evil days,
when a wicked tyrant ruled the
Roman Empire, when Messiah had
been rejected, not only In Incarna-
tion, but in resurrection, and Chris-
tianity was fighting a life-and-death
battle to penetrate the prevailing
pagan darkness with the light of
God's grace.

Surely Paul never dreamed that
the dispensation of grace would
continue for nineteen hundred years
longer. He expected the Lord to
come at any time to recall His am-
bassadors and bring the day of
grace to a close. Hence the urgency
of his appeal: “'Buy up the time,
because the days are evil. ™

But if Paul had reason to suspect
that the day of grace would soon be
brought to a close, we today have
greater reason to think so. Now that
the light of the gospel has been
brought to Ewope, America and
many other parts of the world, men

are turning their backs on it. Only
a small minority of even Christen-
dom truly believe the Bible and
know the Christ it presents —and
how very few know the riches of
His grace!

Meanwhile our governments, our
educational institutions and our
social systems are becoming ever
more godless. The result? The news-
papers, radio and TV —even a trip
downtown to any fair-sized city will
tell us all we need to know.

Once again, “‘the days are evil”
and the Lord’s coming for His own
seems imminent. There i1s still much
falk about lasting peace and pros-
perity, but no thoughtful person be-
lieves that we are headed in that
direction. Rather the world appears
to be heading straight toward the
prophesied “‘day of His wrath."’

What a comfort, then, it is to the
believer, to know that ~'God hath
not appointed us unto wrath, but to
obtain salvation by our Lord Jesus
Christ, who died for us...."" (I Thes.
5:910). “'For the Scripture saith,
Whosoever believeth on Him shall
not be ashamed™ and "'whosoever
shall call upon the name of the Lord
shall be saved”’ (Rom. 10:11,13).

'Tis the season of the year
to conjure up a host of new
year's resolutions, and among
the many that seem to crop up
year after year islosing weight,
Make it easy on yourself this
year and follow the simple steps
to weight reduction,

First you must decide that
you really want to lose weight,
Doctors and nutritionists may
report you need to trim off
those extra pounds, but it is up
to you--and what you eat--that
counts, Or, it's what you don't
eat that counts,

Check with.your doctor to
make sure it is safe for you to
lose weight, especially if your
goal is 10-20 pounds, Alsp ask
a physician about exercising.

Choose a sensible diet, that
is 500-1,000 calories lower than
what you normally eat, For
women this level is generally
around 1200 calories, Also
make sure that the diet is nu-
tritionally balanced,

*DID YOU KNOW that a diet
choosing lower-calorie foods
from the 4 food groups supplies
approximately 1,200 calories
and meets the recommended da-
ily requirements of all nu-
trients,

*DID YOU KNOW that the
popular ‘‘Weight Watchers”
diet now sweeping the nation
supplies approximately 1,200
calories, 3 times the protein
recommended daily and meets
the requirements of all other
nutrients,

*DID YOU KNOW that you
can lose the same amount of
weight (1-2 Ibs./week) on both
of these diets, but at much
less cost using the 4 food group
diet. It makes no difference
when you eat certain foods (like
eggs, bread, or cheese as re-
stricted in Weight Watchers)
but rather the total amount you
eat,

Here is a diet that supplies
all of the needed nutrients for
only 1200 calories:

Breakfast -- (a very import-
ant meal) -- one eight-ounce
class of skim milk, one poach-
ed egg, one piece of dry toast
and one-half cup tomato juice,

Lunch -- cheese sandwich,
carrot and celery sticksandone
eight-ounce glass of skim milk,

Dinner -- meat pattie, broc-

coli, tossed salad with oil and
vinegar, roll and iced tea or
coffee,

Snack -- apple or pear,

According to the Extension
Service Foods & Nutrition Spec-
ialist, this dies uses lower cal-
orie foods from the basic four
foods groups including milk,

meat, bread and cereal, and

fruit and vegetable,

A fourth step in proper diet-
ing is to exercise daily. Re-
member that body weight is
governed by two factors -- the
calories eaten in food and the
calories expended in exercise,
Just think how much quicker
you will lose weight if you work
on both diet and exercisel

Also remember to be patient,
she notes, Don’t tryv to achieve
your weight goal all at once
but follow a safe routine of
losing one or two pounds a
week, It is harder to gain back
lost pounds if you lose weight
slowly.

Incorporate these five keys to
weight reduction in your daily
habits and your new year’s res-
olution will come true,

Just a few interesting facts
on dieting:

DID YOU KNOW that Dr,
Stillman’s “‘Doctor’s Quick
Welght-Loss Diet' is a high
protein, low carbohydrate
diet, It can be very satisfying
to the dieter because it offers
meat, cheese, and eggs, and
eight glasses of water a day.

« « « That restricting car-
bohydrates may be danger-
ous, The National Research
Council suggests that healthy
persons generally need 100
grams of carbohydrates da-
ily toavoid ketosis-excessive
protein breakdown-and other
undesirable metabolic re-
sponses,

« « « That the ““Air Force
Diet’’ is also dangerously
low in carbohydrates., This
diet has no connection with
the U, S, Air Force,

That the ‘‘Drinking
Man's Diet'’ was also justa
gimmick in promoting the
idea that the calories in al-
cohol didn’t count, Alcohol is
quite high in calories and has
very little nutritive value,
« « » That the ‘“Mayo Clinic
Diet’” promotes grapefruit
and eggs as the basic regi-
men., Although no such food
has such properties, grape-
fruit was supposed to chew
up and dissolve body fat, This
diet has nothing to do with the
Mayo Clinic in Rochester,
Minn,

« « « That the only successful
way to lose weight is re-
stricting calories and chang-
ing food habits, Youcan'tlive
on fad diets the rest of your
life, Therefore you must find
a sensible way of eating few-
er calories, Try the 4 food
groups-it works!

" Farmerettes Celebrate

. 20Years Of Fellowship

Farmerettes Clubwasorgan-
ized April 3, 1951, upon the
suggestion of Mrs, Wilma Gris-
som, as an activity in which
wives of area farmers or those
connected with farming could
enjoy themselves while helping
others,

Their first activity was a so-
clal, From then on, the club
enjoyed an annual chicken fry,
Christmas parties, Halloween
parties, dinners, luncheons,
mother-in-law parties, going-
away parties, grandparent par-
tles, book reviews and other
activities,

During their second year to-
gether, the Farmerettes met at
the home of Mrs, Avis Car-
penter in the oldest clothes they
could find, Mrs, Lois Billings-
ley won the prize that day for
the oldest outfit,

On another occasion in 1954,
the group donned hobo costumes
for a supper which consisted of
beans, chilli and other hobo
chow, They entertained them-
selves by doing gymnastics,

On their fifth anniversary
in 1956, the Farmerettes met
in the Wendol Christian home,
Tables were arranged in the
shape of an F to denote the five
years, Also representing the
fifth anniversary were five
candels In an arrangement on
a round mirror base, Green
and white was the color scheme
used,

At that time, Mrs, Avis Car-
penter and Mrs, Joyce McGuire
were recognized as having the
highest attendance records,
Avis missed one meeting out of
40 and Joyce missed only three
meetings out of 37 since becom-
ing members,

In 1960, the group got to-
gether with their husbands for
a beatnik party, Lawrence
Cooper made his mark by re-
citing poetry in the dark.

The Wendol Christian home
was the site of the group’s
tenth anniversary celebration
in 1961, Decorations were
white and pastel pink witha pink
floral arrangement featuring a
white rabbit and the numeral 10
in silver glitter at the head
table., The white rabbit was
representative of ‘“Harvey’’ the
name with which the Farmeret-
tes use to sign their secret
pal cards, White candles with a
base of pink dream puff dec-
orated each table,

When the Farmerettes reach-
ed their 15th anniversary, they
held a banquet in the Wendol
Christian home, Tables were
decorated in white and gold and
centered with the numeral 15in
gold glitter, Place cards were
edged in gold and attached to
each card was a 1951 penny,
the year the club was organ-

ized, ‘‘Farmerettes 1951-
1966’" was inscribed on the
napkins,

On March 26, 1971, the
Farmerettes celebrated their
20th anniversary with a special
party and program in the Leon
Billingsley home,

‘““Farmerettes Review'' was
the theme of the evening, Focal
point in the decorations was a
wall scene featuring sillhouet-
tes to represent each of 12
club members with a letter on
each to spell out ‘“Farmeret-
tes,”

Below these letters were cut-
outs of the word ‘“‘Review’’ with
each letter depicting some
special occasion or activity of
the club, such as a turkey for
Thanksgiving, a rabbit for Eas-
ter, a pumpkin for Halloween

and a Valentine heart for St,
Valentine’s Day,

On a table beneath the dis-
play was a large snifter filled
with various colored sherbet
balls and an anniversary cake
which was made and decorated
by Mrs, Bill Meeks.

The cake featured 12 little
‘‘Harveys’’ trailing down
‘““Memory Lane’’ on a green
grassy background, Inthe mea-
dow were trees, flowering
shrubs and a brook of blue
water running under a small
bridge made of pretzels, The
name of each member and the
date she joined the club was
inscribed on the sides of the
cake, Twenty candles repre-
sented the club’s 20 years of
existence,

Each of seven tables was
decorated to represent some
type of party the club had en-
Joyed during the years, includ-
ing Halloween, Christmas, Val-
entine, Fourth of July, Hawai-
ian Luau, Hobo and Going Away,

Although the group enjoyed
having parties, they also had
a serlous side when it came
time to render help to the less
fortunate, In their second year
of existence the club placed
Bibles in the rooms at Parmer
County Community Hospital in
Friona,

They also voted to send money
to some boy or girl overseas,
donated old clothes to a needy
family, presented families with
Christmas boxes, donated mon-
ey to the Cancer fund and gave
help to various other organiza-
tions over the years,

Not only did the group en-
joy getting together for a meal,
they also enjoyed being enter-
tained by several speakers, The
